Humanity’s
Temporal Range

        

The Anthropocene Reviewed by John Green now
begins with the author recalling how, when he was 9 or 10, he
learnt that the Sun will heat the Earth to boiling point in around
a billion years. Furthermore, the Earth would be pulled into the
Sun after around 8 billion years, erasing all evidence of our
civilization.

        
 

        
He notes that it took him a long time to recover
from this lesson, but that he now realizes that similar things
happen all the time in the universe. It is something that concerns
people all across the world in some way, and people have long
foretold the end of the world. However, it is equally important to
remember that humans are a relatively new species in Earth's
history.

        
 

        
Green's fear over the future was spurred by a
talk he had with his brother Hank about corona virus and the terror
it had generated. But Hank remained composed throughout the ordeal,
quietly explaining to his brother that the species would
survive.

        
 

        
Furthermore, Green considers the Earth's future
prospects after humanity has vanished. He finds some solace in the
fact that the Earth would continue to exist without us. He goes on
to say that while complex organisms have shorter temporal ranges
than basic organisms, what makes our species unique is that we have
shown to be extraordinarily persistent thus far.

        
 

        
He closes this section by stating that our
temporal range, at only 250,000 years, is scarcely worth a single
star. However, he grants our temporal range four stars because of
our species' ability to adapt and endure.
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
