	A lot of people struggle with the process of writing. After all, it's tough to manage characters story, your plot, and pacing, and in tying all that together with the process of writing, editing, cover design, and more so in this little book, I'm going to talk about the writing process, and walk you through how I wrote a novel, step by step. 


	My goal is to help you write world-class stories better and faster. I created this writing because I believe we all have a high level of talent, and you need help unlocking it. When it comes to the writing process, most writing resources out there on the internet will give you a quick overview of the process without getting into the nitty-gritty. I want to share the step by step process that I've perfected after many novels, and I hope it gives you insights that you can start using immediately in your next writing session. So, this is going to be an overview of my writing process, and my general philosophy on how I wrote a novel. 


	Step one, generate an idea. It's essential to create a steady stream of ideas so that you don't always ever run out. So, that's what I do. I love to create a steady stream of book ideas so that I can always get a cache of book ideas, character ideas, and all other things needed whenever I need them. The reason this is important is that it's essential to keep your mind full of ideas because let me tell you guys, writer's block is real. You’re going to come across times when you are in the middle of your novel, and you don't have any idea of what to write. And so, when you keep that steady stream of ideas coming in from outside of your writing, you've got a source that you can rely on and tap into when you're in the middle of those tough times. That's important, and it'll help you. So, the way I do this is that I keep what's called a sketchbook, and it's just a digital notebook that holds all of my ideas. I've been doing this since I started with physical notebooks, right, I carry a little notebook and a pencil around with me in my back pocket. (This is available in print. Book Writing Journal: Author Notes Guide by Bill Vincent). So, anytime I'm somewhere, I keep notes on my phone. I have thousands of notes that I can rely on and tap into at any given time when I'm writing my book. So, notes are my tools, and I love it.
