			Welcome to the 37th edition of Italian Wines. In the era of digital communication, 37 years amounts to several geological ages. In fact, recalling the autumn of 1987, when the first edition was presented in Florence, feels like taking a quantum leap into the past. Back then the guide, with its bottle-green cover, oversized format, and exquisitely modern design (revolutionary for the time), recounted great, exceptional wines in an Italy striving, not without resistance, to emerge from a dark period, the nadir of which was the methanol scandal of 1986, a crisis that severely eroded Italy’s global credibility. Today, the scene is entirely different. Amidst wars, trade disputes, and customs barriers, the Italian wine industry stands as a major international player. We are the nation of biodiversity, and in an increasingly globalized world laser-focused on a handful of “international” varietals, our rich multiplicity of grapes holds an irresistible allure for consumers across all continents.

			

			To navigate this intricate and captivating landscape, a guide is undoubtedly indispensable. With our dedicated team and a finely-tuned organization, we stand ready to answer the call of both “curious and eager” consumers and industry professionals, both at home and abroad. This year, our guide once again includes two territories from beyond our national borders: the Canton of Ticino and Slovenia’s Brda. Bound by millennia of historical and cultural ties, they resonate deeply with our sensibilities. Over the years, we’ve assembled a team of more than 70 skilled tasters who travel Italy for months, conducting blind tastings at consortia and institutions, evaluating an astonishing array of products (now approaching the 50,000 mark). Only a fraction of these will find their way into these pages. But now that this immense effort of cataloging and classification has reached its culmination, we can positively attest to the sector’s extraordinary health and vigor. The average quality of Italian wine, from every region, is on the rise. The final tastings, which included 2,300 bottles, yielded the remarkable result of 498 wines honored with Tre Bicchieri. With over 1,800 wines ranking closely behind the recipients, and in many cases from the same wineries (we award only one wine per winery/producer), they hold just as much merit as those at the top of the podium. The best way to understand our philosophy, our vision of the world of wine, where you’ll see small artisanal collections aged in amphora listed side-by-side with prestigious best-sellers, is to delve into our special awards.

			

			Our Red of the Year goes to Davide Rosso’s sumptuous Barolo Vignarionda Ester Canale Rosso 2019. A wine of spectacular richness, it still manages to exude extraordinary harmony, further confirming the Langhe as one of the world’s great wine terroirs.

			The White of the Year hails from Friuli: Marko Primosic’s Collio Chardonnay Riserva 2018, which once again showcases the captivating longevity of Italian whites.

			Lombardy again captures our Sparkler of the Year award, with Gatti, one of Franciacorta’s historic estates, doing the honors thanks to an outstanding Franciacorta Nature 2016.

			Our Rosé of the Year is Pettinella’s Cerasuolo d’Abruzzo Tauma 2022—a truly distinctive and irresistibly appealing wine that embodies a genuine artisanal touch.

			Our Meditation Wine of the Year (not sweet, it should be noted) is Florio’s Marsala Vergine Riserva 2011. Neither the producer nor the appellation require an introduction. Indeed, the achievement recognizes their contribution to reviving this historically prestigious appellation.

			The Up-and-Coming Winery award goes to Ceri from Carmignano, which debuts in our guide with an enchanting Carmignano, the Riserva Arrendevole 2020—it’s a small appellation that’s doing great things.

			Our Grower of the Year is Marinella Camerani of Corte Sant’Alda, who’s spent a lifetime in her vineyards, harmonizing with nature.

			The Solidarity Award goes to Velenosi, as Angela has, for years, spearheaded a commendable initiative that’s provided assistance to autistic youths. Our Sustainability award goes to an Umbrian producer, Terre Margaritelli of Torgiano—an emblem of high-quality viticulture that respects both the environment and social values.

			This year our Best Value for Money wine is Fradiles di Atzara’s Mandrolisai Rosso Fradiles 2021. The producer managed to craft a memorable red from ancient, low-yield, bush-trained vines, at an exceedingly accessible price.

			The Cooperative of the Year award heads back to Alto Adige thanks to Cantina Tramin, renowned for their masterful interpretation of the terroir. Our Winery of the Year for this edition is Osimo’s Umani Ronchi. The Bernetti family’s estate has been riding a wave of of excellence for years now; the array of wines tasted, in addition to being true reflections of their terroir, reaffirms the producer’s accomplishments.

			

			In the following pages, you’ll also encounter our Tre Bicchieri Verdi—awards given to wines from certified organic or biodynamic producers. This year, they number 174, accounting for 35% of the total (a figure that makes us proud). Additionally, we’ve highlighted those wines that can be procured from wine shops for €15 or less; this year, there are a commendable 50.

			

			We’d also like to acknowledge William Pregentelli’s new role supporting Lorenzo Ruggeri as deputy editor, recognizing William’s deep involvement with our team over the years and his exceptional expertise. Our wine guide, now with a refreshed and more readable design, remains steadfast in spotlighting emerging quality producers. It’s consistent in recognizing those who respect the environment, from small artisans of the vine to renowned international brands. The philosophy of our guide has remained unchanged over the years. But the numbers have evolved; consider that in the 1988 edition, we reviewed 465 producers and tasted around 1,400 wines! Today, thanks to the tireless efforts of producers across Italy and our exceptional team, we proudly offer three foreign-language editions: German, English, and, in recent years, Chinese, allowing us to showcase the very best of the Made in Italy brand through over 40 global events—a robust voice that our wine industry, trade professionals, and, most importantly, consumers deeply value.

			The glass-half-full observer sees a dynamic region allowing its most renowned wines to venture into markets that seemed unreachable until recently. The pessimist, on the other hand, believes that only a handful of Aosta’s wineries find success abroad, and that this fortune graces only the largest and best organized producers. Upon deeper reflection, it becomes evident that the region’s small output inevitably means that most of it stays within its borders and is largely available only to those foreign enthusiasts who come to visit. Both viewpoints have their merits, yet, in the end, it’s the winemaker’s mindset that makes the difference: some dare to venture, while others simply settle.

			This, in essence, captures the wine landscape of Valle d’Aosta. The potential bestowed by its mountain climate and diverse soils is undeniable, yet many prefer the comfort of not taking risks, waiting patiently instead. The dilemma here is that such an approach hinders growth; instead of aggressively pursuing the market, you end up merely accommodating it. Many local wines, while pleasant, tend to be unremarkable, often straying into the realm of the mundane. They either can’t or won’t take steps that would usher them into the echelons of great wines. As in many other of our country’s regions, too many vineyard owners spread themselves thin, cultivating various grape varietals purely for commercial reasons, never truly discerning the land’s calling. The market dictates the price of these wines, and more often than not, the inherent character of the place remains concealed. This is the true tragedy; apart from a few instances where a strong bond has formed between grape and land—often due to geographic reasons, like the case of nebbiolo in Donnas in the lower valley, bordering Piedmont—it’s the market that influences decisions.

			What’s truly disheartening is that for the first time the region’s exceptional wines (and thankfully there are many) owe more to the endeavors of individual vintners, like brothers Laurent and André Cunéaz, who clinch the prestigious “Tre Bicchieri” for their refined Pinot Noir Cave Gargantua, than to a broader collective effort. 			The Cuvée Bois pours a bright color, the prelude to acacia and honey notes harmonized by the elegant contribution of oak. The palate is rich, with a long finish. Equally delightful is the classic version of the Chardonnay, with its aromas reminiscent of acacia and plums, honey hints, and a gentle, fresh palate. The Merlot plays on ripe red fruits that emerge after fresh floral whiffs. On the palate it delivers an elegant finish.

Numerous growers bring their grapes here, ensuring the quality of the wines released to the market. Under the careful supervision of Andrea Costa, the cooperative crafts an elegant and balanced range of wines. Although the offerings have been evolving, they continue to uphold their traditional profile. Recently, they've started to age wines in the mines of Cogne, providing a unique sensory experience for those who've tried them.

			The version of Fumin aged in a mine is surprising, with vibrant notes of bark meeting refined, elegant hints. On the palate ir reveals great structure. The L'Esprit Follet plays on the grape's trademark aromas, with sauvage notes giving way to an aggressive palate. Nuances of ripe peaches and apricots envelop the nose for the passito version of the Muscat, a wine that captivates with its sweet freshness. 			Despite rumors of scarce sunlight for vineyards on the right bank of the Dora Baltea River, supposedly leading to challenging grape ripening conditions, the wines from Cave Gargantua prove these tales largely unfounded. Their offerings are elegant and full-bodied, delighting those who sample them. It's a labor-intensive task for Laurent and André, the current owners, who carry on their grandfather's legacy. Their philosophy of reviving old vines with low yields has led to impressive results.

			The Gamaret envelops with hints of ripe black currant. On the palate it's soft, finishing long. Intense sensations of ripe black fruits feature in the Pinot Nero, supported by a robust body with tannins still maturing. The Chardonnay pours a bright straw-yellow, anticipating scents of dried mountain herbs and a note reminiscent of apricots—a rich, powerful drink that finishes on a pleasant sapid note. The balanced and sapid Torrette Supérieur is always delightful with its hints of blackberries.

			At Grosjean, the latest generation of winemakers has successfully built upon the knowledge and expertise of their predecessors, bringing new life and utilizing modern equipment without losing sight of cultural traditions. As the first winery in the Valle d'Aosta to achieve organic certification, it also pioneered the use of green manure, an ancient agricultural practice involving the burial of certain crops to enhance and maintain soil fertility. Their wines, crafted from native grape varieties, are a true embodiment of the region's character.

			The Fumin proves intense on the nose, with notes of quinine meeting blackcurrant syrup; the palate is complex with slightly rough tannins. In the Torrette Supérieur, pronounced whiffs of toasted oak hints harmonize with red fruit, leading to a grand palate. A new addition is the Clairet, whose fruity nose is still evolving, while the palate proves well balanced. Their Pinot Neros are always pleasant, true to type, balanced and fresh.

			Those with fond memories of the outskirts of Donnas village will recall the grand horse chestnut tree after which the Pianta Grossa farmstead was named. Luciano Ronzero has built a business from that property, using the aged, fallen tree (which he counted to be 396 years old) as an inspiration for one of his wines. As a cultivator of Nebbiolo (locally known as "picotendro"), he has honed his craft so masterfully that he can stand shoulder-to-shoulder with Piedmont's most renowned winemakers.

			The Nebbiolo Dessus is superb, surprising with its complex aromatic profile marked by floral notes, with rose standing out, followed by raspberry hints—very elegant. On the palate, this Nebbiolo finds continuity and harmony before a long finish. The Donnas proves elegant yet austere with a slight vegetal note, refined on the palate. Within the vineyard, one primarily finds native grapes, honoring the region's traditional mountain viticulture.

			The Chambave Muscat Flétri, by now a classic, features varietal notes of raisin and dried apricot, honey; extremely balanced on the palate. Complex and multifaceted hints for the dry version, where peach and sage stand out—the palate is well structured and rich across a long finish. The Fumin is true to type, with bark and quinine notes joined by hints of ripe red fruit; the fullness of the palate still needs to find balance. It’s evident that things are going well when even occasional missteps, perhaps due to an awkward decision rather than a wrong production approach, are forgiven by the market. Piedmont’s wine scene continues its journey, even if at times, it may falter slightly in its stride; what’s crucial is the persistent drive to move forward and never halt.

			A concern we addressed a few years ago—namely, the “nebbiolization” of the Langhe—has intriguingly turned into a significant opportunity for various districts. Capitalizing on Nebbiolo’s success, producers have pressed down on the accelerator, expanding the area under vines dedicated to the grape. While nebbiolo has historically graced areas like Torino and Monferrato, its significance now grows with the birth of new appellations or the evolution of existing ones. Indeed in Monferrato, specifically in much of Asti and Alessandria, numerous vintners have embraced the varietal, producing increasingly compelling wines, with some truly remarkable standouts. Recently, more adventurous aficionados have discovered a relatively new appellation laden with promise: Albugnano. Situated in a somewhat confined territory in northern Asti (bordering Collina Torinese and the province of the same name), production currently lies in the hands of a few farmers and some visionary entrepreneurs. Yet, once word spreads, we might witness a new gold rush reminiscent of the one that brought attention to Tortona, a focal point for many vintners from more renowned regional production zones. The only possible constraint might be Albugnano’s limited area. Aside from this, there’s an unmistakable positive momentum for regions/appellations such as Colli Tortonesi, Alta Langa, and Monferrato Casalese, especially for the grignolino grape. Naturally, the allure of the more famous appellations remains undiminished.

			This year, we’re delighted to spotlight five wineries who received Tre Bicchieri for the first time: Giacomo Boveri, Fabrizia Caldera, the Penna family of Cascina Barisel, Livia Fontana, and Bruna Grimaldi. Capping off Piedmont’s viticultural triumphs, one of our most coveted awards—the Red of the Year—goes to Giovanni Rosso’s extraordinary, stately Barolo Vignarionda Ester Canale Rosso ’19. 			The Dogliani Papà Celso offers up cocoa against a lovely earthy background, an elegant and varietal profile. The palate is full-bodied, lush and soft, finishing with a flavorful and sapid persistence. The Barolo Ravera truly stands out, radiating an energetic character from nose to palate. It's a deep and expansive wine, remarkable in its richness and elegance on the palate, finishing with nice volume and length. 			Anna Maria Abbona and Franco Schellino, joined today by sons Federico and Lorenzo, have built a successful winery, a legacy passed down from their grandfather Giuseppe, who founded the winery in 1936. Dogliani, which is interpreted in four distinct versions, takes center stage, though their range has grown to include barbera, nebbiolo, riesling, nascetta, and barolo, as well as chardonnay and pinot noir for the selections of Alta Langa. Situated at elevations spanning 500-550 meters, their vineyards thrive in the area's classic white soils.

			The 2019 version of their Barolo del Comune di Castiglione Falletto stands out for its elegance. On the nose, it's delicate and clear, with notes of ripe red fruit. The palate possesses classic traits, with beautiful fleshiness and harmonious tannins, resulting in a more restrained take on Barolo. Bricco San Pietro proves splendid in its richness, close-knit tannin structure, ever-present elegance, and long finish. However, it's the Dogliani Superiore San Bernardo that secures Tre Bicchieri, rich in dark fruits, accompanied by blackberry and currant notes, coming through soft and velvety on the palate.

Both complex and refined, its palate yields a firm structure without being overly muscular, resulting in a naturally pleasing red. 			Giulio and Sergio Abrigo, graduates of the Alba School of Oenology, are now permanent fixtures at the family business, embarking on fresh winemaking projects in their recently renovated cellar. Their focus extends to biodiversity, as evidenced by their numerous estate hazelnut groves. The Garabei vineyard, known for its Dolcetto Superiore and venerable, 50-plus-year-old vineys, sits 350 meters above sea level on clay-rich soil that brings out the grapes' aromas.

			We start with the Garabei. The 2021 is a magnificent expression of Dolcetto, perfectly capturing the essence of the grape and its territory. Blackberries and cherries meet subtle cocoa nuances against a pleasantly warm and fragrant backdrop. The palate is rich and meaty, showing excellent structure and finishing long. The Sorì dei Crava is equally intense, where dark fruits intersect with fresh herbal sensations: it opts more for pleasantness over complexity, with an overall harmony that makes it very enjoyable. 			Starting in the late 1980s Claudio Alario began relaunching the family winery in Diano D'Alba. The first bottles were Dolcetto, in keeping with the territorial tradition, then came Barbera and Barolo. The vineyards, which are situated in Diano d'Alba, Serralunga d'Alba and Verduno, go back anywhere from 20 to 50 years. Dolcetto, barbera and nebbiolo d'Alba are cultivated in the Diano vineyards, while Verduno hosts the grapes for their Barolo Riva Rocca and Serralunga d'Alba their Barolo Sorano.

			It’s the Barolo Riva Rocca that instantly captivates with its beautiful, fresh floral note, revealing a delicate yet complex nose and a sapid, rich palate, brought by its fine tannic weave and bolstered by substantial fleshiness. The Sorano is more austere, accompanied by a very pleasant spiciness and a palate of great structure and strength, finishing long. The Dolcetto Costa Fiore is very delicious, juicy, dominated by whiffs of forest floor and a delightful drinkability.

Their vineyards unfold southward across various Verduno crus at the northern tip of the Barolo region, though there's also a vineyard in the Gramolere cru in Monforte. Only native grape varieties are cultivated, from nebbiolo to dolcetto, barbera, freisa, pelaverga, and the sole white grape, favorita.

			The Barolo from the town of Verduno is a spicy drink, lean yet strong, showcasing a spirited, close-knit palate that's rich in texture, boasting classic elegance with its long, elegant finish. Verduno expresses itself clearly in this Monvigliero, skillfully pairing pepper notes with rose petals for a delicate but firm palate with outstanding finesse and aromatic clarity. The Pelaverga is also expertly crafted, elegant, and pleasantly drinkable.

			This intimate, family-run winery, founded by Gianfranco and now managed alongside his wife Bruna and daughters Vittoria and Marta, boasts about eight hectares of nebbiolo, barbera, and dolcetto nestled in Monforte's Bussia-San Giovanni valley. Their wines are marked by good structure, elegance, and freshness, as well as robust aging potential. Vinification involves short macerations in temperature-controlled vertical fermenters, and maturation in small, French oak barrels.

			Gianfranco Alessandria jumped on the Barolo Boys bandwagon thirty years ago and played a pivotal role in the Langa revival. Today, he remains loyal to a style characterized by richness of fruit, velvety tannins, and a hint of sweet spices. The Barolo San Giovanni '19 embodies this, offering up a refreshing blend of raspberries and cherries on the nose, with a slight dash of cinnamon. On the palate, it's chewy and velvety.

			In the late 1980s, sisters Emanuela, Antonella, and Giovanna stepped into their father Casimiro's shoes. Today, supported by the next generation, they manage the family estate, which hosts parks, historic cellars, and a castle. This frontier land, shaped by the Tanaro River, forms a natural border to Terre Alfieri, where Roero and Monferrato intersect. The complex composition of the soil produces wines that harmoniously blend Roero's floral aromas with Monferrato's fruitiness.

			The Barbera d'Asti Superiore Alfiera ‘20 reveals hints of sweet spices, cherry, and aromatic herbs on the nose. Its palate is juicy, harmonious, and full of character, concluding with a long, soft finish. We also appreciated the Barbera d'Asti La Tota '21, which offers up scents of dark fruits and wet earth, displaying sapidity and full-bodied nature, and the Terre Alfieri Nebbiolo CostaQuaglia '20, where tones of blackberry meet violet and licorice, while prominent yet well-integrated tannins feature on the palate.

			Established in 1955, the winery now brings together over 100 grower members who work to cultivate the vines of Alto Monferrato Acquese. Alice Bel Colle is surrounded entirely by vineyards (which inspired a selection of wines), where mainly moscato bianco is cultivated, but there's also brachetto, barbera, dolcetto, cortese, and various other grapes. Under the guidance of Claudio Guerino and Bruno Roffredo, recent production has emphasized aromatic wines. They pursue quality through reducing yields per hectare and meticulous grape selection.

			This year, the standouts are the Monteridolfo, a dry Brachetto with a taut tannic profile adorned by notes of strawberries and raspberries (perfect for ethnic cuisine), and the Moscato Pajè, a sweet drink with an excellent balance of acidity, exuding scents of sage and lime. The Barbera Alix proves expansive and harmonious, ageworthy due to vinification in large barrels (and partly in barriques), with notes of spices meeting purple and red fruits. The Coste di Muiran is worth a mention: a crunchy, crisp Dolcetto with hints of cherry and raspberry.

			The Almondo family's estate lies entirely within Montà municipality, on hilly terrain with slopes reaching up to 55%. Traditional regional grapes are grown here: arneis at 400m elevation in soils laced with clay veins (some vines over 60 years old), and nebbiolo in more calcareous soils at elevations between 200-300m. The wines offered are characterized by their typicity, elegance, and richness of flavor.

			As always, the Roero Bric Valdiana stands out. The 2020 unveils whiffs of aromatic herbs, wild berries, and pepper on the nose. The palate is elegant, featuring fine tannins and a lovely length. The Roero Arneis Bricco delle Ciliegie ‘22 is also impressive, emanating scents of lemon peel and Mediterranean scrub—a taut, refreshing drink with good acidity. The smooth and sapid Barbera d'Alba Valbianchéra Vecchie Vigne ‘21, with its balsamic notes and dark fruits, also delivers.

			Alberto Arluno leads the family's estate, bolstered by a century-old winemaking tradition. After studying enology in Turin, he began overseeing this historic property in Valsesia, where the vineyards grow in soils rich in minerals, a legacy of Mount Rosa's distant past and its glaciers. Most of the area under vines is dedicated to nebbiolo, with the remainder cultivated with vespolina, uva rara, erbaluce, arneis, and chardonnay. The wines don't follow a singular style, but rather, depending on the vintage, opt for various maturation approaches, drawing on both large and small barrels.

			The Collis Breclemae '16, a stoic cru whose first vintage goes back to 1979, stands out for its depth and power. It pours a garnet red, unveiling bold notes of red fruit, rhubarb, roots, and licorice. The palate is harmonious, dynamic, featuring firm yet elegant tannins. The sapid and savory Rosso Abate di Cluny is equally rich and of high quality. The Cantalupo Anno Primo shines for its wealth of aromas and harmonious flavor.

The result is a range of Gattinara wines that are immediately pleasant, but truly shine as they age over time.

			The San Francesco ‘19 impresses with its rich and varied aromatic suite: raspberry jam, rhubarb, root, licorice, underbrush, and a whiff of balsam. On the palate, the wine proves full-bodied, close-knit, with an imposing and flavorful tannic texture. Beside it, the Riserva is characterized by extreme elegance and finesse, expressing mineral and hematic aromas that make it exquisite. We eagerly await the Osso San Grato next year!

			Almost three decades have passed since Odilio Antoniotti revived the enterprise launched by his family in 1861, keeping alive, alongside a few other growers, the Bramaterra appellation, a small but esteemed DOC production zone. In the estate vineyards, nebbiolo dominates, accompanied by smaller quantities of croatina, vespolina, and uva rara. The vines grow in lean soils, rich only in porphyry and mineral salts, at elevations of around 400 meters. The result is robust, slightly austere wines, with admirable freshness and complexity, suitable for lengthy bottle aging. The arrival of his son, Mattia, has solidified operations.

			The 2019 version Bramaterra surprised us with its pronounced and close-knit minerality. Its brilliant garnet-red hue anticipates classic aromas of tar, rust, dried plum, and a potpourri of roses and violets. The palate is dense and voluptuous, with tight-knit, mature tannins—a timeless wine.

			Founded by brothers Luigi and Piero and now led by the third generation of family, Aresca has been championing the Mombercelli region, nestled between Langhe and Monferrato, since 1952. Their focus is primarily on exquisite Barberas, but they also deal in other notable varietals, ranging from Dolcetto di Ovada and Barolo reds to Roero Arneis and Gavi whites. All their wines are made from indigenous grapes, and the vineyards are meticulously cared for with minimal treatments and spontaneous ground cover.

			On the nose the Nizza San Luigi ‘20 reveals lovely notes of black fruit, quinine, and cocoa, while the palate proves linear, with nice fruit—sapid and refreshing. In contrast, the Barbera d'Asti Superiore La Rossa '20 opens with an intense and fruity nose, accompanied by hints of aromatic herbs and star anise. In the mouth it's close-knit and dense, with a well-sustained yet austere finish. The linear and approachable Grignolino d'Asti Testa Balorda '22 proves delightful with its notes of ginger and blood orange.

The Nizza Titon '20 proves masterfully made, intensely multifaceted in its aromas of ripe plum and aromatic herbs. The palate is consistent, full-bodied, and enduring. 			The winery's name reflects the history of Castiglione Falletto. Rivera, originally a teacher and later a mayor, established the Terre del Barolo cooperative winery in 1958 to foster a network of local farmers. Today, the cooperative includes many producers who manage small parcels in highly venerated areas, such as Monvigliero, Castello, Rocche dell'Annunziata, Rocche di Castiglione, Cannubi, Bussia, Vignarionda, and Ravera. They also draw on barbera, nascetta, dolcetto, and pelaverga across several different lines.

			The Barolo Vignarionda ‘19 caught our attention, fruity and elegant on the nose, adorned with hints of tobacco and licorice. Its palate is sapid, with a notable tannic development and a long, balanced finish. Beautiful notes of dried herbs and a faint whiff of quinine feature in the Villero, accompanied by nuances of cloves and underbrush, sensations followed by a palate with austere tannins, partly offset by the wine's body, and culminating in a long finish.

			A fledgling winery, with merely six vintages under its belt, Arno was established by Michael Arno, from Emilia-Romagna, and Mara, a Portuguese native from the Douro Valley. Their shared passion for wine led them to purchase an estate in Mombercelli, right in the heart of Nizza. In addition to the vineyards around the cellar, they also have plots in Castelnuovo Calcea. The predominant grape here is barbera, some from vines going back more than 75 years. They also cultivate nascetta, a lesser-known indigenous white grape from Piedmont, and sauvignon.

			The Nizza Leone Riserva '19 is among the best of the appellation, emanating intense aromas of spices and dark forest fruits. The palate is rich and fleshy but also exhibits great finesse and harmony, leading to a juicy and pleasant finish. The Barbera d'Asti Superiore Maria Augusta '19 is right up there, unveiling complex tones of quinine and dried herbs, great density, and an austere finish on a slightly bitter note.

While the release of the 2018 Barolo has been postponed, we find solace in a commendable Barolo '19, austere and classic in its profile. Today, drawing on a century-old cellar and the acquisition of Cocchi (which took place some 50 years ago), they stand as a pillar in Monferrato. The primary grapes cultivated are barbera, nebbiolo, and moscato, but they also cultivate malvasia di Castelnuovo Don Bosco and ruchè. Notably, there's a section in the winery dedicated to fermenting aromatic wines. Beyond their historic Cocconato estate, they own vineyards in Agliano Terme and Langa, specifically in Castiglione Falletto.

			In the Nizza Piano Alto ‘19, red fruit and Mediterranean scrub aromas precede a juicy, sapid palate that stands out for its nice persistence and length. Extreme elegance and sophistication are the hallmarks of the Nebbiolo Serre di Tuffo '21, a red of exceptional character. The Barbera d'Asti Superiore Stradivario '13 is captivating, albeit showing its age, with its austerity and hints of nuts. The winery is dedicated to environmental stewardship (it has been certified organic since 2017) and in the vineyard it implements integrated pest management principles, combining intelligent agronomic management with organic plant protection products.

			The Barolo del Comune di La Morra '19 emanates aromas of cinchona and licorice, adorned with nuances of wild red berries. Its palate is both dynamic and full-bodied, featuring somewhat austere tannins that hint at tradition. The Brunate is refreshing on the nose with fruity and tobacco hints, revealing a well-balanced palate with elegant, progressive tannins and a long finish. In contrast, the Case Nere stands out for its balance, sapidity, and its close-knit, well-integrated tannins.

			A historic estate featuring an elegant Relais and adjacent golf courses in Serravalle Scrivia, the centuries-old residence of the Marquis Figari di Genoa family includes, beyond its grand accommodations, 28 hectares of vineyards, devoted primarily to the cortese variety (though chardonnay, barbera, and nebbiolo are also grown). The vines face south and southeast on clayey-marly soils, while the labels depict bicycles or velocipedes, a tribute to the area's resurgence and two local cycling legends, Costante Girardengo and Fausto Coppi.

			The entire lineup presented is excellent and noteworthy. The vivacity of the Beneficio '22 makes it a standout: a straw-yellow hue, it opens on citrus notes, lychees, and petals of yellow flowers. On the palate, it's rich, dynamic, and pervasive, ending with a balanced, mineral finish. The Tinetta '22 enchants with its floral aromas, whiffs of herbs and hints of red berries; a juicy and fresh palate follows.

The wines are of a modern style, expressing the characteristics of the grape and the territory to their fullest.

			A commendable overall performance from Bonfante's offerings. The fruit-forward Barbera d'Asti Superiore Menego '19 exhibits harmoniously integrated oak, resulting in a soft, pervasive palate, yet displaying nice tension and length. The Barbera d'Asti Superiore La Stella '20 is more aggressive in its tones of cinchona and wet earth, with pronounced tannins that balance with fruit and acidity. The Moscato d'Asti '22 is fresh, floral, striking a good balance between acidity and sweetness.

The palate progresses with delicate tannins, culminating in a flavorful and long finish. The Carlin is a distinguished Nebbiolo, structured and earnest. 			Giacomo Boveri may be one of the more recent additions to our guide, but he and his family have been tending to vines since the early 1800s. The plots from which he crafts his wines lie in diverse territories, and aren't just confined to the environs of Costa Vescovato, allowing Giacomo to offer wines that, though crafted with similar methods, present distinct nuances that make each sip a unique experience.

			The best example can be found in a wine that has most influenced Tortona of late: Timorasso. Giacomo produces three versions, but his two most important come from lands with different pedoclimatic characteristics, allowing us to appreciate the minerality and power of Muntà l'è Ruma, but also the warm, pervasive quality of Lacrime del Bricco. Both make a significant impact, but the latter clinches Tre Bicchieri. The Piazzera is also delicious. The Barbera Monleale, with its soft hints of red fruits, strikes a beautiful balance between power and the grape's trademark acidity.

			In the Costa Vescovato area, the density of wineries is exceptionally high, with many reaching renowned quality levels both nationally and beyond. Among these stands Luigi Boveri. Aided by his children, who've now become invaluable collaborators, Boveri continues a tradition of excellence that we've been recognizing in the guide since the late 1990s. The soil in this region is uniquely abundant in gypsum and limestone, making it an ideal home for the Timorasso grape, which boasts a distinct mineral signature here.

			The Filari di Timorasso moves on this stylistic track, and once again stands out as one of the best tasted, making it to our final rounds. The Derthona is equally impressive, navigating between delicate and refined aromas of white peach and the notable structure for which the grape is known. 			In its fourth generation of vintners, with the addition of Elisa, Alessandra Bovio and Marco's daughter, the winery continues on the trail blazed by Gianfranco in the 1970s. Their work respects tradition and the land, following nature's rhythms, with medium-long maceration times and maturation in large barrels characterizing their production approach. The result is four Barolos with a geographical mention (Rocchettevino, Arborina, Gattera, and Parussi) and a classic Barolo produced from vineyards in La Morra, Barolo, and Castiglione Falletto.

			The Barolo Arborina '19 exhibits superb elegance, with a rich palate where spices and a close-knit tannic texture prevail, turning silky for a long and vibrant finish. The Barolo De-Rieumes Riserva '17 impresses with its pronounced notes of cherries in liqueur, medicinal herbs, and tobacco, leading to a juicy, fruit-rich, balanced palate with a commendable finish. The palate is robust, bountiful, culminating in a sapid, lengthy, and juicy finish. The Barbera d'Asti Bricco della Bigotta '19 introduces spicy scents and ripe red fruit, followed by a palate of remarkable density and full-bodied texture. The Barbera d'Asti Montebruna '20 stands out for its notes of red fruit, sweet spices, licorice, and tobacco, preceding a long and balanced palate.

Umberto Brema, representing the fifth generation, continues to champion the region's premier red grape, barbera, producing various versions that showcase its attributes and varietal nuances.

			On the nose, the Nizza A Luigi Veronelli '21 exhibits a lovely balance between the sweetness of oak and the fullness of fruit. The palate manifests considerable body and refreshing acidity, harmoniously combined, concluding with a long, velvety finish. The Monferrato Rosso Umberto '20, a Cabernet Sauvignon, plays on green pepper and sweet spice nuances. It's an austere drink, with slightly harsh tannins, but still elegant. The Barbera d'Asti Ai Cruss '21 evokes wet earth and Mediterranean scrub, while in the mouth it's enjoyable, with good persistence.

			Bric Cenciurio, an ancient locale atop a hill in the commune of Castellinaldo in Roero, is presided over by Alessandro and Alberto Pittatore. The pair manage the entire production change, including the cultivation of Barolo on the hills of Coste di Rose and Monrobiolo di Bussia, where the vines go back anywhere from 25 to 45 years. Arneis is cultivated on the hill that named the winery, on steep, sandy slopes, while Barbera d'Alba is produced in Magliano Alfieri. Their wines stand out for their distinctive character.

			The Pittatore brothers' winery hits the mark with their Barolos. The Coste di Rose '19 stands out for its rich and opulent nose, with red fruit and tobacco notes taking the forefront, followed by hints of rose. On the palate, the wine is dense and meaty, yet with just the right tannic touch to harmonize everything. The Oltre il Bosco ‘19 is more delicate, with minty and root notes, while the amusing Vespolina and Selvalunga ‘22 exhibit traces of bark and black pepper. Aromas of ripe fruit, almonds, and dried flowers pervade, while the palate proves lively, multifaceted, and glycerine rich. Yet, the latter slightly outshone the former, earning Tre Bicchieri. The Timorasso Derthona '20 radiates charm and elegance. A bright straw-yellow color, it boasts a rich, uplifting aromatic profile with a medley of chamomile flowers, mimosa, medicinal herbs, grapefruit peel, lime, hints of gunpowder, and hydrocarbons. 			This small Barbaresco winery, operating since 1980, produces wines from its five hectares, including Barolo from vineyards in Serralunga d'Alba. Here they practice environmentally sustainable vineyard care, including cover cropping, fertilization using organic compounds and the use of mainly biodynamic products for pest control. In the winery, only periodic racking and topping up are performed, resulting in authentic and natural wines, without filtration or clarification.

			The Barolo Rapet ‘19 is a wine of superb character, exhibiting clear aromas of fresh red fruit, followed by an austere palate. It has a close-knit tannic texture that's also well balanced by its fullness, finishing long, lively and lingering. The Barbaresco Chiaramanti ‘20 emanates aromas of roses and wildflowers. Its palate is pervasive and velvety, yet with a robust structure and close-knit tannins, making for a long and progressively unfolding drink.

An elegant wine, it stands out for its spicy notes and fruit, but truly wins over the palate with its spiritedness and dynamism. The Barolo Caviot '19, on the other hand, plays on floral aromas and berries, exhibiting a long, supple palate. The Barbera d'Alba Bric du Luv ‘21 proves pleasantly acidic and full bodied. 			The Miroglio family draws on several vineyards located in some of Piedmont's most prestigious appellations, from the historic Roero estate in Piobesi d'Alba, a single 35-hectare tract surrounding the winery, to Langhe estates in Barolo, Treiso, and Madonna di Como, and from Astigiano to Alta Langa, which include high-end guest facilities and dining. The range of wines produced is wide and diverse, fashioned in a modern style yet focused on expressing the unique qualities of the different grape varieties and the traits of the territories.

			During the Barbaresco Cascina Bordino Riserva '17 performed well, with its hints of underbrush, licorice, and dried flowers anticipating a tannic yet juicy and long palate, as did the sapid and long Barolo Cannubi Collezione Franco Miroglio Riserva '17, which plays on aromas of black fruits, sweet spices, and Mediterranean scrub. The firm and long Nizza Mora di Sassi Riserva '20 features notes of rain-soaked earth and black cherry, while the Roero Arneis Canorei Riserva '20 opts for a juicy, robust, and fruit-rich profile.

			A trip to one of Italy's most beautiful villages is a reason to venture to Cella Monte. Another is a visit to La Casaccia, an organically certified producer passionately run by the Rava family. Here, the concept of 'terroir' takes on an almost ancestral meaning, thanks to the work of Elena and Giovanni. Their lifestyle and commitment to local winemaking history offer an escape from modern-day stresses.

			With the 2022 vintage, the Grignolino Poggeto represents a winery primarily focused on the region's traditional grapes. This wine unfolds spicy aromas on fruity notes with subtle vegetal undertones. On the palate, it offers fresh and full-bodied flavor with a long, sapid finish. The Calichè and Bricco dei Boschi, their two Barbera del Monferratos, play on different profiles: the former is vigorous and multifaceted, while the latter is more austere and intricate. We also recommend the Charnò 2022, a Chardonnay with a superb aromas and flavors.

			Founded in 1878 by Emanuele Alberto Guerrieri, Count of Mirafiore, today this historic producer is under the ownership of Oscar Farinetti. The winery's vineyards can be found in Serralunga d'Alba, specifically in the subzone of Fontanafredda, and in Barolo (in the Lazzarito and Paiagallo Geographical Mentions). Of note is the recent launch of Villaggio Narrante, a 120-hectare "bio-natural" reserve where thirty small stories bring to life the history of the village, amidst vineyards, hazelnut groves, and woods that are home to over 40 varieties of plants.

			Among their various Barolos, the Paiagallo stood out as the most refined and complex, with its delicate and well-integrated tannins bestowing class and elegance. The Lazzarito is more mature, with prevailing hints of dried herbs and quinine, slightly jammy nuances, and a palate that's abundant in fruit but with somewhat aggressive tannins. The complex, sapid, and creamy Alta Langa '19 also performed well.

			Founded in the mid-1980s, the Penna family winery stands perched atop the Canelli hills, the historic cradle of the moscato grape. Here the focus is primarily on indigenous varieties. Indeed, barbera, dolcetto, moscato, and favorita take center stage, but there's also room for international grapes like pinot nero and chardonnay, used for a line of Metodo Classico. The common thread that binds their diverse portfolio of grapes is the limestone-rich soil in which they're cultivated, which lends a savory zest to all their wines.

			The Nizza La Cappelletta '20 unveils hints of plum and blackberry against a backdrop of cocoa, leading to a palate of remarkable structure and volume. This is balanced by a pronounced brackish sensation and a refreshing acidity that lingers on the finish. The well-crafted Nizza Riserva Vigna dei Pilati '19 stands out for its aromas of black fruit, spices, and rain-soaked earth, offering a juicy and well-sustained palate. The multifaceted Barbera d'Asti Superiore Listoria '21 proves rich and flavorful, while the Moscato d'Asti Canelli '22 plays refreshingly on vegetal notes and candied orange peel.

The result is a range that aptly expresses the territory. Based in the heart of Barolo, some of the estate is characterized by steep slopes, embodying a true model of heroic viticulture. In addition to nebbiolo, they cultivate arneis, dolcetto, and barbera.

			The wines presented by Cascina Bongiovanni are impressive overall. The Barolo '19 is a standout, featuring pervasive aromas of tobacco and a clear hint of fresh raspberry. The palate harmonizes beautifully, culminating in a long, complex, and refined finish. The Pernanno possesses darker tones with traces of licorice and violet set against a backdrop of red fruits. Despite its youth, it already boasts nice complexity; the palate exhibits a firm structure adorned with close-knit tannins.

The Roero Valmaggiore Audinaggio is among the best of its appellation. The 2021 reaffirms the wine's signature elegance, with floral tones accompanied by wild red berries, and Mediterranean scrub, culminating in a fresh and juicy finish. The refined and intricate Barolo Rocche di Castelletto '19 exhibits aromas of red fruit, licorice, tobacco, and pencil lead. Its palate is well balanced and austere, characterized by close-knit tannins and a long, sapid finish. The Barbera d'Alba Bric Loira '21, on the other hand, opens on scents of blackberry, black currant, and rain-soaked earth. The palate is spirited, fruit driven, and highly enjoyable.

			Sandro Barosi and his wife Amalia transformed an abandoned farmstead in San Luigi (between Dogliani and Monforte) into the thriving winery of Cascina Corte. The property is home to five hectares of dolcetto (some tracing back to the postwar-WWI period) as well as nebbiolo and barbera. The couple vinifies their grapes without additives, added yeasts, enzymes, or filtration, and with minimal amounts of sulfur dioxide. Their Dogliani, sourced from the Pirochetta vineyard and vinified in amphora, is particularly noteworthy.

			Sandro's wines, always brimming with personality, may not cater to all tastes. This year, the most convincing and universally accepted were the Nascetta and Dogliani San Luigi. The former captivates with its tropical fruit and pear aromas, enriched by hints of medicinal herbs. On the palate, the wine retains a lively dynamism with a slight tannic edge. The Langhe Nebbiolo caresses the senses with its fragrances of wild strawberries and tobacco, while refined tannins please the palate.

			In the Rio Sordo valley of Barbaresco, Giovanni Rizzolio and Italo Sorbino, along with their sons Riccardo and Davide, continue their family's winemaking legacy. Certified organic, the estate's well-manicured vineyards grow in soils rich in limestone and blue marl, along with sandier tracts and a significant mineral presence. It's a geological tapestry that translates into wines with finesse, arresting aromas, and distinct personalities, as evidenced by their Barbaresco Tre Stelle, Rio Sordo, and Marcorino crus.

			The Barbaresco Tre Stelle '20 proves both vibrant and refined, featuring lovely red fruit and tobacco notes, complemented by a subtle graphite undertone on the nose. The palate is medium bodied, highlighted by a pronounced acidity and a finish of decent length. The young and evolving Barbaresco Rio Sordo ‘20 plays on floral aromas with shades of rhubarb, leading to an energetic palate where tannins are still quite prominent.

Their range of ten wines consistently impresses, often by virtue of particularly intriguing aromatic profiles.

			Their range is nothing short of spectacular. Cascina Faletta makes its entry into the guide with one of the most dazzling performances in recent years. The Primo Grigio is exceptional, revealing gunpowder nuances on a mineral base, giving way to a powerful, fresh palate with a persistent, sapid finish. La Pignola, after 18 months in tonneaux, remains fruity, unveiling complex notes of cocoa and spices, with a full-bodied palate. The Brut Marchesa Virginia is also worth trying.

			Paolo Vergnano, son of the winery's founder Gianni, continues the mission of uncovering lesser-known but intriguing terroirs, aided by Giovanni Matteis and Gianpiero Gerbi. Their vineyards, which unfold in Castelnuovo Don Bosco, are rich in gray-blue clay marl, a characteristic that bestows volume and minerality to their wines. The primary grape here is freisa, especially on the Cornareto hill. Nearby, on the Schierano hill in Passerano Marmorito, malvasia, bonarda, and barbera dominate.

			The Albugnano Superiore Notturno '21, one of the appellation's best wines, stands out with its complex nose of red fruit and ginger. On the palate, it's succulent with a beautiful softness, culminating in a long, fresh finish. The captivating Barbera d'Asti Superiore Dedica '20 unveils aromas of red fruit and finely detailed spices, with a palate that's rich in fruit, beautifully balanced by acidity and a long finish. Other well-crafted wines include the Malvasia di Castelnuovo Don Bosco '22, which plays on tones of wild strawberry, and the Freisa d'Asti Il Forno '20, both fresh and abundantly fruity.

			While we eagerly await what will be presented with the 2022 vintages, for now, we indulged in a splendid Timorasso 2021. This wine, previously honored with Tre Bicchieri, graces us with enticing fruity notes of white damson, later igniting with mineral inflections reminiscent of chalk, sensations that persist right up through the finish. We were also fond of the other white, the Montarlino (produced from cortese), characterized as it is by citrusy aromas and a pleasant palate.

			Third-generation producer Giovanni Roagna, along with his partner Lodovica Tedeschi, manage Cascina Val del Prete today. Most of the estate vineyards encircle the winery in an amphitheater-like formation, hosting the grapes typically grown on the left bank of the Tanaro (arneis, barbera, and nebbiolo). Great care in the vineyard and a minimalist approach in the cellar result in traditionally styled wines designed to express the best characteristics of the grapes and the terroir itself.

			One of the best Roeros showcased this year is the Vigna di Lino '19. It emanates scents of Mediterranean scrub, cardamom, and red fruits, displaying finesse and persistence, and finishing long with well-integrated tannins. Other impressively crafted wines include: the pleasantly fruity Barbera d'Alba Serra de' Gatti '22, with its spicy and underbrush tones; the consistent and fresh Roero Bricco Medica '20, which hints at morello cherries and aromatic herbs; and the compact, fruit-forward Barbera d'Alba Superiore Carolina '20.

On the nose it expresses intense scents of passion fruit, yellow plum, apricot, and delicate spicy undertones, while the palate proves harmonious and dynamic, culminating in a soft and lingering finish. 			Le Cecche, a quaint hamlet in Diano d'Alba dating back to the 18th century, was rejuvenated after its purchase in 2001 by Belgian physician Jan De Bruyne and Marchesa Paola Invrea. 			The Barolo Sorano ‘19 thrives on complexity, revealing hints of white truffle, anise, and graphite. Refined with myriad nuances, its palate is robust, with juicy fruit underpinning the dense tannic structure. The Bricco San Pietro remains dark and herbaceous, but always highlighting fresh fruit. 			Barbarescos take center stage in the extensive roster presented. The Barbaresco '20 is intense, featuring delightful notes of roasted coffee and red fruit. In the mouth it's well-structured and harmonious, with tannins finely balanced by the fruit's richness. The Asili proves floral and refined, with spicy inflections paving the way for a complex and harmonious palate, supported by a well-sustained acidity. The 2019 Barolos exhibit good quality and aromatic precision, though are slightly less impactful than the rest.

The well-crafted Nizza Föje Rùsse '19 stands out with its spicy and fruity tones—a velvety drink supported by a robust acidity. The Alta Langa Brut Cuvée Enrico Cerutti ‘19 is refreshing, offering up notes of white fruit and lime, while the delightful and clear Barbera d'Asti '22 plays on red fruit and aromatic herb tones.

			About ten vineyards, scattered across Langhe, Monferrato, Nizza, and Astigiano, belong to one of the most influential wineries of Piedmont's recent half-century. It all began in the 1950s with founder Michele, who gradually handed over the reins to sons Alberto and Stefano. However, the entire Chiarlo family remains deeply involved in the winery's operations. Some of their notable crus span various appellations: La Court for Nizza, Cerequio and Cannubi for Barolo, Asili and Faset for Barbaresco, and Rovereto for Gavi.

			Among the numerous exceptional wines presented this year, the Nizza Cipressi '21 caught our attention most. It shines for its freshness, immediately expressive fruit, and ease of drinking, all paired with an uncommon complexity and energy. The Nizza La Court Riserva '20 yields tones of ripe black fruits and Mediterranean scrub, unfolding on a lengthy and sapid palate. The Barolo Cerequio '19 is elegant, rich in fruit, with finely honed tannins. The Riserva '16 stands out with its balsamic notes, progressively unwinding tannins, and a long finish.

			Nicola, grandson of Giuseppe Chionetti, continues the family's five-generation winemaking tradition. Renowned for their Dolcetto, the district's signature wine, the winery follows an organic approach in both the vineyard and cellar. A classic approach includes vine thinning and the use of indigenous yeast for fermentation. They also produce Barolo from the Parussi, Roncaglie, Bussia, and Vigna Pianpolvere crus, and grow barbera and riesling. In terms of Dogliani, their historic crus include Sorì del Briccolero, San Luigi, and Vigna La Costa.

			The consistently high-quality Dogliani Briccolero didn't disappoint this year. The 2022 opens on floral sensations and forest fruits like blackberries, while the palate proves energetic, dynamic, and classically styled. The San Luigi '22 is slightly more subdued but moves on a similar track, proving abundant in fruit, harmonious, and fresh. The Barolo Bussia Vigna Pianpolvere ‘19 plays on aromas of quinine, tobacco, and red fruit, displaying notable complexity and a classical style.

The ruins remain visible from the cellar, surrounded by vineyards: Bricco San Biagio, Roggeri, Rive, Cappallotti, and Rocchettevino. The vineyards, which are cultivated using integrated pest control principles, host nebbiolo, barbera, dolcetto, and favorita.

			With his Barolos, Marco Oberto delivers a coherent interpretation of the 2018 vintage. Both the Roggeri and Rocchettevino share aromas marked by fresh red berries and light green hints (a result of the year's climate). However, the Roggeri proves more comprehensive and multifaceted. On the palate, both wines come across as austere, but the Roggeri has an added richness, an essential quality for greater drinking pleasure.

			A notable lineup was submitted for tasting, with the Barolo Aeroplanservaj releasing aromas of red berries and tobacco, sensations that convey vivacity, character, and personality. The palate is graced with fine and well-defined tannins, creating a harmoniously long palate. The Ciabot Mentin shines with its fresh fruit and escalating complexity as it evolves on the palate. Alluring cherry characterizes the Pajanà, making for a captivating aromatic profile, all topped off by a long and succulent finish.

The tradition is now carried on by his daughter Nadia and son-in-law Valter Fissore. They operate in a farmhouse dating back to the 18th century, now outfitted with modern winemaking equipment. The style remains classic, characterized by spontaneous, long, submerged-cap fermentation, racking, and meticulous maturation in wood. The result is balanced yet robust wines that exude both personality and elegance.

			The overall quality exhibited is high, once again confirming the consistently good work being done. Starting with the fresh and balsamic Barolo Ravera, which unveils a deep and very delicate tannic weave in the mouth before finishing with a burst of invigorating acidity. Meanwhile, the Ravera Bricco Pernice stands out for its power, with close-knit, austere tannins and notes of red fruits. The Barbaresco Bordini proves sapid, bursting with fruit, culminating in a finish full of character.

			Ornella Cordara is the soul and driving force behind the winery she founded together with her two children, Ivan and Sara. The venture began in Castiglion Tinella in 2005 with ten hectares scattered across the municipalities of La Morra, Neive, Castagnole delle Lanze, Castiglione Tinella, Mombercelli, and Vinchio. The work in both the vineyard and winery aligns with the lunar calendar—a practice passed down from their grandparents. This method has been embraced to cultivate a style that's distinctly modern yet deeply rooted in tradition.

			This year the Cordara family once again proves its skill with the nebbiolo grape. Among the wines presented (three of which are nebbiolos), the Barbaresco Túfoblu stands out, beautifully merging exquisite finesse and solid structure. A refined nose, where hints of raspberry, licorice, and anise complement each other perfectly, sets the stage for a harmonious and silky palate. For now, the still-youthful Barolo comes across as austere and a bit simple on the nose.

			Poderi Colla boasts four farms and brings together 28 hectares. The first, Cascine Drago in Alba, also features a farming museum with machinery dating back to the 1800s (the equipment was used to produce a Metodo Classico wine until the late 1970s). Next is Dardi le Rose in Bussia Soprana, a hamlet of Monforte (home to the cru of the same name). The journey continues to Barbaresco with Tenuta Roncaglia and culminates with barbera at Bricco Bompè. Sustainability, quality and rigor form the core of their production philosophy.

			A classic rendition of the vintage, the Barbaresco Roncaglie Tenuta Roncaglie ‘20 stands out for its intense red fruit aromas enriched first by light vegetal notes, then tobacco and spices. It's an elegant and multifaceted drink, immediately expressive and long. The Barolo Bussia Dardi Le Rose ‘19, on the other hand, introduces a palate where crisp fruit comes adorned with hints of licorice and anise, the prelude to a delicate and supple palate.

It's a bonus that enhances the enjoyment of Colombera's wines in a relaxed and pleasant atmosphere.

			Moving to their wines, their timorassos were received quite well this year. The Montino couples a fresh acidic streak with bold structure, a hallmark of the grape variety. The Derthona requires a few minutes of aeration to fully express itself but then delivers a highly pleasing performance in the mouth. 			Leading one of the world's most renowned wineries brings great responsibility, especially in the eyes of many enthusiasts. Yet, Roberto Conterno doesn't seem daunted. Despite the success of his flagship wine, Monfortino, he's never rested on his laurels. Numerous accolades have motivated him over the years to expand his portfolio through major acquisitions in crus suited for the production of Barolo, especially in his beloved Serralunga d'Alba, like Cerretta and Arione, and even beyond in North Piedmont with the Nervi brand.

			This year, we were introduced to just one Barolo. It's the Cerretta from the 2019 harvest. It opens on dark tones of coffee and cocoa, with mature nuances of currant offering consistency. The palate, pervasive and warm, sees toasted tones prominently emerging with with a substantial progression of flavor, though still restrained. The finish is long, slightly held back by an alcohol warmth that's a tad pronounced.

			Founded in 1886, Paolo Conterno is now in its fourth generation, cultivating grapes such as nebbiolo, barbera, dolcetto, arneis and chardonnay. Since the purchase of the Ginestra cru, the winery has embarked on new production challenges under the leadership of Giorgio Conterno. These include managing, since 2015, the vineyards of the ancient Podere del Sant'Uffizio in Cioccaro di Penango, Monferrato, a Dominican monastery with more than 500 years of history behind it, and undertaking a Tuscan venture at the Ortaglia Estate in Pratolino, just outside Florence.

			The Barolo Ginestra Riserva ‘15 is impressive, teeming with complexity. It possesses aromas of medicinal herbs and tobacco, which add depth to an opulent but not overly heavy fruit profile. The palate features weight and volume, with close-knit tannins, ample structure, and a plumpness that softens its long finish. The Ginestra '19, a wine of character with a harmonious palate, also performs notably, as does the Barbera d'Alba La Ginestra, a refined and intricate drink characterized by lovely tones of rain-soaked earth.

			Francesco Bellocchio has come a long way since he decided to reconnect with his roots at the dawn of the new millennium. The legacy of the great Fausto Coppi, his grandfather, looms over the winery, almost granting it a mystical aura. Today, Vigne Marina Coppi is a flagship producer in the region, achieving equal success with Timorasso and Barbera. Besides these two cornerstone grapes, which account for five wines, Francesco has also been experimenting with favorita and nebbiolo.

			As is often the case, the wines that most impressed us this time around are the Barbera Sant'Andrea and the Timorasso Fausto. The former stands out with its clear burst of blackberries and its soft, delightful pulp, easily making it one of Piedmont's best Barberas of the year. 			Though Coppo changed hands just a few years ago, the new owners remain true to the path set by the original family, investing in cellar technology (notably their new and improved bottling system) and in the vineyards by leasing and purchasing plots around Canelli. They are particularly keen on seeking the best parcels in the hilly belt south of Canelli, on the ridges separating Valle Belbo from Valle Bormida. These are mainly vineyards of pinot noir and chardonnay, located at elevations spanning 400-500 meters, promising to lend even greater acidity and finesse to their prestigious Alta Langas.

			As always, with such a comprehensive range, where both Barberas and Metodo Classico sparkling wines shine (not to mention full-bodied Chardonnays), it's difficult to point to the best of the lot. Though once again, we've chosen to spotlight the Pomorosso. The elegant 2020 confirms the wine's aromatic finesse and balance of flavor.

The historic crus include Arborina and Giachini, boasting vines more than 50 years old. More recently, the vineyard has been enriched by the cru Bricco Manescotto. Their wines are contemporary, striving for finesse, elegance, and depth.

			Giuliano Corino's Barolo wines maintain their high standards of quality. However, due to severe hail, the Bricco Manescotto 2019 wasn't produced. Thus, leading the pack is a stunning Riserva '17, which manages to transcend the challenges of a drought-ridden year. The wine possesses elegant fruity and floral sensations, with well-integrated and perfectly blended tannins on the palate. 			After years of involvement in the family business, Renato Corino took up the challenge of establishing his own winery in 2005. Just a few years ago, working with his children Chiara and Stefano, he personally oversaw the birth of the Barolo Roncaglie. The winery also produces four other Barolos, three of which carry a Geographical Mention—Arborina, Rocche dell'Annunziata, from the commune of La Morra—and a Riserva, selected from vines that go back more than 50 years.

			Renato and his son Stefano are fortunate to own some of Annunziata di La Morra's most intriguing crus. This year, due to summer hail damage, we didn't find the Roncaglie among the winery's offerings. But most will find a 2019 Barolo that's to their liking: the Rocche dell'Annunziata is fruitier and softer, while the Arborina is spicier and more tannic. A special mention for the Barbera Pozzo, which, with its aromatic harmony and gustatory strength, ranks among the best Barberas in the region.

			The Bovone family's estate, cultivated with arneis (80%) and nebbiolo (20%), consists of a single tract on the Cornarea hill surrounding the winery's headquarters. The vineyards, planted between 1975 and 1978 on calcareous clay soil, host some of the oldest arneis vines still in production in Roero today. The wines on offer are crafted to express the characteristics of the terroir to the fullest, paying great attention to freshness and aromatic clarity.

			Without a doubt, the Tarasco ‘19 is among the region's best sweet wines. It opens on intense aromas of quince jelly, cinnamon, and pepper. On the palate, flavors of caramel and dried figs emerge, all nicely sustained by a surprisingly persuasive finish characterized by vigor and sapidity. The Roero Arneis Riserva En Ritard ‘18 is excellent as well, with nuances of medicinal herbs converging with anise and peach—it's a supple drink, taut, with a long finish. We also appreciated the Roero ‘20, which plays on notes of black fruits and a palate of impressive structure and fullness.

This family-run producer brings the talents of the sons Pier Carlo, who oversees the vineyard and cellar, and Tiziana, who manages the commercial side. Their prized estate, which hosts plots that go back over 70 years, spans clay and limestone soils, a terroir that results in wines of distinguished classicism. Along with nebbiolo, the winery cultivates barbera, dolcetto, and chardonnay.

			Complex and elegant in its aromas, the Riserva Rabajà '16 features tobacco and licorice melded with hints of blood oranges, while its palate possesses a sophisticated tannic weave, only to conclude with an unending finish. The Barbaresco ’20 stands out for its opulent fruit, generous hints of dried herbs, and commendable persistence. The Rabajà '20 proves sublime, intoxicating with its red fruit aromas intermingled with intricate notes of meat, iron, quinine, and roots, boasting immense character and complexity. Among the three Barberas tasted, the Nizza stands out with its notable added structure. The Crivelletto already unfolds harmoniously, albeit a tad less voluminous, thus more approachable. 			This year, the spotlight falls on the Roero Arneis Seminari '22, which unveils aromas of citron and orange peel, leading to a palate that's coherent, fresh, energetic, and taut. Meanwhile, the Roero Arneis Sarun ‘22 comes across as softer, pleasant in its tones of sweet citrus and spices. The two Gepins are also well crafted: the Roero Riserva ‘17 proves smooth and laid-back, playing on tones of tamarind, dandelion, and quinine, while the Roero ‘18 opts for an energetic, balsamic profile.

			Cucco is a local word meaning "peak", and indeed the winery, owned by the Rossi Cairo family since 2015, is perched on the summit of Serralunga d'Alba. From this vantage point, at about 420 meters elevation, one can gaze out toward Monviso from a terraced overlook. The vineyards host not only nebbiolo but also dolcetto, chardonnay, and barbera. Most of the plots of nebbiolo face south or southeast at various elevations, while their barbera is cultivated in Roddi d'Alba, where the soil is primarily composed of clay and pebbles, making for a robust range that stands out for its superb varietal expression.

			The characterful Barolo del Comune di Serralunga d'Alba '19 reveals aromas of fruit preserved in spirits. It's a mature wine and rather characteristic in its tannic grip, just slightly stiff, but unravels on the finish, reverting to fruity sensations. The Barolo Cerrati of the same vintage proves refreshing and pleasing in its bouquet, even though some faintly unfocused herbaceous sensations emerge. On the palate, it's powerful and austere, with tannins still somewhat prickly. A bit more time in the bottle should smooth things out.

They produce a wide range of wines, from the territory's classics (based on arneis, favorita, nebbiolo, or barbera) to sparkling wines, made from chardonnay and pinot nero cultivated in Roddino (for their Alta Langa) and from nebbiolo (for a Metodo Classico Rosé). They also produce Barolo, made with grapes from vineyards located in Castiglione Falletto. The winery's modern production style is attentive to territorial expression and aromatic clarity.

			This year, Deltetto's range proves to be of excellent caliber, starting with the Barbera d'Alba Superiore Rocca delle Marasche ‘20, a wine that features notes of red fruits and aromatic herbs before a refreshing, enjoyable palate. The floral and citrusy Roero Arneis Daivej ‘22 proves sapid and commendably long. Meanwhile, the Alta Langa Blanc de Blancs Brut Nature Riserva ‘18, with its hints of white fruit and custard, conveys a well-crafted and persistent palate.

			The historic Cocconato cellar, founded in 1934 by Luigi Dezzani, makes its debut in our guide this year. Initially specializing in Barbera, the winery expanded its horizons with the arrival of the Rocca family in 2009, a name synonymous with wine for five generations. Alongside them, around a hundred families from Langhe, Roero, and Monferrato have joined the Dezzani group, forming a cooperative of grape growers that supply their crop and underpin the producer's vast range.

			In a broad roster without weak spots, three famous wines dedicated to the barbera grape shine through, primarily La Luna e Le Stelle '20 and the 80 Anni '18. The former, aged for 18 months in barriques, proves rich and full-bodied on the palate and opulent on the nose, exuding jam and cocoa nuances. The latter, after two years in oak barrels, unveils a more balsamic aromatic profile adorned by subtle vegetal hints, culminating in a fresh and robust palate. The Scaglioni opts for a more austere profile.

			Gianni Doglia's estate has, for several years now, been an essential go-to for lovers of the moscato grape, consistently delivering wines of outstanding quality. In addition, they produce barberas that rank among the most notable within their appellation and category. This modest family-owned operation oversees about fifteen hectares under vines, including owned and leased plots, located on hilly terrains at about 300 meters elevation, with clay-limestone soils.

			The aromatic Moscato d'Asti Canelli La Casa di Bianca ‘22 opens on notes of aromatic herbs, candied fruit, and honey candy, while the palate proves balanced, with a pleasant acidity complementing its sweetness before a lingering finish. The Barbera d'Asti Bosco Donne '22 stands out for its cherry and cardamom fragrances accompanied by floral undertones, with a refreshing and energetic palate to follow. 			The old farmstead, which dates back to the first half of the 1700s, is based in Serradenari, a cru renowned as one of the district's highest. Over time, new vineyards have been added to the original holdings, and today, the estate hosts dolcetto, nebbiolo da Barolo, barbera, freisa, and arneis across approximately 17 hectares. The area cultivated includes important Barolo crus like Serradenari Ravera, Bussia, and Fossati, as well as the Montersino cru in Barbaresco.

			The Barolo del Comune di La Morra is notably fresh on the nose, characterized by hints of pomegranate, before a palate in which delicate tannins support nice, refreshing flavor. The Serradenari manifests a captivating note of white truffle, paired with tobacco and licorice aromas against a backdrop of red fruit. 			For the Etichetta Bianca, the nose is dominated by sharply defined fresh fruit accented by notes of tobacco and dried flowers. The palate is pulpy, bright, adorned by elegant tannins that offer depth and a lengthy finish. The Etichetta Nera plays on similar aromatic tones, but the palate is balanced, compact, and persistent. The Erbaluce Etichetta Bianca proves refined and rich, with notes of white fruit combining with almond. Its robust structure and substance are well sustained by acidity.

			Founded a century ago by Stefano Ferraris, the winery, now under the guidance of his grandson Roberto, remains deeply connected to the region's traditional reds, especially Barbera. Offered in five distinct versions, the grape undergoes various vinification and maturation processes, from the use of stainless steel to new and used barriques, extracting an array of varietal nuances, especially when it comes to their oldest vineyards (80-plus years old). Small quantities of grignolino and nebbiolo round out the winery's portfolio.

			The Nizza Lìberta ‘20 exhibits black fruit and quinine aromas, leading to a powerful palate of considerable volume, ending with a firmly held, long finish. The rest of the range proves well crafted, notably the Piemonte Pinot Nero Valmanella '21. It graces the nose with refined and multifaceted aromas, fresh fruit and spicy notes, before a balanced palate with nice pulpiness. The Monferrato Nebbiolo Grixa '21 stands out with its tones of wild black fruits and Mediterranean scrub, offering a fresh, juicy palate with well-integrated tannins.

			The winery was founded in the 1920s in Castagnole Monferrato, but it wasn't until 1999 that it became the producer that we know today, thanks to a complete overhaul carried out by Luca Ferraris. Since then, growth has been steady, and Casot, Bricco della Gioia, Montiò, San Giacomo, Dorati, Santa Eufemia, Mondiasene and Montemagno have joined the initial Castello vineyard. The winery, among the first to focus on ruchè (drawing in part on the support of Randall Grahm), also grows barbera, grignolino, viognier and chardonnay.

			Luca Ferraris's Ruché di Castagnole Monferrato are always at the top of their game. The Vigna del Parroco '22 stands out with its flowery aromas and abundant fruit, culminating in a lengthy and characterful finish. The Clàsic '22 is commendably close-knit, evoking tones of rose, tobacco, and red fruit. Front and center we also find the Barbera d'Asti Superiore Ca' Mongròss La Regina '21, which greets the nose with hints of quinine, cocoa, and juniper berries. The palate yields great structure, unfolding dense and velvety, yet also approachable.

			La Fusina's storied past reaches all the way back to 1792 (as testified to by an old map found in the farmstead), but since 1914 the Abbona family has guided winemaking. In addition to producing Barolo from vineyards in the Perno cru in Monforte d'Alba (where there's also a small backup cellar for vinification and aging), they also grow dolcetto, barbera, chardonnay, and pinot noir. The wines are aromatic and emphasize enjoyable drinking.

			The Dogliani Santa Lucia ‘22 expresses notes of cocoa and blackberries, complemented by an earthy undertone. On the palate it's lush, boasting superb structure, but with elegant tannins that don't overshadow the soft fruity note on the finish. The Barolo Perno ‘19 also delivers, striking a balance between modern and traditional styles: sweet spices and dark fruits on the nose, with a palate still slightly marked by a weighty tannic texture.

			In just a few decades, Gabriele Gaggino managed to transform his surname into a brand. His wines, rich and full-bodied, often present a complex aromatic profile, deeply tied to the grape's characteristics. Aging in oak is carried out with meticulous care when employed. Ensuring the quality of the wines for several years now is Roberto Olivieri, a highly experienced Piedmontese enologist. Even if international varieties are present, the pillar of productions rests with Piedmont's classic grapes.

			The lineup submitted for this edition of the guide needs no introduction. The Convivio '21 opens with vibrant, fruity aromas atop vegetal notes and a spicy base; the palate explodes in its intensity and body, stretching sapidly towards an endless finish. The Ticco boasts a deeply intricate aromatic profile with fruity aromas on notes of cinnamon and chocolate; on the palate, it's juicy, pulpy, and long. We also recommend the Sedìci, an extraordinarily compelling Dolcetto.

			Gagliardo specializes in nebbiolo, as evidenced by the winery's ten plots across five municipalities, making for a range of Barolos with distinctive territorial characters. Gianni, alongside his three sons (Stefano, Alberto, and Paolo), manages the estate. Their Barolos are both multifaceted and genuine, faithfully representing the Geographical Mentions from which they originate, including noteworthy crus such as Lazzarito, Castelletto, Monvigliero, Mosconi, Fossati, Bricco San Pietro, Santa Maria, and Serra dei Turchi, where it all began.

			Gagliardo's wide range, less brilliant than on other occasions, includes various Barolos that seem to slightly overlook fruit and have a somewhat aggressive tannic impact. The Mosconi '19 leans towards vegetal and dark notes, like licorice, yet with a harmonious palate. The Lazzarito Vigna Preve ‘19 has a pronounced tannic character, with tones of quinine accented by tobacco. The wines from their Tenuta Garetto, based in Agliano Terme, performed well.

			Angelo Gaja is the embodiment of Barbaresco, often hailed as the king of Barbaresco outside Italy. His identity is inextricably bound up with the wine that he's made famous worldwide, a timeless classic. A gifted communicator with a distinct managerial touch, Angelo's story is one of unwavering passion and devotion to his land, a story courageously and ardently carried forward by his children Gaia, Rossana, and Giovanni.

			The Barbaresco Sorì Tildìn '20 enchants with its pure and fresh aromas of watermelon, mint, and white pepper; it dances on the palate, expressive and delicate, with floral backdrops and hints of Mediterranean scrub—its tannins are velvety, the finish long and well sustained. The San Lorenzo '20 proves clear and nicely focused, radiating scents of raspberry, tar, and medicinal herbs; in the mouth it's juicy, evolving, and harmonious. The Barolo Sperss '19 is firmly structured, abundant in its sensations of fruit and spices, concluding with a faintly herbaceous finish.

			One of Roero's historic producers (founded by Filippo Gallino in 1961), today this winery is run by his children Laura and Gianni. They draw on several vineyards, all located in Canale, mostly on the clayey-sandy soils common to these areas. The grapes grown are those you'd expect on the left bank of the Tanaro, from arneis to barbera, nebbiolo and brachetto. The resulting wines, territorial in style, combine a traditional approach in the vineyard with a modern approach in the cellar.

			The Roero Arneis ‘22 opens on aromas of ripe white fruit and white pepper. Its palate showcases spirited vigor and freshness, culminating in a long finale in which citrus and aromatic herb notes emerge. The Barbera d'Alba '21 is right up there, passing from varietal dark fruit and wet earth aromas to a balanced palate, harmoniously balancing texture and acidity. Lastly, the relaxed and highly drinkable Roero '20 performed well, exuding spicy aromas with plum notes.

Their projects also include renovation of the old farmhouse in Serralunga d'Alba, where a tasting room will be created that will allow guests to enjoy the beauty of the hills along with the wines. The range on offer is traditionally styled, the result of lengthy maceration and maturation in large barrels.

			The Barolo 2019, still evolving, offers up notes of quinine and red fruit. The Barolo del Comune di Serralunga d'Alba stands out for its spirited character and a touch of austerity, yet possesses a juicy palate with a long finish. The harmonious and refined Gianetto plays on spicy and wild berry tones, impressing with its notable length and aromatic persistence. The dynamic and energetic Pas Dosé Alta Langa is characterized by its fine beading, without losing its creaminess.

			The work undertaken by the Garrone family over the years has been vital in preserving the long-standing wine tradition of the Valli Ossolane. Over a century, they transitioned from bottling wines sourced from outside regions to wine merchants, and finally to cultivating their own grapes—mainly nebbiolo—on the limited land available. These are supplemented by grapes from growers belonging to the Associazione Produttori Agricoli Ossolani. Their cellar is situated in a 14th-century building in Oira di Crevoladossola, which also houses a charming B&B.

			The surprising Prünent captures the power and richness of Val d' Ossola. The Diecibrente '20 unveils an intricate aromatic panorama, ranging from pomegranate juice to black currant jam, raspberries, and licorice. On the palate, it's fresh, sapid, and refined. The Prünent ‘20, a sophisticated and intricate wine, emanates aromas of chinotto and tobacco, coming through harmonious and deep on the palate. We also appreciated the juicy and floral Tarlàp ‘21 with its sweet spices, and the delightful, fruity Munaloss ‘21.
