	For those who are skeptical about this market -- affiliate marketing -- we need to explain some truths.

	 

	In fact; the affiliate marketing business — at least in recent years — has gone through several changes and has had its ups and downs. The truth is that most of the old methods have become obsolete today, as they have been consumed by modern times. However, at its core, affiliate marketing has evolved. It is still alive and continues to evolve constantly; remaining significant in the market.

	 

	Before we proceed, let's analyze the most common questions so as not to ignore the fact that affiliate marketing is proven to be a beneficial business for both sides.

	 

	Pros of Affiliate Marketing

	 

	•       For the product creator — If you look at affiliate marketing from the product creator’s point of view; you will see that affiliate marketing is still a good business model. For example, a product creator does not need to pay any fees upfront for affiliates to promote and/or market their product. Furthermore, affiliates are paid according to their performance. Therefore, the product creator does not need to worry about financial losses, because if the affiliate does not sell his product, he does not need to pay anything. Because as already said; Affiliate marketing is all commission based. And, with little risk and almost no expense, affiliates are soon authorized to promote the product. From then on, affiliates will work very hard to make a lot of sales, and thus receive fat commissions from the product creator.

	•       For the customer — The customer will receive, through an affiliate, the product they are looking for. Remember that an affiliate will do their best to sell the product, so they will provide all the details of what they are selling for the customer's benefits. The most successful affiliates often write a product review on their own website so that it can be read by customers. Here, all functions, features and strengths of the products offered are covered in a more comprehensive way. Obviously, this makes it much easier for the customer to know what they are buying in advance, so they can decide more accurately whether the product is of interest to them or not.

	•       For the Affiliate — This is a business model that allows a person to earn extra income by doing something that any committed person can do. And if you do it well, the extra income can even increase, becoming a very profitable business. If the affiliate really takes the business seriously and is dedicated to making it grow, he or she may even learn to become a product creator. This depends on the individual, of course. In any case, in general there is the possibility of increasing your earnings even further — for example, by acting as an affiliate and at the same time creating your own products and recruiting affiliates to resell them.

	 

	Cons of Affiliate Marketing

	 

	•       For the product creator — It may happen that some affiliates — motivated solely by greed — use misleading advertisements to resell their product. In this case, someone with bad intentions could resell your product, offering something that they would not deliver, or even promising things that they will not fulfill. In any case, this is a type of situation that you cannot control, especially if you work with many affiliates. The product creator can even monitor the advertising of a few affiliates, but it turns out that it would be completely unfeasible, not to mention that it would require a huge expenditure of energy to monitor the routine of all affiliates. When a customer is not satisfied with the product that does not fulfill what is falsely promised by the affiliate, they end up requesting a refund — and having many refunds is something that really harms the business. But the damage caused by false advertising is much more harmful than refunding dissatisfied customers, as the supplier's credibility will be questioned, and its name will soon go into the mud.
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
