	Present Perfect: Expresses actions that happened in the past but have a connection to the present (e.g., They have visited Paris).

	Present Perfect Continuous: Shows actions that started in the past, continued until the present, and may continue into the future (e.g., We have been waiting for hours).

	Past Simple: Indicates actions that occurred and ended in the past (e.g., He walked to the park).

	Past Continuous: Describes ongoing actions that happened in the past (e.g., They were playing basketball when it started raining).

	Past Perfect: Expresses actions completed before a specific past time or event (e.g., She had already finished her homework when her friend arrived).

	Past Perfect Continuous: Shows actions that were ongoing in the past until a specified time or event (e.g., We had been studying all day before the power outage).

	Future Simple: Used to express actions that will happen in the future (e.g., I will call you tomorrow).

	Future Continuous: Describes actions that will be in progress at a specific future time (e.g., They will be traveling this time next week).

	Future Perfect: Indicates actions that will be completed before a specified future time (e.g., By next month, he will have finished the project).

	Future Perfect Continuous: Shows actions that will be ongoing until a specified future time (e.g., By the time they arrive, we will have been waiting for two hours).
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
