			The present historical moment displays a condensation of serious problems to which it has become urgent to provide a lasting and effective solution.


			These problems are of enormous entity and it’s the first time that humanity has been faced with them. Despite their coming upon us unexpectedly and despite their being the fruit of choices made by Man, these problems have yet to be properly confronted.


			Raising our heads above the cacophony of voices that assail us, we might observe the complex of dangers which the human race has brought about through capitalist methods of production and accumulation and which, we might see, is leading inexorably to its extinction. Through globalisation, in every part of the world, every individual is forced to undergo at least one of the devastating effects caused by the present economic system:

					unemployment


					pollution and the wasting of the environment


					collective poisoning due to the use made of chemicals


					the privatisation of water, food, education, health, etc.


					lack of access to knowledge


					an increase in Man’s exploitation of Man

			The whole of human society has come to a crossroads: either believe in the free market and let events unfold, staying in the present degenerative process till the bitter end, or else re-instate the meaning and values inherent in life, making epoch-changing decisions that will go to redefining the ground rules for a new model of living together. Limiting ourselves to just tinkering with the problem is no longer enough.


			For the past few years, everything has gone out of control: environmental management, economic questions, even the military and demographic. What has come about is the same as occurred in the past when empires expanded too much: they imploded.


			In a textbook manner, we are now being faced with “the invasion of the barbarians” (ISIS), arriving just on time and who are already in the door: it is the system itself that has created them and continues to nourish them. Socrates, around 2,500 years ago, held that excessive economic development was dangerous in that it would impose the need for perpetual expansion: expansion which is impossible now, after globalisation, without the destruction and subsequent reconstruction of vast areas of the world.


			Our times, beyond placing upon us the onus of an immediate solution to enormous, is also harbinger of a great new and positive element for humankind. For the first time in history, Man has at his disposal the instruments with which he can break down the totality of power without generating chaos. 


			These instruments are the means of communication, enough to act as vectors in every part of the world and in real time for questions and answers that will be game-changers for all existing rules.


			Let’s ask a few questions, to which each and everyone has the right to an answer:


			

					How are we to arrest the rising of global temperatures?


					Is it possible to solve the problems caused by the present system, without redistributing wealth?


					Is it possible to solve the problem of the environment without eliminating consumerism?


					How are we to achieve disarmament, the indispensable condition for eliminating war and to solve all the enviromental and demographic issues?


					How are we to solve the problem of unemployment in the world (1,800,000,000 unemployed plus the partially employed)?


					How are we to solve the problem of migration in the world (more than 500,000,000 people forced to migrate)?


					How are we to solve the problem of the exponential growth in population currently under way?


					Is the absence of planning in the use of non-renewable resources acceptable?


					Is the private ownership of non-renewable materials acceptable?


					How come the continent richest in raw materials is populated by the poorest people?


					What limits should be set to genetic research and to the current experimentation and its applications?


					What purpose does it serve to possess inordinate riches, greater than the needs of life?


					What future awaits us?


			


			Whoever has the answers to these questions should offer them to all, because they are among the most useful to the entire species, they constitute the very heart of politics. We must stop, think and choose. Our future depends on the decisions we are going to take; that is why we must ask ourselves what meaning we are going to give to our journey, as life and harmony on planet Earth will depend on our choices. 


			Let’s start with some brief considerations regarding the current political phase to put forward a thesis that foresees a possible way out of the existing situation.


			With a brief premise: the solution of the environmental problem, alone, requires the radical change of the rules in force starting from the elimination of consumerism (the first cause of environmental degradation), to the use of energy produced from renewable sources to replace carbon, etc. etc. up to demographic control.


			- The intensification of economic conflicts between China and Russia on one side and on the other the West dragged by the USA, is polarizing the world in two groups of nations with vital interests (energy supply and raw materials) opposed. These conflicts are evolving into military conflicts, already underway at low intensity for years.


			An accident or a serious provocation could happen at any moment and plunge the world into catastrophe.


			- The economic-technological evolution within a few years will lead China to have military supremacy over the USA; already Russia is equating the USA on the military level and being allied with China has prevented so far that the latter was directly attacked.


			For these reasons the choice of disarmament has never been so urgent and “possible” as now.


			- In the West power is not determined by a single elite: we see in the United States the fierce opposition between the Trump area and the Clinton area, we also see the strong American interference in European interests, a real conflict over trade with the obvious objective to divide a group of nations that, if united, would become an unsustainable competitor for the US economy. The conflict between North and South Europe is not enough for them, they fear the Franco-German axis because even this, if free to express itself, would cause great difficulties to the US economy already weakened by the long financial crisis. We also report the end of the free market since the US is trying to lay down the law by imposing their will on everyone. Threats to the now former allies. Weakness.


			Moreover, many nations of the world are undecided on how to position themselves with respect to the groups that have come to create.


			- Some other weaknesses of the current Western system must also be underlined: public debt and the printing of money represent the biggest robbery carried out by finance now also within the Western world. It is something gigantic that devastates the nations.


			But no one believes anymore in the story that “we have lived above our possibilities”, the awareness of those who are responsible for the new poverty that affects the ever-widening population is beginning to spread.


			- There is also a further element that highlights the criminal aspect of the System: it concerns the information technology available for over thirty years and able to make all the crimes of money laundering, mafia, tax evasion, tax avoidance, nondevelopment transparent and therefore prosecutable, tax havens, etc. These means are instead used to spy on our daily life and to censor the news that serve to understand reality. But many people are realizing it.


			- Another weakness of the System derives from the fact that Finance is no longer seductive, indeed, in the current phase, it is attacking the middle classes, which have always been the transmission belt of the consent between the “high” and “low” society. It has lost the consent. It no longer has authority, and is feared for the punishments it is able to inflict through debt and multinationals.
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
