Earth and space sciences address topics like geology, weather patterns, and the solar system. C21iestions come in multiple-choice, drag-and­ drop, and short-answer formats. 			Social Studies: This section features roughly 35 questions focused on U.S. history, world history, civics and government, economics, and geography. You’ll receive a prompt or source materials and must write a well-structured essay that analyzes, explains, or argues a particular viewpoint. This exercise tests your ability to organize your thoughts, present a logical argument, and support your position with evidence from the provided materials.

			In writing the extended response, start with a clear thesis statement that directly addresses the prompt. Structure your essay into an introduction, body paragraphs, and a conclusion. Each body paragraph should present a main idea supporting your thesis, backed up by relevant evidence or examples. Conclude by summarizing your argument and reinforcing your main points.
