Six Interesting Facts about Water Sports and Activities

1. Surfing Origins: Surfing, one of the oldest practised sports on the planet, has its roots in ancient Polynesian culture. Historians believe that surfing dates back to around 4,000 years ago, with early Polynesians using wooden boards to ride waves as a form of recreation, transportation, and spiritual practice. 2. Underwater Hockey: Underwater hockey, also known as Octopush, is a unique sport played at the bottom of a swimming pool. Players use short sticks to push a puck along the pool’s floor and into the opposing team’s goal. The sport originated in the United Kingdom in the 1950’s as a way for scuba divers to stay in shape during the winter months. (Source: Underwater Hockey Australia) 

3. Hydrofoiling Innovation: Hydrofoiling, a cutting-edge water sport, involves riding a specialised board equipped with a hydrofoil — a wing-like structure that extends below the board’s surface — across the water’s surface. Hydrofoils use lift generated by water flow to elevate the board and rider above the water’s surface, allowing for smooth, fast, and efficient gliding. (Source: Surfing Waves) 

4. Wakeboarding Evolution: Wakeboarding, a popular water sport that combines elements of water skiing, snowboarding, and surfing, was invented in the late 1980’s by Tony Finn, a Californian surfer. Finn developed the concept of using a single board with foot bindings to ride the wake behind a boat, revolutionising the world of water sports. (Source: Wakeboarding Magazine) 

5. Ice Swimming Challenges: Ice swimming, an extreme form of open water swimming practised in freezing temperatures, presents unique challenges and risks for participants. Despite the frigid conditions, dedicated ice swimmers around the world brave icy waters to test their endurance, mental toughness, and resilience. (Source: International Ice Swimming Association) 

6. Canoe Slalom Origins: Canoe slalom, an exhilarating white-water sport where paddlers navigate a series of gates suspended above a turbulent river course, made its Olympic debut at the 1972 Munich Games.
