	Caius Memmius (c. 140s BC – December 100 BC), commonly nicknamed Mordax, "Biting" was a Roman politician and orator. 

	Elected tribune of the plebs in 111 BC, he was instrumental in relaunching the Jugurthine War after Jugurtha’s surrender in 111 BC. During his tribunate, he accused the consul Lucius Calpurnius Bestia, the senator Marcus Aemilius Scaurus and other aristocrats of accepting bribes from King Jugurtha. He summoned Jugurtha to appear in Rome, and promised him safe conduct in order that he may be questioned, but when Jugurtha arrived, Memmius was prevented from questioning the king by his colleague Caius Baebius, whom Jugurtha bribed to impose his veto.
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
