  William Roger Clemens was born on August 4, 1962 in Dayton, Ohio. He is former Major League Baseball players who won seven Cy Young awards and had even more than 4,000 strikeouts in his profession. He pitched for four groups: the Boston Red Sox, Toronto Blue Jays, New York Yankees and Houston Astros.
