Thankfully, even if you are armed with only a few essential phrases, you can
easily slip them in to daily conversation. By learning basic pronunciation, vocabulary, and grammar, you can already
find yourself making new friends during your Italian sojourn or at the very least amusing the locals.

Italian Pronounciation
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As a consolation, Italian pronunciation is relatively easy to master. As a rule, each letter is spoken as it is written
in accordance with its assigned sound.
The stress for each word generally falls on the second to the last syllable. An example for this is the word
andiamowhere the stress falls on the syllable “ah”.
Conversely, the stress can also be placed on the third to the last or possibly the first syllable for certain words.
Additionally, an accent on a vowel can denote the placement of the word stress. As in the case of the word
caffe, which means coffee, the stress would be placed on the syllable “feh”.

Pronouncing Vowel

The vowel “a” 1s always pronounced as a long letter a sound. It is pronounced in the same way that you would
pronounce the letter “a” in the word man or mama.

The vowel “e” can be pronounced in two ways. Depending on the specific word, it can be pronounced as “eh” as
in the word bell. Otherwise, it can be pronounced similar to the vowel “a” as in the word gate.
