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  Family




  Angelina Jolie was born in Los Angeles on June 4, 1975, as Angelina Jolie Voight from her actor parents Jon Voight (winner of an Oscar) and Marcheline Bertrand. Her debut on the small screen took place in childhood, with her father Jon Voight in 1982, but her acting career did not start until ten years later. The movie was entitled Looking to get out and, even if it remained in the fog of world cinematography, or at least American, it have determined her parents to take seriously into consideration their daughter's acting potential.




  Her grandparents were French-Canadian and her paternal grandfather was from Czechoslovakia. So she is Czech and English from her father's side and French-Canadian from her mother's side. Her parents were separated in 1976, and the two brothers (Angelina and James) were raised by their mother, who moved to New York. Angelina turned away from her father, especially because of his infidelity that caused the family breakup, though a reconciliation was attempted in the appearance of the father and daughter in Lara Croft: Tomb Rider. In 2004, Angelina Jolie stated that it no longer interested in a relationship with her father, but she was not hating him because she realized that "... we have so much energy in this life". Shortly after, she said she had serious emotional problems after dropping Voight as last name and taking "Angelina Jolie" as her new legal name.




  Schools




  When Angie turned 11, the family moved back to Los Angeles and Jolie decided to attend the acting school Lee Strasberg Theatre Institute, one of the most prestigious schools in this area. Her concerns during this period were ranging, Angelina staging numerous productions for studying forensic science, the undertaker career undertaker being at that time quite tempting. "If I think so much about death, it is because I love so much to live. There is something comforting about being conscious that you will eventually going to die.It makes you appreciate life more ", says Angelina.




  At age 14, Angelina Jolie dropped out of school. She was wearing black second-hand clothes and wasn’t adapting at all to the lifestyle of Los Angeles. The children laughed at her because she was too thin and she was wearing glasses and braces. The future star began collecting knives and cut herself, to feel a certain therapeutic release, as the actress said. Angelina Jolie has been estranged from her father for many years, and the separation worsened after he told the press that his daughter was having serious mental problems.




  Marriages and children




  In 1995 she married Johnny Lee Miller. This relationship lasted only 19 months. In 2000 she married for the second time, this time with actor Billy Bob Thornton, her partner from Pushing Tin, with whom he had a very fiery relationship, which they never hesitate to display in public. The marriage with Billy Bob Thornton was the most publicized, given that the two were not hiding from the public their escapades and their bizarre ways to show love to each other. As long as it lasted, their full of sexuality marriage was tabloid’s favorite subject: each partner of this eccentric couple was wearing at his neck a vial of blood from her/his husband / wife and the lovers were publicly manifesting their affection. In 2002, after they have adopted a Cambodian boy giving him the name Maddox Chivan Thornton Jolie, the two came to misunderstandings and end their marriage with a divorce.
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
