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Introduction


What do you think a writer should do to be successful? The answer is very simple. This is it. How, Where, What and When. You don’t believe me, do you? How are you going to carry out the experiment I want you to do? Where are you going to do this experiment? What is it and when are you going to do that experiment? Whether you are sitting all alone by yourself, with your best friend or in a classroom with your teacher, these questions trace the outlines of the literary journey, a journey as vast and wondrous as the universe, a journey as familiar and as difficult as the pattern of your life. Now do you believe me?
 Bonjour to everyone! This is your Creative Writing Workshop. If you are looking for something fun and exciting, you have come to the right place. Here is where you will learn the basic skills to get you started in your life as a writer. Okay, now I am going to tell you a secret. Every one of us, myself included, is an aspiring writer. When you were young, you would have written letters to your family or friends, right? Or when you went on holidays, you would have written in your travel diary. What about or e-mail accounts? Telephone SMS messages? These are all boxes for writers and they help provoke the writer in each of us.
 1.1. Overview
 You must be ready to improve your creative side while, at the same time, keeping your strict evaluation inclinations at bay. This is not an academic writing programme, but a creative one. One of the biggest excuses in life not to write is lack of time. Setting aside time to regularly tap into the creative side of your brain is the only way you are going to be able to effectively push through your writer's block and actually write. It's also one of the only things you can do to force your brain into the writing zone. Once you are tapping away at the keys of your laptop, the words will flow. This course is specifically designed to force you into the writing zone.
 During the intensive 4-day programme, you will learn to write each morning, then get feedback afterwards. This is a practical, writing-intensive course, designed to get your creative ideas onto the written page. In the afternoon, listen to writers who have succeeded in getting their work published as they take you through their writing experience, give you tips and answer your burning questions. Last year one participant went home and won a writing competition! Set your imagination free while writing about a topic that concerns us all - water. Last year's participants were between the ages of 20 and 68, making for interesting debates and presentations. You also need to be available to attend the evening programme every day.
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Importance of Creative Writing


At this conference, I hope, the paper that I am presenting today on the importance of creative writing will awaken the authorities of the schools and colleges. I request them to give every encouragement to creative writing, which is the basis for the development of a country. This conference on creative writing will help to awaken their dormant consciousness. Those who are attending this conference should go to the Department of Education and prevail upon the professors to give every encouragement to the subject. I appeal and request the authorities of the Board of the University to give 25 marks for poetry. This is to have some standard for creative writing. Unless the conjurations of the developers are not in harmony with the artists, literature, the result in human life will become lower and worse. I appeal to the Press to help us raise the subjects to a high pedestal because it has its influence on the nations. I also appeal to the poets and writers who are now at the mercy of others to improve themselves, spend some time to improve their art so that the literature will be at a high standard. I hope that the present conference will be a grand success.
 Creative writing is becoming extinct in schools and colleges of our cities. No one seems to show any interest in it. The teachers, as well as the taught, seem to be more taken up with material things. The present-day education does not encourage a child to write verses or imaginative pieces. The bright students are encouraged to write their term papers in prose in such a manner that the teacher may award them good marks. All the Head Masters of schools and colleges and the Vice Chancellors of universities think that Latin and Science subjects are more beneficial than the study of poetry and literature.
 2.1. Benefits
 Participants learn about the six rights of writing—the habits of the mind that can lead writers in any direction they want—and did free writing exercises that asked them to imagine their senses in a different part of the body. Veterans also bring a lot to the table, Dietz said, referring to clinical psychiatric work she's done for 22 years. "One defining factor of many recipients of care in the mental health service is conflict with the body, conflict with one's own mind, with one's life's experiences," she said. "This creative writing opportunity provides veterans with the chance to process substantial life experiences." Participants complete their drafts by the end of the session and have the unique opportunity to finish a piece based on feedback from a McDaniel College president. That is important, Dietz said, because most veterans "will assume the negative space."
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
