  CHAPTER ONE 


_How the River based the City_

 Such became the Thames while the primary “Londoners” shaped their tiny agreement. From the mouth of the River inland for lots miles stretched enormous, impassable marshes; however at one spot—in which now stands St.

 

Paul’s Cathedral—there has been a organization gravel financial institution and a touch hill (or instead  little hills with a movement among), which stood out from the surrounding wastes. In the front of this small eminence stretched a extremely good lagoon shaped through the over-flowing of the River at excessive tide. This blanketed the floor on that have considering been constructed  Southwark and Lambeth, and stretched southwards as a long way because the heights of Sydenham. West of the little hill, jogging down a deep ravine, in which now's the road referred to as Farringdon Street, became a tributary river, afterwards called the Fleet; and past that but any other extremely good marshland stretched away over Westminster, Belgravia, Chelsea, and Fulham. To the north became the pathless wooded area.

 

 This then appealed to the intelligence of some Ancient Britons as an excellent spot for a agreement, and so sprang into life _Llyndin_, the lake-citadel.

 

 But that, of direction, did now no longer make LONDON, did now no longer improve London to the placement of pre-eminence which it progressively attained, and which it has held nearly with out contest via such a lot of centuries.

 

 Between the time of the formation of this little series of huts with its mild shielding stockade and the approaching of the Romans a good deal occurred. The Ancient Britons found out to make roads—primitive ones, of direction—and in all opportunity they found out to make embankments to the River. Their finest exchange evidently became with Gaul—France, that is—and additionally, similarly evidently, almost all such exchange needed to come via the only maximum appropriate manner, the spot which has constantly, via all of the ages, been the gateway into England—Dover. In the times while sea-going craft had now no longer reached a excessive degree of perfection it became vital to pick the shortest passage throughout the channel, and, aleven though absolute confidence different ports have been used, surely the majority of the products got here throughout the slim Straits.  This crossing—in all opportunity a ferry—laid the muse-stone of the prosperity of London city, and the constructing of the primary bridge cemented that basis.

 

 Why? Simply due to the fact this kind of bridge, further to being a passage _across_ the River, have become a barrier to any passage up and down the movement. Bridge-constructing became now no longer at a completely superior degree, and, of necessity, the arches have been small and slim. This efficaciously stopped visitors passing up from the seaward facet. On the opposite hand, the small arches intended a completely extremely good present day, and this, with any huge tide, rendered the “shooting” of the bridge through smaller boats an exceedingly risky affair: for this reason visitors from the landward facet got here to a standstill on the bridge.

 

 This intended that ships, bringing items up the River from the ocean, need to forestall on the bridge and discharge their cargoes: additionally that items, coming from inland to visit overseas elements, need to of necessity be transhipped at London. It became inevitable, consequently, that after the bridge became in function a business centre need to get up at the spot, and nearly sure that during time a extremely good port could develop into being. CHAPTER TWO  


_How the City grew_ (_Roman Days_)

 

Who constructed the primary bridge? We can not say for sure; however it in all fairness secure for us to anticipate that the Romans quickly after their arrival in Llyndin got to work to make a robust timber navy bridge to hyperlink up the city with the vital street from Dover. Along the banks of the River have been constructed quays and river partitions; and exchange elevated through leaps and bounds.

But possibly the maximum thrilling of all of the Roman stays are the 2 or 3 fragments of the extremely good wall, which became now no longer constructed until someplace among the years 350 and 365 A.D. At this time the Romans have been in career for numerous hundred years, and the metropolis had unfold pretty a distance past the antique fortress partitions. The new wall became a exquisite one, twenty ft excessive and approximately twelve ft thick, stretching for pretty much 3 miles. It ran alongside the river the front from the Fleet River to the nook in which the Tower stands, inland to Bishopsgate and Aldersgate, then throughout to Newgate, in which it grew to become south once more, and got here to the River now no longer a long way from Blackfriars.
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
