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Abbey Strand




    This is a short street lying immediately outside the Palace of Holyroodhouse. It is the very last section of the Royal Mile.

    On the old Abbey Courthouse Wall is a fine restored panel bearing the arms of Scotland

    Arthur’s Seat




    Arthur's Seat is the main peak on a group of hills. It is situated in the centre of the city about a mile to the east of Edinburgh Castle. Many claim that its name is derived from the myriad legends pertaining to King Arthur.




    Arthur’s Seat provides an excellent panoramic view of the city and it is relatively easy to climb. It is popular for hill walking.




    Biddy Mulligans Pub




    This is a very popular Irish themed pub with regular live music.




    Bobby's Bar




    Greyfriars Bobby's Bar lies at the south end of Candlemaker Row. Bobby or Greyfrairs Bobby is named for the dog that made a home for himself in the kirkyard. There are variations on this story.




    Inside the pub you will find a series of sections stepping down the hill formed by Candlemaker Row. At the upper end is the bar and as you move down the pub you pass through a number of seating areas.




    Brass Rubbing Centre




    Visitors to The Brass Rubbing Centre can take part in art activities while enjoying the historic surroundings of Trinity Apse.




    The Brass Rubbing Centre is based at Trinity Apse, Chalmers Close in the Royal Mile.




    Caledonian Brewery




    This is a Scottish brewery founded in 1869 in Edinburgh. It is the only survivor of over 40 breweries that operated in Edinburgh during the 19th century.




    Caledonian Breweries doesn't offer a daily regular tour but tours are available by arrangement.




    Calton Hill




    Calton Hill is a hill in central Edinburgh and is a very popular photographic spot for people taking photographs of Edinburgh.

    Until 1856 the Canongate was the name of the surrounding burgh. It was separate from Edinburgh. Nowadays it is the name of the street. The Royal Mile continues on Canongate.

    Canongate Kirk is built in the Old Town. It is the parish church of Edinburgh Castle.




    The wedding of Zara Phillips, the Queen's granddaughter, took place at the Canongate Kirk on 30 July 2011.




    Castle Rock




    Edinburgh Castle is built atop the extinct volcanic Castle Rock. It is estimated to have risen some 350 million years ago. The summit of the Castle Rock is 130 metres.




    Human habitation of the site is dated back as far as the 9th century BC. As one of the most important fortresses in the Kingdom of Scotland, Edinburgh Castle was involved in many historical conflicts.




    
Charlotte Square




    Charlotte Square is a square in the New Town. It has been designated a UNESCO World Heritage Site.




    The square is located at the west end of George Street and mirrors St Andrew Square in the east end.




    
City Of The Dead Tours




    There are several companies operating tours in the underground South Bridge Vaults in Edinburgh. These South Bridge Vaults are known as Damnation Alley.




    Edinburgh has a legendary underground city that is now open to tourists.




    There are also nightly Graveyard and Ghost tours….. all very grizzly BUT very popular. Edinburgh has a history of grave robbers and corpse stealing…..




    
Craigmillar Castle




    Craigmillar Castle is a ruined medieval castle and is one of the best-preserved medieval castles in Scotland.




    It is best known for its association with Mary Queen of Scots.




    
Cramond Village




    Cramond is a seaside village that is now part of suburban Edinburgh. The Cramond area has a long history, with evidence of Mesolithic, Bronze Age and Roman activity.




    Deacon Brodie's Tavern




    This tavern is in the Royal Mile, close to Edinburgh Castle. The tavern is named after Deacon Brodie.




    Deacon Brodie lived from 1741 to 1788 and was a respected cabinet-maker and a member of the Town Council BUT Brodie lived a double life that included mistresses and gambling and he supported the lifestyle through a secret life of crime.
