	Can Earth be considered a prison-planet? I do not know how to answer with certainty such an agonizing question that is often posed to me by readers of my essays and by those who follow my conferences and online broadcasts. I do not know how to answer with certainty because, as a historian, I am accustomed to always seeking evidence and verification, both material and documentary, for what I state. However, I must say that, even if I do not possess irrefutable proof, the clues in this regard certainly exist, there are truly many - even too many - and they cannot be ignored.

	Let's start with a very simple premise: the history of human civilization on this planet of ours goes back much further in time than what we are taught in schools and universities. Everywhere, in fact, from the Americas to Egypt, from Italy to the sands of the Sahara, from the Balkans to Russia, up to China, India, and Antarctica, the traces and vestiges of previous cycles of civilization powerfully emerge. Traces and vestiges only seemingly silent, but which in reality tell us about distant times, incredibly remote eras in which, most likely, men lived side by side with the Gods. Great and evolved civilizations wiped out by terrible cataclysms and cometary impacts that have repeatedly cast our world back into prehistory. Traces and vestiges which, as in the case of the Ica stones or the Castenedolo skeletons, even speak to us of other humanities, even different from Homo Sapiens.
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
