INTRODUCTION 


I  want  to  thank  and  congratulate  you  for  downloading  this book, “Cricut for Beginners – Vol. 3”.

As you have already learned, the Cricut is responsible for the printing of styles that will be used for your scrapbook.  When the concept of making a scrapbook remains in its early stages, we expect the theme for it. Let's take the instance of a wedding.

The  kind  of  design  that  you  should  come  up  with  must  be something that  recreates  the  atmosphere  of  the  wedding  and let  the  viewer  travel  back  in  time  and  relive  what  transpired during that event.

The  Cricut,alongside  a  computer  and  software  tool  called  the Cricut  design  studio,  can  assist  you  in  achieving  that.

Additionally, you can also edit designs that you think would fit your scrapbook needs and so much more.

In this third volume of the Cricut for Beginners series, we will discuss  top  tips  and  tricks  and  other  details  you  need  to understand about the Cricut machine.

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THE DESIGN SPACE APPLICATION 

The Cricut Design Space Application is one that is run entirely from  your  browser.  This  means  that  you  will  need  an  active internet connection so as to use it but downloading that plugin will allow you to leap in and out of the Cricut Design Space as you please from your device. This plugin will allow you to log in from your computer, and your login information will allow you  to  download  the  plugin  on  any  device  you  select  so  that you can move from computer to computer with ease!

Upon  your  first  login  to  the  Cricut  Design  Space,  you  will  be prompted  to  tell  the  program  the  type  of  Cricutmachine  that you’d  wish  to  install.  This  may  tell  the  program  what  type  of machine it will be communicating with so it can make sure that it's properly laying out all of your cuts, lines, and scores. Once you have completed this step and your computer has properly identified your device, you can click the “New Project” button 

that  is  situated  in  the  upper  right-hand  corner.  This  is  often where you will be prompted to download the installer for the Cricut Design Space plugin that will allow your computer and Cricut Design Space to attach with each other.

Opening  the  Cricut  Design  Space  Plugin  Installer  for  the  first time will prompt you to link your device to the Cricut machine that you have selected. Establishing this connection will allow your  computer  to  communicate  seamlessly  with  your  Cricut machine.  Once  the  connection  is  established  between  your computer and your machine, you will be able to create projects whenever  you’d  like  without  having  to  reestablish  that connection. This means that you can import images from other sources, images that you have created by yourself, or you can use any of the various images that Cricut offers either for free through  Cricut  Design  Space  or  through  their  paid  Access subscription.

The first thing you ought to know about Cricut Access is that it is  not  required  that  you  have  this  subscription  to  use  Cricut Design  Space.  You  can  make  use  of  Cricut  Design  Space  and each  feature  that  it  has  to  give  without  fear  of  being  stuck behind a paywall.

The  benefits  that  a  crafter  gets  from  signing  up  for  a  Cricut Access  membership  will  vary  depending  on  the  subscription tier  that  you  have  chosen.  At  this  point,  there  are  three subscription tiers available through the Cricut Access program.

These member perks can make all the difference for the crafter that's avidly creating many projects in a short period of time.

Again,  these  subscriptions  are  in  no  way  compulsory  for crafters who wish to make use of the Cricut Design Space or its user-friendly interface, but these substantial benefits are what you  can  expect  from  the  membership,  should  you  choose  to sign up!

Your First Design 

The first thing that will be presented to you when you launch Cricut Design Space for the first time is a quick tutorial on how to insert a shape into the Cricut Design Space, also on how to fill that inserted shape with a colored pattern. You may want to offer that process a couple of trial runs until you are perfectly conversant in all the steps and various assets and options. You will  be  able  to  introduce  a  shape  into  Cricut  Design  Space, change  its  Linetype,  and  alter  what  space  is  crammed  with.

Once you have mastered that, you can have quite the head start on deciding the way to do more projects in the Cricut Design Space.

wonderful resource with a huge number of educational videos for various projects you can make, troubleshooting you can do with your Cricut machine, then far more that will be useful to the Cricut crafter on the rise!

Now  that  you  have  gotten  a  bit  of  an  introduction  to  the fundamentals  of  Cricut  Design  Space  let’s  run  through  a  fast project to get you conversant in the whole process.

Initially,  you  will  need  to  select  the  “Text”  option.  In  the  text box  that  appears,  you  are  going  to  type  the  phrase  “Good Vibes”  and  pick  a  font  that’s  available  in  the  Cricut  Design Space that you like for this project. Please keep in mind that a number  of  the  fonts  that  are  available  in  Cricut  Design  Space come with a price. If you are looking to find only fonts that are free,  you  can  choose  the  “System  Fonts,”  which  limits  you  to only the fonts that are already installed on your computer. The positive  thing  here  is  that  you  can  find  fonts  from  other sources and use them to fit your specific needs.

Once  you  have  chosen  a  font  that  is  right  for  you  and  your project,  make  sure  that  the  “Linetype”  is  about  to  “cut.”  Once you  have  checked  this  and  made  sure  that  the  settings  are appropriate,  you  can  then  click  “Make  it”  in  the  upper  right-hand corner of your screen and follow the prompts that come in  front  of  the  screen.  If  the  design  seems  like  it  is  properly placed on the screen that pops up following this step, then you can continue to the subsequent steps.

You will notice that, at the top of the screen, there are helpful little measurements. Using those measurements, you can cut a bit  of  self-adhesive  vinyl  that  is  sized  appropriately  to accommodate  the  design  you  have  created.  Using  your  light blue or light grip Cricut Maker mat, you can set up your vinyl 

so it lines up with the design on your screen. Your designs are going  to  be  cut  directly  from  the  piece  you  are  layering  onto the mat. If you want to make adjustments to your design, now's the right time to do so!

Once your vinyl is where you want it to be, and your design has been  adjusted  to  your  specification,  you  can  use  the scraper/burnishing  tool  to  smooth  your  vinyl  down  onto  the gripped surface of your mat. Using the back of the tool will help it  to  glide  more  smoothly  without  leaving  any  scratches  on your  vinyl.  You  will  need  to  smooth  it  down  from  the  center, working outward toward the sides. Make sure that your piece is  lying  completely  flat  which  no  folds,  bubbles,  or imperfections  made  along  the  way.  This  may  offer  you  the sharpest, cleanest, crispest cuts possible.
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
