The gospel of Luke gives an account of how a virgin, in a small town in Israel, played host to a Heavenly messenger.

	 

	From the discussions that ensued, she was informed that she would soon be a mother to HE, who was to take over David's throne.

	 

	That news in itself, was a big deal!

	 

	In those days, it was great honour and privilege to be associated with King David.

	The prestige of being an offshoot of Israel's most adored King, was something revered. 

	 

	Recall Bartimaeus, the blind man who sat by the road to Jericho.

	In his attempt to entreat Jesus' mercy, screamed out for help to the Son of God who was passing by.

	And to ensure that he got the help he so dearly wanted; in his screams, he caressed Jesus' ego by adding the phrase "Son of David".

	 

	 

	As it is written:

	 

	"And when he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out, and say, Jesus, thou Son of David, have mercy on me.

	And many charged him that he should hold his peace: but he cried the more a great deal, Thou Son of David, have mercy on me."

	Bartimaeus - though was blind, was still very wise.

	The additional salutation he included to his cry for help, probably gave him the audience he required with the Saviour. 
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
