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Understanding the basics: Hand rankings
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Here's a breakdown of the hierarchy of poker hands, ranked from the lowest to the highest:

High Card: When no players have a poker hand, the highest card determines the winner. If two players have the same highest card, the next highest cards are compared until a winner is determined.

One Pair: Two cards of the same rank along with three unrelated cards. If multiple players have a pair, the highest pair wins. If two players have the same pair, the highest kicker (unpaired card) determines the winner.

Two Pair: Two sets of pairs along with one unrelated card. The player with the highest pair wins. If two players have the same highest pair, the second pair determines the winner. If both pairs are identical, the kicker decides.

Three of a Kind (Set or Trips): Three cards of the same rank with two unrelated cards. The highest-ranking three cards win. If multiple players have three of a kind, the highest set prevails.

Straight: Five consecutive cards of any suit. The highest straight is the one that contains the highest top card. An Ace can be either high (A-K-Q-J-10) or low (5-4-3-2-A) in a straight.
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
