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    Conor Grennan is the son of the Irish poet Eamon Grennan, who won the PEN Award for Poetry in Translation in 1988 and whose work often appeared in The New Yorker. Conor Grennan grew up in a house where Billy Collins and Seamus Heaney would often visit. These excellent and fascinating people were his father’s friends and thus he was introduced to writing and literature from a very early age.




    Conor Grennan, being a philanthropist, is the author of Little Princes: One Man’s Promise to Bring Home the Lost Children of Nepal. His debut work is very inspiring and it sheds light on the sullen and devastating world of child-trafficking in Nepal. It is an epic memoir that narrates the writer’s remarkable experiences when he volunteered at an orphanage in Nepal.




    Prior to writing a book, Grennan began his career as a Deputy Director for the Security and Governance Programme at the EastWest Institute in its premises in Prague and at its headquarters in Brussels. (1) He worked there for eight years. During his employment in EWI, he handled many important projects, including programs for peace and reconciliation in the Balkans, anti-trafficking policies for the European Union and Yugoslavia and projects dealing with community development in Central Eastern Europe.     In 2004, Conor Grennan decided to leave EWI and made plans to travel the world. At this point, we have to mention that Grennan’s life has since been divided into two eras—the time before his Nepal experience and the years after he visited Nepal. Nepal was a cataclysmic experience for him that truly affected him and changed his point of view. The life-changing experiences that he had when he volunteered at an orphanage in Nepal would serve as the pivotal points of his life, leading him to write Little Princes and found his own organization, Next Generation Nepal.
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
