Chapter - 1

	• Be Aware of a Dog's Basic Needs

	By the way, grooming begins with the training of the dog: the priority should be to house-train the dog and to train him to be obedient. Dogs love training and education! And a badly behaved dog is not only a burden to you and others but also to yourself. To keep your four-legged friend healthy, you should attach great importance to being with other people and dogs. Loneliness can harm your pet's mental equilibrium - just like humans, dogs love company! You should take your dog for a walk regularly. With these simple rules, you lay the foundations for a long, happy, and healthy dog's life.

	• Weed Killers and Fertilizers

	What is good for our lawns and plants is not suitable for dogs. If dogs ingest mineral fertilizers and pesticides in large quantities, this can be fatal in the worst case. Therefore, fertilizers and weed killers must be kept inaccessible to dogs and dogs should not step on fertilized lawns for a certain period. If they show symptoms of poisoning, such as vomiting, severe bloody diarrhea, or cramps, dog owners should consult a veterinarian immediately.

	• Avoid Carrying It Constantly

	Attempt to oppose this allurement, since its body is extremely sensitive. If you do, first place one hand on his back and one under his chest, lift it with both hands and keep it close to your body so that she feels secure.

	• Be Loyal and Patient

	Make sure you have reasonable expectations for your dog and always remember that the vast majority of behavior problems in dogs can be solved. Not all problems are behavioral; many can be indicators of a health problem. For example, a dog that growls when you touch its ears may be an indicator that it may have an ear infection.

	One of the best things you can do for your dog is to train him. Teach him to relieve himself in the right places, and to socialize with other people and animals. It is very important to do it while it is a puppy, and it is lifelong learning. If you are educated, it will be easier to walk with him, take him to the park, to the veterinarian, or even on a means of transport.

	• Be More Careful With Parasites

	Since an older dog moves more slowly, it is easier for a tick to jump on him and start feeding. If the tick is a carrier of Lyme disease, it can lead to health complications. You should also do regular checkups for ear mites, which can be very uncomfortable.

	• Behave Civilly

	Having a dog is a responsibility: Having a dog means always carrying the bag with you, and picking up the poop. Having a dog means carrying a bottle of water with you, to clean up where he pees. Having a dog means taking it in the car with its special belts, Keeping it tied up when you go around, and keeping it close to you when you are in a club or public place. 

	Not everyone loves dogs and we cannot expect people to love being licked, or touched by a dog, love dogs that jump on them even 'just to play' or scrub their croissants off the table. Children may be afraid of it: we avoid touching our dog in the street, even if until now our dog has always been good. We protect strangers, but we also protect our dog from those who want to caress, handle or cuddle him without knowing him.

	• Beware of Insect Bites

	When more insects are out in the spring again, dog owners should not take their eyes off their dog outside if it snaps at insects. 

	Since insect bites in the throat can lead to life-threatening swelling of the airways, dog owners should prevent their dogs from catching insects right from the start. Should a dog be stung, the sting should be cooled with a cloth with pleasantly cool water. If the animal concerned suffers from shortness of breath or if the sting swells very much, a veterinarian must be consulted immediately.

	• Beware of Poisonous Plants

	Many people have early bloomers such as daffodils, lilies of the valley, and tulips in their gardens without realizing that they can be poisonous to animals. Hyacinths, rhododendrons, ivy, delphiniums, and oleanders are also poisonous plants for animals. If dogs show symptoms of plant poisoning, such as abdominal cramps, irritation of the mucous membranes, vomiting, nausea, diarrhea, high breathing rates, and excessive salivation, dog owners should consult a veterinarian immediately.

	• Grooming to be Done Regularly

	During the molting period (spring and autumn), it is advisable to brush the dog several times a week with a comb for short hairs (two weekly brushings) or a curry comb for medium-long or long hairs (one brushing every two days). Outside of these periods, brushing every fortnight is sufficient. Regarding the bath, it is best to give it after brushing. Shampoo (suitable for dog pH) every two months is sufficient (unless the dog is dirty or has bathed in seawater).

	• Care for Paws and Cut Claws

	Rough, cracked paw skin can become a painful problem for dogs. That is why you should take good care of your paws, especially in the cold season. Playing in the snow is a great experience for many dogs, but not running on salty paths. The dog owner can clear their property with a special dog-suitable de-icing salt; however, contact with aggressive road salt can hardly be avoided on public sidewalks and streets. That is why you should adapt the walk around and switch to unsalted paths. Should it come into contact with salt, the paws must be washed off afterward and treated with a care product, otherwise, the skin will tear, and calluses and cracks will form, which cause pain. Even in summer, paw care must be taken seriously - about broken splinters, and stones, but also cracks and cuts. Please check the claws again and again for length and integrity. You can hear it on a tiled floor, for example, if the dog has claws that are too long - or you notice from constant chewing on its paws that something is bothering it. Then at the latest, there is a need for action.

	• Care of Long Hair

	Single-layer long hair fur should be brushed and combed several times a week. Multi-layered long-hair fur with a thick undercoat is more maintenance-intensive and has to be worked on almost daily with a brush and comb. This is especially true for critical areas such as the head, snout, armpits, and paws. There the hair becomes matted particularly quickly. For dense undercoats, there are special undercoat brushes available from specialist shops. If that is not enough, you can use a clipper to free your dog from the stubborn undercoat. Smaller tangles, on the other hand, are best loosened with your fingers. If that doesn't work, de-felting rakes or rounded scissors can help.

	• Care of Short Hair

	The fur of short-haired dogs also needs grooming, even if it is less prone to matting. How extensive grooming should ideally depend on the density of the hair and the amount of fur the dog has lost. For some breeds, weekly brushing is sufficient. For rough-haired dog breeds with a thick undercoat, grooming is a bit more time-consuming. For example, they need help changing their coat. Unlike shearing, trimming removes dead hair along with the hair roots. However, it is advisable to leave the work with the trimming knife to an expert.

	• Clean the Pee Properly

	During isolation, another behavior that the dog can develop is peeing in inappropriate places, especially the dogs that usually make their needs during walks in the neighborhood. The way is to take a deep breath, stay calm and clean up as soon as possible. More than that, it takes an effort to eliminate the smell. In case the pee was recently done on the carpet, the tutor can cover the stain with paper towels so that the urine is absorbed. Then, you need to wash the area with cold water. Finally, just apply baking soda on the spot and after a while, use the vacuum cleaner.

	• Clean, Dry, Dandruff-Free Fur

	The necessary intensity of grooming depends on the length and texture of the coat. a dog with long, silky fur requires more intensive grooming than a dog with wiry short hair. Regular combing and brushing removes dirt and dead hair from the dog's fur and prevents unwanted parasites from nesting. When brushing, you should make sure that your dog's fur is clean, dry, and free of dandruff - because this is what it should look like on a healthy dog! Once a week for short-haired breed’s short-haired dogs should be brushed thoroughly once a week. The best way to do this is to use a brush with plastic bristles, as wire brushes can damage sensitive dog skin. In times of coat change in autumn and spring, you can brush several times a week!

	• Control Your Dog's Weight

	As your canine gets more seasoned it will turn out to be less dynamic. If you continue to feed him the same amount of food and he is not as active, he runs the risk of becoming overweight. Overweight dogs are at increased risk of developing diabetes, heart disease, cancer, and skin conditions. It is a good idea to discuss daily nutritional needs with your veterinarian to ensure that you are giving him enough food, but not too much. Also, you will have to offer him an appropriate diet for his age by giving him specific food for senior dogs.

	 


Chapter - 2

	• Correct Health Care

	When adopting a pet, you should have control over visits to the specialist. On account of pups, they are vulnerable to any infectious malady, so it is prudent to make an early visit to the veterinarian. The first vaccines will be administered already at 6-8 weeks of life. For complete protection, you will need to return to the veterinarian to have him administer several injections.

	• Comfortable Place to Sleep

	A soft basket and a thick blanket give your dog a lot of warmth in winter. However, if your dog sleeps in a particularly drafty or cool corner of the house, it might be a good idea to get a self-warming blanket that retains your dog's body heat - or a pillow with a removable heating element that can be heated in the microwave. Don't forget your dog's safety, your dog must always be able to get out of the basket easily when he wants to. Contact your veterinarian or pet shop if you have any questions about suitable heated or self-heating blankets.

	• Dog Care in Summer

	Clean hydration: although this seems to go without saying, it is important to keep our dog's water clean daily. The heat is a perfect aid for bacteria and this unfriendly to proliferate in the bowls. Thus, in addition to never running out of water, it should be of quality at all times. Moderate exercise: if we go out of the house, especially in the field, it is more than likely that our dog wants to accompany us in the activity. However, we must be aware that its temperature regulation system is not like ours and, if we want to include it in our plans, we will always have to avoid the activity being in the hottest hours. And one piece of advice: always carry a portable drinking fountain with us to be able to dispense water.

	• Dog Adaptation

	When you receive a new puppy in your home, prepare a warm and comfortable place, which can be a box or a bed. If you can, place objects with the smell of the place where he was previously, such as a washcloth, so that he does not find the place very strange. and if it is a puppy, put a watch wrapped in a cloth, because the ticking will imitate his mother's heart, leaving him calmer. a bottle of warm water (warm, not hot!) Wrapped in a towel also helps.

	• Don't Leave It Alone

	Never disregard your canine, anyplace, considerably less in a vehicle during the focal hours of the day. If you have no choice and you have to leave it alone at home, make sure it is not too long. They exist, if you can't leave them in the company of another person, think about the options you have. This is always an alternative!

	• Ear Care

	Floppy or heavily hairy ears require cleaning every 8-10 days. For others, monthly cleaning is sufficient. It is not recommended to provide this treatment just before walk-in cold weather, because, like humans, animals can be prone to ear infections. The technique: instill a few drops of canine ear cleanser (available from dog veterinarians or pharmacies), gently massaging the outside of the ear with your fingers (excess product should be wiped off with a compress).

	• Educate Your Dog

	The education of the pet should include meal times, outings, spaces where it can sleep, elements with which it can play, the place to relieve itself, etc. Learning all these things guarantees a good adaptation of the dog to the home. Knowing the right time to eat, go for a walk, objects to play and a place to sleep or relieve yourself will be vital for your dog to learn to live together.

	• Enjoy It to the Fullest

	Pets have a shorter life than humans, therefore, take advantage of every moment to pamper them, and enjoy their affection and company.

	• Establish a House Cleaning Routine

	Dogs shed, at least most of them. They get dirty, because they cannot wear slippers in the house, and therefore, entering and exiting the door, they will bring some dust or dirt into the house. We have not become clean freaks, but we have to vacuum more often than before, because strawberry sheds so much hair, and we would risk finding them everywhere. Again, it is better to reorganize your house cleaning schedule, so as not to weigh everything on one person. Let's choose a vacuum cleaner suitable for collecting animal hair, light and cordless, and get used to passing it a little more often.

	• Establish a Time for Your Furry Walk

	The process of evacuating your pet's needs must be regulated by a specific schedule from the beginning. If in his puppy stage, you accustom him to establish walking times, you will be offering him a quality of life and the possibility of the excellent stomach and digestive health. Their feeding schedule and walks must have discipline and perseverance, so you will not have to go through embarrassing days of cleaning stools at home, and your friend will be happier and healthier.

	• Extra Coat

	Some animals will need an extra layer of warmth that their fur does not provide; to know this it is important to pay attention to the signs that a dog physically shows that indicate that it is suffering from low temperatures; tremors are one of the easiest symptoms to identify.

	• Eye Care Is Often Neglected

	Unfortunately, this is often neglected. It is usually done in a few simple steps. For most breeds, eye care simply consists of wiping the corners of their eyes in the morning. You can simply use a lint-free cloth that you have moistened with lukewarm water beforehand. You can do the same ritual after walking. Small dogs in particular often have to struggle with watery eyes afterward, as a lot of dust is blown up at their eye level. Here, of course, more frequent cleaning is required.

	Except for dogs with a flat muzzle like the boxer (requiring daily care), cleaning the eyes per week (or even every ten days) is more than enough! The method: clean each eye from its internal angle outwards, with a specific ocular wipe (which can be purchased from a dog veterinarian, in a specialized store, or a pharmacy) or a compress soaked in physiological serum beforehand. Changing the wipe/compress often helps avoid bringing germs into the eyeball.

	• Feed Him According to His Needs

	One of the most marked differences between the care of large dogs and small ones is their type of diet because the metabolism of short dogs is much faster than the rest. From puppies, the intake of small dogs should be composed of proteins and fats with high energy content. After weaning, this calorie-rich diet is what helps them to develop their rapid growth correctly, especially considering that the smaller their size, the faster they will reach their adult frame. 

	Even when they reach maturity, their caloric intake must be much higher than the rest of their congeners due to their active lifestyle - a usual characteristic of this type of dog. For example, while a Great Dane weighing almost 100 pounds needs 23 calories per pound, a small Pomeranian weighing just 6 pounds needs about 47 calories each. This is another difference: this nutritional need is also conditioned by the small size of their stomachs. Therefore, a small dog should eat more times a day (about three to four), but in small portions. 

	Also, their small mouths and selectivity when eating make it a more complicated process to choose the correct food. Simple, what would you prefer: juicy meat that is easy to chop or one that the knife will hardly enter? The same goes for your pet. Considering this, on the market, these are specific concentrated foods for small breed dogs, such as Pedigree for adult small breed dogs, which in addition to an attractive taste, the size and shape of their kibbles adapt to their mouths and facilitate their digestion.

	• Fight Boredom

	Boredom is an animal’s worst enemy, dogs are more affected than cats. If you live in an apartment, avoid taking a large dog, unless you have a ground-floor apartment with access to green space, your dog may run around in circles all day and lose its way. This boredom can then lead to behavioral disturbances, and in some cases, it can make your dog aggressive. to combat boredom in animals, it is better to own a house with an outdoor space for large dogs, or an apartment with a balcony for small and medium-sized dogs, you can leave toys for them when you are away, but it is recommended that you come home at least midday to take your dog out. For a cat, the task is made easier all you need to do is leave them something to take care of, such as cat trees and toys of all kinds.

	• Food: Dogs Need to Eat Well

	Talking with the veterinarian will help us to know the necessary nutrients for our pet according to its breed, physical condition, and weight. A nutritious, balanced, and good-quality diet will prevent your dog from getting sick because with the cold the physical activity of many animals decreases, and it is important to be attentive to their diet and check that the animal does not lose weight or stop eating.

	Give your dog a balanced nutritional diet and access to fresh water at all times: Ask your veterinarian to find out how often to feed your dog. Diet requirements for dogs change as they age. We must also take care of their teeth as dogs' teeth need to be cleaned and checked regularly to make sure they can eat well. It is also very important to keep food and products that may be toxic away from our dogs.

	 


Chapter - 3

	• For Flaky Skin, Fungi, Rashes

	Coconut oil has good healing effects on dry skin, chafed areas, and skin fungus. Take the tip of a nail full of coconut oil on your fingertip and apply it directly to the affected areas. Or treat the skin of your four-legged friend over a large area, let the oil soak in for half an hour, and then wash off the remains with shampoo. Coconut oil regulates the protective layer of the skin through food and keeps the skin supple.

	• Immune System

	Coconut oil as a food supplement gives older dogs, in particular, more vitality and joy of living strengthening the immune system and making the animals less susceptible to worms and diseases. Mix the coconut oil into the food for your four-legged friend, a daily ration of 1/2 teaspoon per 10 kg of weight is sufficient.

	• For Strong Joints

	The fatty acids in coconut oil kill microorganisms that are responsible for joint problems such as arthritis and osteoarthritis. to relieve joint infections and pain, take a coconut oil regimen for at least four weeks. Start with a small amount of oil that you mix with the food and increase the dosage depending on your tolerance (daily 10 ml coconut oil per 10 kg body weight). If the dog gets diarrhea, reduce the amount of oil.

	• Get Your Dog a Coat or Sweater

	It is obvious that dog breeds with thick and dense fur, such as huskies or Alaskan Malamutes, can cope better with colder temperatures. Dogs with little or no fur such as conversely, greyhounds, miniature pinschers, Chihuahuas, and whippets should wear a coat or sweater if you want to go outside with them. To ensure that the dog coat fits correctly, it is best to measure the circumference of the neck, the length of the back, and the circumference of your dog. 

	Look for clothes that fit well but aren't too tight. There should be no parts that could be swallowed, scratchy zippers, or other extras that could injure or bother your dog. Not all dogs are willing to wear a coat or sweater - and that's perfectly fine. If your dog does not want to be dressed, he can only be outside for a short time so that he does not freeze.

	• Attention He Needs

	It sounds silly to say, and yet it happens that we neglect our animals in times of fatigue, or for lack of time. Always keep in mind that for him you are the most important person in his life, whenever you ignore him your pet feels helpless, and yes depression exists in cats and dogs too. Privilege moments of tenderness with your companion, either in the evening in front of your film or series or the morning before leaving for work.
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
