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	hat this book, Genesis, is old in sense of age is true; but that its message is outdated and therefore irrelevant is a modern pride (Prov. 30:12-13) and confusion.


	A Christian who holds to this view and cares not to read and meditate on this book has forgotten his true origin, identity and given away his faith. Such a person has lost sight of life, its journey, and so is unfaithful whatsoever. To be a full person with full right and liberty (patriotic citizen) is to know your origin and maintain your identity. To be faithful is to hold tenably to the matters of faith.


	Genesis is a book rich in both history and theology. It tells us the origin of creation, man and marriage, civilization, sin and redemption. God is the originator of all. Man is neither an evolutionary being nor a biological product of reproduction of sexual and asexual union. Life does not originate and spring up from the genetic cells but from God and for him (Acts 17:28). Man is a special creation of God created for a divine purpose and glory. The biological origin of man is an ordained means of bringing into this physical existence an already existed individual whose life and seed are preserved in the sexual organs of the human reproductive system.


	There is a God who out of His sovereign will and wisdom decided to produce this world for his good pleasures and governs the creation and the course of every event in love and holiness to the ultimate end of his creation, so is not creation by any means, purposeless and on its own (Deism).


	These truths and claims are all found in Genesis. Although not directly and explicitly taught, Genesis is rich in profound doctrinal matters of faith – the doctrine of God, creation, man, sin, redemption (as seen in the covenant setting and its development), marriage and human civilization etc., are precisely taught in this book. Genesis laid the foundation; the rest of the scriptures developed them.


	A man who claims faith in God but knows not the doctrinal matters pertaining (to) his faith has forgotten he is a Christian.






	Author


	Nearly every person, including the greatest scholars of the Jews – Philo and Josephus, Mishnaic and Talmudic authorities, traditionally doubtlessly accepted Moses as the author of the whole Torah of which Genesis is part, but in connection to his death (Ex. 34:5). Serious attempt has been made by some relentless critics and scholars to reject the Mosaic authorship particularly, Genesis. Using the source tradition or documentary hypothesis, Graf-Welhausen and his followers attributed to many different authors who might have written it at different times and places, with different views of God and in different ways or styles of presentation. Moses therefore was seen as compiler of the work.


	The basis of this argument is the use of different names for the creator, contradictions and divergences in outlook especially in the two creation accounts Genesis 1-2:1 and 2:5-24 respectively. But, can a faithful student of Genesis suppose this to have proved the existence of different documents of traditions? He should not be faithful rather. Would these scholars could have read and understood Genesis as it is, but still result to this God-honoring scientific method of research? That we hold to this so-called theory is our ignorance of Genesis and its teaching on God, creation, redemption and eschatology.
