The noble Polish family
Giedgowt.





Aleksander Giedgowd
Dydziul, inherited from his father Adam the property of Pelisze,
aka Regutany, in the poviat Wilkomirski, bequeathed by a will of
1697 (Gr. Upic.) to his sons: Maciej, Jan, Kazimierz and Adam, the
last two of the died childless, and two the first to sell Pelisze
in 1710 (Gr. Wileń.). Maciej son of Aleksander had three sons:
Michał, Stanisław and Jan. Michał son of Maciej recognized his
father from his father's and mother's estate in 1741. His two sons:
Józef (Meter from Oniksztyński Church from 1765) and Maciej (from
Wodoklański Church from 1782). Józef's son Jan stayed. Stanisław,
Maciej's son, recognized brother Jan from his father's and mother's
property in 1752. his son Jacob. Jan, son of Maciej, owner of
Kiewlan, in Wilkomirski district in 1752 (born in Wilkom. From
1798), had a son Józef (Meter from Subocki church from 1756), who
left two sons: Ignacy, born in 1790 and Antoni, born 1792 (Meter,
ibid.). Antoni's son Józef, born 1820 (Meter, ibid.). Jan, son of
Aleksander, left two sons: Mateusz and Wawrzyniec, who were tried
by the Erdmans in 1752 (gr. Wilk.). Mateusz's four sons: Mateusz,
Jan, Stanisław and Tomasz. This is proven by the testament of
Matthew from 1788 (Zs. Wilk.). Mateusz, the son of Mateusz (a meter
from Traskuński Church from 1744), testified in 1803 (Gr. Upic.
From 1804), which shows that he left two sons: Andrzej, born on
1781 and Antoni, born 1784 ( meters from Traskuński Church). Jan,
son of Mateusz, left four sons: Karol, born 1782, Nikodema, born
1784, Izydora, born 1792 and Ignacy, born 1796 (meter from
Traskuński Church). Tomasz, son of Mateusz, born 1761 (meter from
the church of Bolnice), owner of Saban in 1801, left two sons:
Daniel and Dionizy. Wawrzyniec, son of Mateusz, testified in the
will of 1788 (Zs. Wilkom.), which shows that he had three sons:
Adam, Rafał and Antoni, from whom Adam left sons: Wincenty and Jan.
The second Dydziul line comes from Maciej Giedgowd Dydziul, the
owner of the Popiwesie, Pelisze and Peniany estates in 1642, which
passed to his son Stanisław, and then to the latter's sons: Jacek,
Kazimierz, Wojciech and Mateusz, the first of whom he was a
clergyman, he sold 1699 part of his possessions. His son Jan stayed
in Wojciech and sons: Michał and Jan in Mateusz. Michał, born 1699
(Meter from the church: Wobolnicki), had a son, Bartłomiej, born
1733 (Meter, ibid.), owner of the above estates (Zs. Wilkom. From
1789), married to Krystyna Tomkiewiczówna. He testified in a will
in 1799 (Zs. Will. from 1804), which shows that he had four sons:
Michał, Kazimierz, Józef and Antoni. From them: Michał and
Kazimierz, they entered the clergy, and Józef, née Bogumiła
Strumiłówna, left sons: Władysław and Bruno. The Dydziul family had
their nobility in 1817 and 1832 before the Vilnius deputy.

Description:





Hippocentaurus
(Hipocentaurus, Hipocentaur, Kitaurus). In a silver field on a
green ground, a Hippocentaurus (Hipocentaurus, Hipocentaur,
Kitaurus) striding to the left, that is, a black horse, with the
upper half of a naked man, from the navel upwards, placed as a
neck; the man turns to the right and shoots an arrow from a red bow
against a blue horse from the tail, from the end of which a man is
threatened by a snake's head; Helmet decoration: three ostrich
feathers. This coat of arms originated in Italy and came with
Palemon, from there to the northern shore of the Black Sea and from
there north to Lithuania, where he came to rule in 930. This coat
of arms was carried by the Romans who moved in, who were probably
related by marriage to the princes of Samogitia and Dziewaltow,
from the line of Dorszprung, who also came to power in Lithuania
around 1150 and ruled there until 1283. The families that are
derived from this family of dynasties carried this coat of arms,
namely:

Józef Jastrzębski, son of
Nikodem, sued Odoliński 1586. Regina nach Zielenniewski 1626.
Mateusz, married to Katarzyna née Skąpski, 1741 (Gr. Przed. 34 f.
587; 69 f. 353 and 87 f. 491). Apparently, they include: Paweł,
regent of the town of Liw in 1682 and Jan Jastrzębski, heir in
Głosków in the Czersk region, treasurer of Podolia in 1710, married
on 1 BC with Jadwiga Kącka, on 2. before with Elżbieta born
Rędziny. He left sons by his first wife: Mateusz, Antoni and
Wojciech, and daughters: Konstanca, wife of Wawrzyniec Izbiński and
Agnieszka, wife of Michał Zabłocki. The above-mentioned treasurer's
sons, of whom Antoni was the burgrave of Zakroczym, completed part
of the estate in 1729. Antoni wrote 2,000 flori from them to his
wife Ewa née Wąsowicz in 1732, and Wojciech testified in 1730. Life
imprisonment with his wife Maryanna née Rędziny (Perp. Czers. 17 f.
15 and 219; 18 f. 340; 19 f. 351 and 361; 20 f. 255; 21 f. 142,
145, 195, 208, 233 and 285; 34 f.

His son Stanisław
testified to life imprisonment in 1790 with his wife Tekla née
Dłuskie, the daughter of Kazimierz, the treasurer of Pilzno, and
Joanna Rosłucka, leaving a son Antoni Onufry, born 1782 (Meter in
Zalasów). Jacob's second son, Dydak, born 1751 (Meter in Bejsce),
with a pass of nobility in western Galicia with his nephew 1804
Stanisław, Kajetan, Jan Kanty and Joanna, married to Paszyców,
children of Dydak and Eufrozyna, nee Wielogłowski, had their
Nobility in the kingdom before 1850 Kajetan, married to Marya
Wielogłowska. Identified their nobility there even after 1850:
Konstanty, son of Ludwik, and Jan Hieronim, son of Feliks. Tadeusz
and Franciszek signed the Manifesto of the Lithuanian Nobility (VL)
in 1763.

Jan, heir to the Powoyłoka estate in the Duchy of
Samogitia, left sons with his wife Katarzyna Giedgowdówna: Andrzej,
Kasper and Marcin in 1716. Stanisław, Marcin's son, mentioned his
sons in his will written in 1761: Dawid, Michał and Piotr. Dawida's
sons: Jan, born 1789, Józef. born 1793 (birth register in Pikiele),
Jerzy, born 1802, Mateusz Kazimierz, b. 1805 and Tomasz, born 1812

Stanisław Kuczewsk
testifies in 1411 in Sieradz on the founding document of the chapel
in Strzałkowo (Pom. Dz. W. Śr. XVI. 777). Mikołaj Kucz in Kalisz in
1414, Dziersław from Kuczewo in 1415 in Gniezno (writing. Journal
of Polish IX.; Pom. Journal of W. Śr. XVI). Stanisław Kuczewski,
who was present with the Ossoliński divisions in 1429. Stanisław
Kucz from Kuczów in 1446 and 1455 at the courts in Lviv (AGZ. XIV).
Pawel Kuczewski v. Kuczowski, heir of Kuczów and Kleszczów, in
Radom district, Sieradz province 1552-1553 (Paw.). Andrzej and
Mikołaj, sons of Mikołaj from Kleszczów, students of Kraków
University in 1586. Dorota, wife of Jan Łubieński, grandmother of
the primate. Andrzej, parish priest of Brzeźnica in 1618. Andrzej,
abbot of Świętokrzyski in 1557, bestowed Missopad life imprisonment
in Pokrzywianka, died in 1576. His brother leased Modliborzyce from
the monastery and, according to Paprocki, left sons and knights.
John, Doctor of Medicine and Philosophy in Padua, 1614. Nicholas of
Sieradz and Jerzy of Sandomierz, Electors of Jan Kazimierz. Jerzy
had a daughter, Teofila, by his wife Magdalena, who was married to
Andrzej Dunin Karwicki in 1650. Alexander Jerzy, Wenden Chamberlain
1663-1673 (Acts III; Bracl. XIV f. 285; Zap. Lub. 52 f. 255).
Andrzej and Jan from Sandomierz, Franciszek from Sieradz signed the
election of King Michael. Franciszek from the Sejm of 1667,
appointed commissioner for the matter with Silesia, appointed
Wieluń huntsman in 1670, probably later was cupbearer, because in
1709 I meet Wieluń cupbearer, elected fiscal commissary in Szadek
Province of Sieradz. Certainly the same, but called a butler,
Chrysostom, 1721 (Perp. Czers. 19 f. 138). Józef, Stanisław, both
electors of August II, Wojciech, Anna Stanisławowa Kochanowska and
Konstancja Stanisławowa Szwenderska, children of the former Jan of
Kuczów, sued by Lubomirska in 1695 (Obl. Krak. 122 f. 920). N.
signed the August II election with the Ruthenian Province.
Franciszek, the Latyczowski Stolnik, died 1703. Maciej, an
oratorian in Studzianna 1752. Mikołaj Kuczewski, received 1615 from
Fr. Zasławski, Ławrynowce, and his son Stanisław, Sujmy. Jakób,
married to Anna Obodeńska in 1642, Jan and Felicjan go to court
with the Żelisławski family in 1678 over Zabłotka (AGZ. X. 5619).
Felicjan Franciszek, heir of Ławrynowiec 1708 Felicjan with his
sons: Stanisław, Stefan, Michał, Aleksander and Adam and (probably
with his daughter) Magdalena Janowa Zwolska, sued by the Kaliński
family for rape in 1718 (Kyiv X f.

1524). Mikołaj, son of Stanisław and Teresa Bętkowska, bequeathed
his Siedliszcze and Markkowka lands to his son Michał, his wife,
for a life sentence in 1711, and daughters: Teresa, Franciszka and
Marjanna, 4,000 florins each. Michał was appointed Treasurer of
Wiszki in 1744 (Bracł. XV f. 1233 and XVI f. 777). Teresa, wife of
1st B.C. Jan Pruszyński from Besko, 2nd from Andrzej Gurowski,
carpenter from Nowogród in 1725 (Acts XXVII, Nos. 193 and 214).
Józef, a tank mate, became a Bielsko Wojski in 1714, died in 1735.
I believe that after Józef, although she was called a Bielsko
hunter, Aleksander's widow, née Mężyński, in 1755 made a contract
with her sons: Franciszek, Wojciech and Jan about departments. All
three brothers come to the fall of Leduchowo in 1766 (Czern. F.
1572 and Woł. XIII f. 1086). The mentioned Michał, son of Felicjan,
had a son, Adam, burgrave of Kyiv in 1788, whose grandsons: Stefan
Wawrzyniec, Jan, Andrzej and Michał, sons of Joachim, Teofil and
Inocenty, sons of Jan, proved their nobility in the Kyiv
Governorate in 1850. Innocently he had sons: Mikołaj and Makary in
1866, and Eugenjusz and Teodor identified in 1873. Mikołaj's wife
with children: Helena, Katarzyna, Aleksander, Mikołaj, Hope,
Włodzimierz, Maria, Eugenia, Paweł, Walentyna and Konstanty 1894
and 1903; Makary's children: Eugenjusz, Walentyna, Alexander;
Helena and Włodzimierz, entered in the books of the nobility of the
Kiev province (list) in 1897. In the Kingdom of Poland they
identified themselves as nobility in the first half of the 19th

Józefa nee
Karszów Kuczewska, heiress of Krupa, in Krasnystaw, 1815 by Piotr
and Julja nee Fijałkowski, son Józef, born 1840, died 1859 in
Rohaczewo, returned from university in Moscow; the second
Władysław, court clerk in 1863. Stanisław, son of Kazimierz, Rat
Towarz. Loan. pretty and Wanda née Galler, heiress of Krzyczew, in
Siedlce, married Janina Jundziłłówna in Warsaw in 1905, daughter of
Hipolit née Jurkiszki and Marja née Toplickie. Mateusz with his son
Karol Wilhelm and Samuel Józef with his sons: Korneli, Henryk,
Vitalis, Michał and Józef Leonard, Józef's sons, Antoni's
grandsons, Józef Stefan's great-grandsons identified themselves in
1845 as nobles in the Wolyn and Wolyn governorates Kyiv, and Józef
