	Even if what he did against you was criminal,

	Assault and Batter are different in tort but under the criminal code, Assault is used to cover both Assault

	and Battery.

	In the Criminal tort Assault is a tort and a crime. A victim May seek redress in both civil and criminal

	laws. I&#39;m not assisting you will the criminal case, I&#39;m here to help you so you can get the appropriate

	damages you deserve. The Criminal action is brought to the magistrate court by the police on behalf of

	the state as part of the public policy of the state to sanction crime and maintain law and order.

	 

	It is an established rule from Smith v Swelwyn that where a civil wrong is also a crime, prosecution of the

	criminal aspect must be initiated first or the reasons (browse case) or the reasons for default of

	presecution given before any civil action filed by plaintiff can be heard&quot;.

	 

	As in the case of &quot;Nwakwo v Ajaegbu, when the plaintiff has reported the assault to the police who duty

	it is to prosecute, if the police in their discretion failed to press charges. It was not the fault of the

	plaintiff. And the plaintiff cannot be stopped from bringing an action.

	 

	A Person is taken as intending the natural consequences of his action

	&quot;It&#39;s not me, it is the Law. It&#39;s the Constitution&quot;.

	 

	&quot;What is ?, a document?&quot;

	 

	&quot;It&#39;s more than that, you know it. It&#39;s the overriding rules. You talk like it is abstract. Like people just sit

	down and make laws from their head. They don&#39;t. They work with documents, precedents and then they

	vote and only after, is it submitted to the government for assent for it to be passed into law. 1979, 1989,

	and 1995 Constitution, they were all made through this process. It&#39;s basically the source, it is either

	written documents, organic laws, judicial precedent, convention, International law&quot;

	 

	&quot;I get that. The type of laws like you tightly pointed out is based on the System. We are not practicing a

	Unitary System of government, we are not in a parliamentary system. We are a federal state&quot;.

	 

	&quot;I thought you were going to opt for Presidential system&quot; Other guy

	 

	&quot;We are a Federal state practising the presidential system of government. Our laws are not unwritten,

	they are practically set in stone and Rigid for good reason&quot;

	 

	&quot;Wait babe, look at the things that make the Constitution strong. There&#39;s the Seperation of power to

	consider, the distinct functions and organs of government, the seperate personnels. There Legislative,

	executive and Judicial function. The legislative, executive and Judicial department, the check and

	balances&quot;.

	&quot;These things make it weaker especially that enormous powers are still given to the executive till date

	because the Constitution was drafted during the military.

	 

	&quot;There&#39;s still the supremacy of the Constitution&quot; other guy

	 

	&quot;I don&#39;t understand the pessimism. What happened with the Power belongs to the people&quot;

	 

	&quot;Bae don&#39;t be naive. That maxim was only brought to the forefront during, only during, the American

	revolution 1776 to 1787, the same state doesn&#39;t even uphold that principle anymore at least not in

	action&quot;.

	 

	&quot;You guys are going back and forth with the same thing. You are practically not arriving at any

	conclusion. The Constitution is more than an overriding rules, it&#39;s the entirety. The aspirations of a

	people, it&#39;s desire to remain together as a nation, the qualifications for government positions or public

	office, the rights and duties of government, the basic structure of the state. Any state without a

	constitution is heading fast for destruction&quot;

	 

	&quot;You&#39;re right&quot; she retorts breathing deeply, &quot;government powers are wide and awesome. So it must

	necessarily be tamed for it not to head to dictatorship. Powers must be defined and limited&quot;.

	 

	&quot;If government powers are not clearly defined, it can hinder the government from exercising its full

	governmental rights and duties. Justice and equity will fall to the ground because government will make

	decisions arbitrarily. The lawlessness, directionless and chaos will be the fate of the state&quot;

	 

	&quot;Like it isn&#39;t&quot;

	 

	&quot;It&#39;s a contract. It&#39;s one person giving up something for something they consider more important. It&#39;s the

	people giving up their absolute freedom for protection by the government&quot;

	 

	&quot;The idea of constitution being more of a social contract&quot; she breaks in &quot;was first emphasized by

	Thomas Hobbes, by John Locke, by Jean Jacques. That&#39;s not the reality today. Is it?&quot;.

	 

	&quot;It still is. If it&#39;s right&quot; boyfriend.

	 

	&quot;What are you saying?&quot; Looking genuinely disgusted.

	 

	&quot;I think if there was more stability in the form and in the procedure. If our laws were adapting easily to

	social, political, economic and even technological changes in the state , if the law ensured that public

	offices and government are accountable to the people, if it provides representative for the people in

	government, parliament and National assembly, you name it. Let&#39;s not talk about having openness of

	government or the proper Seperation of power. I said proper&quot; he added when he noticed how she

	looked at him.

	&quot;I agree with you. Look at us, not adopting the British system but the influence it had left an imprint and

	it is visible through our system of government even though not identical with theirs&quot; she adds.

	&quot; We carry a fingerprint of their organization on Nigerian system&quot;.

	&quot;So summing this up, it takes more than wistful yearnings to create the perfect case of the law we need.

	There&#39;s so much to take into consideration&quot;.
