Chapter One
PROPHETIC MINISTRY





  Let’s view the word “Prophetic” in a broad context. The word “Prophetic” derived from the word prophet, which means heavenly utterance, predicting the future yet to come. And it has to do with working and operating with the full instructions that comes from God Almighty without having any doubt or stress in mind.




  It is a whole process of relying on the Holy Ghost as our pioneer. It is a process that leads one to success in God’s business. God Almighty was the first being to operate in the prophetic utterance as in the beginning.




  Genesis 1:2




  And the earth was without form and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the water.




  The condition of things in the beginning was not encouraging as we can see in that portion of Genesis 1:2 But God almighty was not discouraged neither moved by the state of things as in the beginning. Rather, he encouraged himself by saying, “Let there be, and there was” Genesis 1:3




  The whole process brought him into a prophetic ministry. Today, ninety five percent of believers, ministers and non – ministers are sometimes frustrated by the state of things around them. Just because many of us lack God’s direction towards our lives and our vision. Some rely on chariots and horses, while others run from pillar to post relying on their fellow counter – parts in the race, some even go to the extent of fasting and praying against their fellow brothers that are progressing in the ministry to die, forgetting that the race is not for the swift, but for those who are ready to rely on the Holy Ghost for survival.




  Mathew 10:37




  He that loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of me; and he that loveth son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me.




  John 16:13




  Howbeit when he, the spirit of truth, is come he will guide you into all truth! For he shall not speak of himself: But whatsoever he shall hear that shall he speak: and he will show you things to come.




  The work which the Lord began was to be continued by the Spirit of truth. He would guide us into all truth. There is a sense in which all truth was committed to the Apostles in their lifetime. They, in turn, committed it to writing, and we have it today as a daily guide. (The Bible).




  But it is, of course, true in all ages that the spirit guides God’s people into all truth. He does it through the scriptures by opening your eyes to the hidden mysteries and in pounding understanding on your inside. He will only speak the things that are given to Him to say by the father and son. “He will tell you things to come”.




  His principal work is to glorify Christ. By this we can test all teaching and preaching. If it has the effect of magnifying the savior, then it is of the Holy Spirit. “He will take of what is mine” means that He will receive of the great truths that concern Christ. These are the things He reveals to believers. He also unveiled to the Apostles the glorious perfections, ministries, offices, graces, and fullness of the Lord Jesus.




  Because man has a potent nature of God, created in the beauty of the only true God and posses the creative ability. Adam, the first man listened to the voice of God every cool evening of the day and that gave him the access to manage the largest zoo in the history of mankind.




  He gave every living thing and non living thing's name according to their kinds. He scented the arrival of Eve his wife immediately God brought her to him and called her woman because she was created from his rib, so, God expects every believer to rely on him not on man for survival as long as we are created in his image and after his likeness.




  Jesus illustrated the content of a true prophetic utterance in Matthew 6:6-13.




  But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to thy father which is in secret; and thy father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly. But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen do: for thy think that they shall be heard for their much speaking.




  Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your father knoweth what things ye have need of, before ye ask him. After this manner therefore pray ye: our father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: for thine are the kingdom, and the power, and the glory. Forever. Amen.




  Prayer should not consist of vain repetitions, i.e., stock sentences or empty phrases. Unsaved people pray like that, but God is not impressed by the mere multiplication of many words. He wants to hear his children praying in sincere expressions of the heart.




  Since our father knows the things we have need of, even before we ask Him, then it is reasonable to ask, “why pray at all?” The reason is that, in prayer, we acknowledge our need and dependence on, Him. It is the basis of our communicating with God, that he does things in answer to prayer that He would not have done otherwise. However, we should remember that Jesus never prayed it Himself. It was given to His disciples as a model after which they could pattern their prayers. He started his illustration by saying,




  1. OUR FATHER IN HEAVEN: We should address Him as our father in acknowledgement of His sovereignty over the universe.




  2. HALLOWED BE YOUR NAME: We should begin our prayers with worship, ascribing praise and honor to Him who is so worthy of it.




  3. YOUR KINGDOM COME: After worship, we should pray for the advancement of God’s cause, putting His interests first.




  4. YOUR WILL BE DONE: In this petition we acknowledge that God knows what is best and that we surrender our will to His.




  5. ON EARTH AS IT IS IN HEAVEN: This phrase modifies all three preceding petitions. The worship of God, the sovereign rule of God, and the performance of His will are all a reality of heaven.




  6. GIVE US THIS DAY OUR DALY BREAD: After putting God’s interests first, we are permitted to present our own needs. This petition acknowledges our dependence on God for daily food, both spiritual and physical.




  7. AND FORGIVE US OUR DEPBTS, AS WE FORGIVE OUR DEBTORS: this refers to the parental forgiveness that is necessary if fellowship with our father is to be maintained.




  8. AND DO NOT LEAD US INTO TEMPTATION: This petition expresses healthy distrust of one’s own ability to resist temptations or to stand up under trial. It acknowledges, complete dependence on the Lord for preservation.




  9. BUT DELIVER US FROM THE EVIL ONE: This is the prayer of all who desperately desire to be kept from sin by the power of God.




  10. FOR YOURS IS THE KINGDOM AND THE POWER AND THE GLORY FOREVR. AMEN.




  The last sentence of the prayer shows your manner of prayer matters a lot, and understanding what you’re praying for, before involving in it. At this end time, God is looking for responsible men and women that are truly ready to demonstrate His awesomeness. Not false preachers or teachers that parade themselves as men of god abusing prophetic ministries by burning candles, incense, using spiritual soap, etc., in order to satisfy their selfish interest by initiating and deceiving the children of God from the true word of God.




  IF I MAY ASK US? WHO TOLD US THAT IN PROPHETIC MINISTRY, WITHOUT BURNING CANDLES OR USING SPIRITUAL SOAP, GOD CANNOT HEAR OR ANSWER OUR PRAYERS!




  CAN YOU QUOTE FOR ME WERE IT WAS WRITTEN IN THE BIBLE THAT WITHOUT USING THESE DEVILISH MATERIAS, GOD CANNOT HEAR OR ANSWER HIS CHILDREN? LISTEN, ALL THESE ARE THE TRICKS OF THE DEVIL TO SPOIL THE PROPHETIC MINISTRY.




  Jeremiah 31:31 -34




  Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, that will make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah: Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt: which my covenant they brake, although I was an husband into them, saith the Lord:




  But this shall be the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel; after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be my people.




  And they shall teach no more every man his neighbor, and every man his brothers, saying, know me, from the least of them unto the greatest of them, saith the Lord: for I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their sin no more.




  It emphasized what God will do not what man must do; notice the occurrences of “I will” in verses 33 – 34. Jesus became the mediator of the new covenant because it is through Him that its blessings are secured.




  Hebrews 9:15




  And for this cause he is the mediator of the New Testament, that by means of deaths, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance.




  The covenant was ratified by the blood of Jesus. It will not become effective for Israel as a nation until Christ’s second coming. However, individual believers enjoy some of its benefits; e.g., their obedience is motivated by grace, not law; God is their God and they are His people; God no longer remember their sins and iniquities. God is no longer interested in burning sacrifices, neither in devilish materials like spiritual soap, candle burning and incense in this new covenant, because Jesus Christ has already paid the cost for all of us and He is now looking for those true worshippers who are ready to worship Him in spirit and in truth not through dubious means.




  John 4:21 – 24




  Jesus saith unto her, woman believe me, the hour cometh, when ye shall neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worships the father. Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we worship: for salvation is of the Jews. But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the father in spirit and in truth: for the father seeketh such to worship Him: God is a spirit: and they that worship Him must worship Him in spirit and in truth.




  God is a spirit. He is not a mere man, subject to all the errors and limitations of humanity. Neither is He confined to one place at any time. He is an invisible person who is present in all places at one and the same time, who is all – knowing, and who is all – powerful, He is perfect in all His ways.




  Therefore, those who worship Him must worship Him in Spirit and truth. There must be no sham or hypocrisy, there must be no pretense to being religious, when inwardly one’s life is corrupt. There must be no idea that, in going through a series of rituals, God is thereby pleased. Even if God instituted those rituals Himself, He still insists that man approaches Him with a broken and a contrite heart.




  So as the Samaria woman had listened to the Lord, she had been made to think of the coming Messiah. But the Holy Spirit of God stirred up within her a desire that the Messiah should come, she expressed the confidence that when he did come, he would teach all things not knowing that the Messiah, she had been longing for, was right in her front talking and interacting with her, until he finally announce to her the startling truth that the one who is speaking to her was the Messiah for whom she had been leaking and that he was also God Himself. Immediately, the women left her water pot and ran to the city to call the people to come and see the Messiah they have all been waiting for.




  This symbolized the various things in life which she had used in an effort to satisfy her deepest longings. Now that she had found the Lord Jesus, she has no more need for the things which has formerly been so prominent in life. She did not only leave her water pot, but she went her way into the city.




  Whenever a person is saved or discovers the truth, he or she immediately begins to think of others who are in need of the water of life. Her witness was simple but effective. She invited all the town people to come and see a man who told her all things that she ever did.




  My beloved brethren, the Holy Spirit is at the door – post of your heart not in candles or spiritual materials. Rather, he is waiting for you to purify yourself and invoke him by allowing Jesus to truly be the lord and savior of your life. All that the earth can provide is not sufficient to fill the human heart, but the blessing which Jesus Christ provides not only fills the heart, but they are too great for any heart to contain. So pursue righteousness and separate from worldly desires.




  Matthew 6: 33




  But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added into you.




  The believer’s responsibility is to live for the Lord, trusting God for the future with unshakable confidence that He is capable to provide all that our heart demands. Therefore, the Lord makes his covenant with his followers. He says, in effect, “If you will put God’s interests first in your life, I will guarantee your future needs. I will see that you never lack the necessities of life.




  If believers were to set before them the goal of providing in advance for all their future needs, then their time and energy would have to be devoted to the accumulation of financial reserves. They could never be sure that they had saved enough, because there is always the danger of market collapse, inflation, catastrophe, prolonged illness, paralyzing accident. This means that God would be robbed of the service of His people. The real purpose for which they were created and converted would be missed; men and women bearing the divine image would be living for an uncertain future on this earth when they should be living with eternity’s values in view.




  One day, two ladies came for counseling, as they knocked at the door, I asked them to come inn and as they stepped into the room “Behold” the Lord opened my spiritual eyes to see what one of them has been going through.




  I saw her in different witch doctors' houses, prophet’s offices, burning different candles and offering different animals for sacrifice in order for her problem to be solved; still the problem remained the same. The Lord then said, my son, this lady is not born again she has not accepted Jesus Christ as her Lord and personal Savior. That if only she can accept him as her lord and personal Savior, that he will give her, her heart's desire. But if she refused her problem will remain the same.




  I now told her what the Lord says to me about her and she was surprised. Before then, she was hoping to hear, maybe, I might charge her to bring some money for spiritual work as those other fraudsters do that parade themselves as men of God looting those that are ignorant of the true gospel of our Lord Jesus.




  She has now agreed to accept Jesus as her lord and savior and I prayed with her and asked her to go home and relaxed that the Holy Ghost through the supernatural name of Jesus has taken control over her case, so she left exactly three days after the incident according to the promise of God, she came smiling and jubilating that God has done it.
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
