 Our past failures, though painful, are valuable lessons. Previous generations, even great leaders, often became ensnared in doing things for God, losing touch with His Spirit.
 It’s crucial to collaborate with God, not just work for Him. This is not an excuse for complacency; our ultimate goal is intimate communion with Him. Intimacy with God is our creation’s purpose and key to restoring all things, influencing our culture, and manifesting His Kingdom.
 The world is entering a period of distress. Conventional systems will falter in meeting upcoming needs. Even divination acknowledges this. Only the Spirit-anointed Church can offer wisdom and light in these dark times.
 Soon, the Church’s prophetic ministry, imbued with Elijah’s spirit, will confront modern-day “prophets of Baal.” Authentic presence reveals counterfeits, compelling the Church to boldly proclaim the gospel in the public sphere.
 This era craves genuine spiritual representation from the Kingdom of Light.
 In 1 Kings 22, Ahab’s 400 prophets, though partially truthful, were influenced by a deceiving spirit. In contrast, the prophet Micah, unfazed by deceit, delivered God’s true message.
 Spiritual discernment and truth are vital to distinguish false revelations and seek genuine ones. The Spirit of Truth neutralizes false prophecies, inspiring us to seek authentic revelation.
 Though destined for greatness, David endured hardship before his kingly ascent. These trials shaped his character, crucial for his reign. The wilderness decisions informed his royal governance.
 Similarly, the Church faces adversity despite divine promises. These times refine and prepare us, purifying our motives and aligning us with God’s anointing.
 Decisions made in trying times yield future prosperity. Waiting on the Lord’s timing is challenging, but essential for His grace to work fully within us. However, confusing mere activity with progress can lead to misdirection.
 Matthew 7:21 warns that not all involved in ministry will enter the kingdom of heaven; only those doing the Father’s will find favor and grace in times of need.
 “Salvation,” or yeshuash in Hebrew, implies deliverance, welfare, prosperity, and victory, as echoed in Jeremiah 29:11. The Lord’s plans promise welfare, not calamity.
 Wilderness experiences forge godly character and enable righteous seeds to flourish later. Trust in God’s faithfulness is paramount, as His promises have never failed.
 David’s lifelong pursuit was God’s glory, culminating in Psalms 27:4’s desire to dwell in God’s presence perpetually, immersed in His beauty. This pursuit reflects a deep understanding of Heaven’s beauty.
 Isaiah 33:14-17 describes the righteous as those who walk and speak truth, reject corruption, and avoid evil. These individuals dwell in spiritual heights, secure and provided for, able to perceive the divine.
