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Otto Von Bismack is
nicknamed the "Iron Chancellor" for his intransigence and political
conduct: skilled statesman, has succeeded in the goal of unifying
Germany, leading it to European economic and military primacy. The
German Empire, of which he became the first chancellor, has also
rallied and resolved relations between the various states after the
libertarian movements that revolutionized the second half of the
nineteenth century.


Bismarck was born in Schönhausen,
Saxony, on April 1, 1815, by an ancient German Junker family: his
father, Karl Wilhelm Ferdinand (1771-1845), was a landowner and had
served the army as a Prussian officer in the past. His mother,
Wilhelmine Luise Mencken (1790-1839), comes from a family of state
bureaucrats.  Agricultural origins have remained forever: the 
statesman
 has always shown strong
attachment to the traditions and social status of his
country.


At the age of eight he moved to
Berlin - where he also knows the rulers of the Hohenzollern family
- then he is in Göttingen, where he studies jurisprudence, and
finally back to Berlin where he graduates, though with not too
brilliant results. His first activity is in Potsdam, where he is
engaged in public administration, but soon after his mother's death
returns to Schönhausen, to dedicate himself to family property
management.

In the meantime, at the age of
thirty years, he converted to the religious, religious prairie,
which provides for adherents an intransigent and austere behavior
in perpetual struggle with sin. In this climate in 1847 he married
Johanna von Puttkamer, of whom she has three children: Marie,
Herbert and Wilhelm.

Always in 1847 also began his
diplomatic career: the occasion is the summoning of King Frederick
Wilhelm IV to Berlin of the Junker Diet of the various German
provinces. Bismarck is called to replace one of the components and
is immediately noted in the faction of reactionary conservatives.
The next year, in the midst of revolutionary currents across
Europe, it stands openly against liberal ideas and hinders every
attempt to reform. With the return to power of Federico Guglielmo
IV and its authoritarian turn, it is elected in the new Legislative
Assembly.
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
