The careful composition of the rubber with which the
sole is covered, as well as its pattern of grooves and grooves,
grips so much that a player's feet can hit the ground while the
rest of the body collapses.

165. Is it true that the Chinese no longer fit in the
tanks?

  

  
Not even in the uniforms. It sounds like a joke, but it is. The
world's largest army (more than two million troops) is having
trouble making its clothing and other equipment because soldiers
are now taller and thicker. The official newspaper of the Chinese
military published a study of the Armed Forces that showed that the
recruits are now 2 centimeters taller and have 5 more waist
circumference than 20 years ago. This translates into other
equipment problems and, most seriously, into maneuverability
difficulties within tanks and main battle vehicles. A difference of
so few centimeters would not be so important if it were not for the
fact that these vehicles are six meters long by 3 wide, and 4
soldiers must fit in the passenger compartment. The medical study
was carried out from 2009 to 2013 among 20,000 soldiers, from whom
medical and anatomical data of 18 different types were taken. Among
other things, the adaptation of the length of the fingers to the
size of the triggers was measured.

  
 


  

  
166. Is it true that the blind cannot be judges?

  

  
Indeed, justice is blind, but those who impart it cannot be.
Until now, article 303 of the Organic Law of the Judiciary, which
provided with little specificity that "those physically and
mentally disabled for the judicial function are incapacitated for
entry into the judicial and prosecutorial career." But the
Permanent Commission of the General Council of the Judiciary (CGPJ)
is going to reform it so that the blind can access the courts like
any other. The only destinations to which they will not be able to
access are those in which issues are resolved where sight is
needed, such as cases of graphic plagiarism, or demarcation of land
and farms.

  
 


  

  
167. Is it true that in Formula 1 there is a points card?

  

  
Yes. In June of last year, the World Motor Sport Council
approved a license system to drive in Formula 1 races with the same
point quota idea; the difference is that they are added, instead of
subtracting, as occurs in ordinary permits. Depending on the
infraction, the pilots accumulate between 1 and 3 points, and this
calculation remains in their records for twelve months. When 12
points are reached, the driver cannot race the next Grand Prix.
This type of points has nothing to do with those of the sports
classification or with other time penalties in the race; it is a
separate account. It is a question of noting in the pilot's
so-called "super license" the infractions related to driving itself
or others that affect the rest of the pilots. That is why most of
the sanctions refer to security. Many pilots complain of
injustices, since there is no assessed scale by which penalties are
imposed, but rather it is the race referees who assess whether the
car has to score 1, 2 or 3 negative points; It depends on the
severity of the maneuver.

  
 


  

  
168. Why is the garbage bag sometimes hot?

  

  
Because the microorganisms that reproduce inside are dedicated
to decomposing organic remains, which produces heat. In addition,
the reproduction itself and the sum of the tiny "bodily" heats of
these organisms also add temperature. Aerobic bacteria are the main
responsible for this increase in temperature: they are dormant in
the air until they find that environment for feeding and
reproduction. In the case of manure, the heap can reach 80ºC, which
is just the limit at which bacteria die. There are experiments to
heat water by passing pipes through landfills.

  
 


  

  
169. How many liters of gasoline are obtained from a barrel of
oil?

  

  
It depends on the type of oil. The so-called light crudes (low
density) have higher yields when they go through the refining
process. It also depends on the type of refinery. For this reason,
in this industry, to measure how much profit is made, there is talk
of a production interval, which, in the upper limit of
productivity, considers optimal conditions for the production of
gasoline. To obtain a liter of gasoline, between 2.4 and 2.8 liters
of crude oil are needed. In the international market, a barrel is
equivalent to 42 gallons of fluid, that is, 158.98 liters. If we do
the calculation, we see that from a barrel of oil, between 56.7 and
66.24 liters of commercial gasoline can be extracted.
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
