THE CALL OF MOSES: DELIVERANCE AND THE LAW

	 

	Moses’ journey begins in the land of Egypt, a place of oppression and suffering for the Israelites. Born into a time of great turmoil, Moses was chosen by God to be the deliverer of His people. 	Moses’ role as a lawgiver and leader was not without challenges. He faced rebellion, doubt, and the weight of guiding an entire nation. Yet, his unwavering faith in God and dedication to the covenant solidified his place as one of the greatest prophets in history. 	JESUS’ MISSION: LOVE AND REDEMPTION

	 

	The mission of Jesus Christ was rooted in God’s love for humanity. Sent into the world as the Messiah, Jesus came not to abolish the law but to fulfill it, bringing salvation and redemption to a broken and sinful world. His life, teachings, death, and resurrection are central to the message of the Gospel (Matthew 5 verse 17, John 3 verse 16).

	 

	Born in humble circumstances in Bethlehem, Jesus’ ministry began with his baptism by John the Baptist. From the start, his mission was clear: to preach the good news of the kingdom of God, to heal the sick, to uplift the downtrodden, and to call people to repentance (Luke 4 verse 18). He demonstrated God’s love through acts of compassion, healing, and forgiveness, showing that no one was beyond redemption.

	 

	Jesus often taught in parables, using simple stories to reveal profound truths about God’s kingdom. Central to his message was love: love for God and love for one’s neighbor (Matthew 22 verses 37–39). He challenged societal norms, breaking barriers between Jew and Gentile, rich and poor, righteous and sinner, demonstrating that God’s grace was for all people.

	 

	The ultimate act of love was Jesus’ sacrificial death on the cross. Through his suffering, he bore the sins of humanity, offering redemption and reconciliation with God. His resurrection on the third day was the triumph over sin and death, securing eternal life for those who believe in him (Romans 5 verses 8–10).

	 

	 

	Jesus’ mission extended beyond his earthly life. His teachings inspire billions to live lives of love, humility, and service. He calls his followers to continue his mission, spreading the Gospel to all nations and embodying his love in their lives (Matthew 28 verses 19–20).

MUHAMMAD’S REVELATION: JUSTICE AND SUBMISSION

	 

	Muhammad’s journey began in the deserts of Arabia, where he lived a life marked by honesty, humility, and contemplation. At the age of 40, during one of his meditative retreats in the Cave of Hira, Muhammad received his first divine revelation through the angel Gabriel (Jibreel). This marked the beginning of his prophethood and the birth of Islam (Qur’an, Surah Al-‘Alaq 96 verses 1–5).

	 

	The central message of Muhammad’s revelation was Tawhid—the oneness of God. He called people to worship Allah alone, rejecting idolatry and the injustices of pre-Islamic Arabian society. Islam emphasized submission (Islam) to the will of Allah, aligning one’s actions, thoughts, and life with divine guidance (Qur’an, Surah Az-Zariyat 51 verse 56).

	 

	Muhammad’s teachings focused on justice, equality, and compassion. He preached against tribal divisions, exploitation, and oppression, calling for a society that protected the weak, supported the poor, and honored women’s rights. His example as a leader demonstrated fairness, humility, and an unwavering commitment to truth, earning him the title Al-Amin (the Trustworthy).

	The Qur’an, revealed over 23 years, became the foundation of Islamic faith and law. Its verses addressed spiritual, ethical, and social matters, providing guidance for personal conduct and communal harmony. Central to its teachings were principles of justice (Adl), mercy (Rahma), and the importance of good deeds (Qur’an, Surah An-Nahl 16 verse 90).

	 

	 

	Despite facing persecution and hostility in Mecca, Muhammad’s resilience and trust in Allah never wavered. The migration (Hijra) to Medina marked a turning point, where he established a community based on unity and mutual respect. The Constitution of Medina is considered one of history’s earliest examples of inclusive governance, ensuring rights for people of all faiths.

	 

	Muhammad’s mission extended beyond religious instruction; it was a call to build a just and peaceful society under the guidance of Allah. His final sermon reminded believers of the equality of all people and the need for justice, saying, “No Arab is superior to a non-Arab, and no non-Arab is superior to an Arab except by piety and good action.” Muhammad’s revelation underscores the transformative power of submission to God and the pursuit of justice. His life and message continue to inspire billions, offering guidance for spiritual growth and the creation of a just, compassionate world.

	 


ONE GOD, MANY PATHS: THE SHARED MESSAGE OF MONOTHEISM

	 

	At the heart of the teachings of Moses, Jesus, and Muhammad is the belief in one God—an eternal, all-powerful Creator who is the source of life, justice, and mercy. This shared foundation of monotheism unites Judaism, Christianity, and Islam, emphasizing a relationship with God that transcends human divisions.

	 

	In Judaism, God is revealed as Yahweh, the one who established a covenant with Abraham and guided the Israelites with His laws and commandments. The Shema prayer, “Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one” (Deuteronomy 6 verse 4), reflects the centrality of monotheism in Jewish faith and practice.

	 

	For Christians, God is understood as the Creator and the loving Father, whose nature was fully revealed in the life and teachings of Jesus Christ. The Christian message emphasizes God’s love for humanity, as expressed in John 3 verse 16: “For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life.”

	 

	In Islam, the concept of Tawhid underscores the oneness and supremacy of Allah, who has no partners or equals. This belief is articulated in the Qur’an, Surah Al-Ikhlas 112 verses 1–4: “Say, ‘He is Allah, [who is] One, Allah, the Eternal Refuge. He neither begets nor is born, nor is there to Him any equivalent.’” Submission to Allah is the essence of faith in Islam.

	 

	 

	Despite differences in theology and practice, the shared message of monotheism affirms the importance of worshiping God alone, living a life of righteousness, and upholding justice and compassion. Each faith tradition highlights the significance of prayer, gratitude, and reliance on God for guidance and strength.

	 

	The teachings of Moses, Jesus, and Muhammad call their followers to recognize God’s sovereignty and align their lives with His will. While the paths may differ in practice, the destination remains the same: a life devoted to the Creator, seeking peace, purpose, and salvation. 

	 

	In a world often divided by religious differences, the shared message of monotheism offers a powerful reminder of the unity that underlies these great faith traditions. It calls humanity to focus on the common values of love, justice, and humility, fostering mutual respect and understanding. Through this shared belief in one God, bridges can be built, and harmony can be achieved in a diverse and interconnected world.

	 


SACRED TEXTS: TORAH, BIBLE, AND QUR’AN AS DIVINE GUIDES

	 

	The Torah, Bible, and Qur’an are revered as sacred texts that serve as divine guides for millions of believers across Judaism, Christianity, and Islam. Each scripture is seen as a reflection of God’s wisdom and a means of connecting humanity to the Creator, providing spiritual direction, moral laws, and a vision for a righteous life.

	 

	The Torah is central to Jewish faith and contains the teachings and laws given to Moses at Mount Sinai. It includes the first five books of the Hebrew Bible, known as the Pentateuch. The Torah establishes the covenant between God and Israel, highlighting the Ten Commandments (Exodus 20) as the foundation of divine law. It calls believers to honor God through worship, justice, and community life, emphasizing the importance of holiness and obedience to God’s will.
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
