The Cosenza area had a very favorable process and in Calabria, it was the one that developed the most. 
In Cosenza, since the sixties of 1900, there was a building expansion that naturally pointed north where the ground forms a flat strip created by the Crati river that crosses the city from the Sila and flows into the Ionian Sea in the Municipality of Corigliano Rossano. Already in the early sixties the new houses of Cosenza reached the border of Rende. 
The construction boom began in the 1960s and 1970s. Rende was lucky enough to be careful administrators who managed to regulate the urban disorder by creating an orderly, “human-sized” city that attracted many people both from Cosenza and from other areas of the region. 
The construction of the University of Calabria in Arcavacata and the success of the industrial area of Lecco sealed the de facto unity of the two communities. All this meant economic development and modernity. Multiculturality and a modern and European vision of social and economic relations.
