  Los Angeles is the biggest city in California and the second-largest urban location in the nation. It is found in the southern component of the state on the Pacific Ocean. It is the seat of Los Angeles County. Geographically, it expands more than 40 mi from the mountains to the ocean.




  





  The Spanish explorer Gaspar de Portola saw the site in 1769. On Sept. 4, 1781, the Mexican rural governor, Filipe de Neve, developed "El Pueblo de Nuestra Señora la Reina de Los Angeles," was indicating "The Village of Our Lady, the Queen of the Angels." The pueblo became the capital of the Mexican district, Alta California, and it was the last area to surrender to the United States at the time of the American occupation in 1847. By the Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo in 1848, Mexico yielded California to the United States, and Los Angeles was consisted of as a metro in 1850.




  





  The metro's fabulous development was produced by its equable environment, which drew in individuals and business from all parts of the country; the development of its citrus-fruit sector; the revelation of oil in the area throughout the very early 1890s; the development of its synthetic port-- its port is merely among the busiest in the United States-- and the development of the motion image industry in the really early 20th century. Today, Hollywood is a part of Los Angeles.




  L.a is a significant hub of shipping, manufacturing, market, and money, and is world-renowned in the amusement and communications sectors. It is a loved vacation area and generates thousands of visitors to the place each year from all over the world. Aside from the motion-picture studio and added spots linked with the movie business, sights include the J. Paul Getty Museum, the Los Angeles County Museum of Art, the La Brea Tar Pits (well-known for Ice Age fossils), Disneyland (Anaheim), and the Santa Anita and Hollywood racetracks.
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
