Chapter 1
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“Wait in Jerusalem!”
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The scriptures gave us no record of the HolySpirit, instructing or influencing the Christ - up until, the Spirit’s grand entrance on the Son of God, in the form of a Dove.

And this, was in the presence of many witnesses in the river, Jordan.

 

John, Jesus’ earthly cousin; also bore witness that he saw the whole scenery – in addition to hearing the Father’s verbal concurrence.

 

This, then brings to light a vivid truth.

 

For about thirty years, before the event in the Jordan; the Son of God lived amongst us.

But His presence with us, was of little or no effect.

He didn’t start His ministry during that period.

No miracles. No signs. 

Not even a message to be preached.

 

Yes! We had a record of Jesus astounding the ‘elders’ of the law with His knowledge of the scriptures;

But that was just an isolated event, that took place when He was at the age of twelve.

The real focal aspects of His ministry, were kept num – and caged; until “Someone else”, got into the picture.

 

 

Without a doubt, Jesus’ status as the Son of God, didn’t shield Him from the ‘fallibility’ and ‘frailty’ of the human nature; that is apparent on all who’re born of women on this Earth.

God, came as man.

And therefore, had to be confined to the limitations prevalent on all men.

 

But when the 3rd Person of the Trinity came upon Him at the Jordan;

Christ, being empowered by this ‘Personality’, became a changed man.

 

He was no longer normal.

Jesus, now operated in the Power, that created the Heavens and the Earth.

The same Power, He had since the beginning of creation.

 

 

For emphasis, the scriptures reveal:

 

“And it came to pass in those days, that Jesus came from Nazareth of Galilee, and was baptized of John in Jordan. 

 

And straightway coming up out of the water, he saw the heavens opened, and the Spirit like a dove descending upon him: 

 

And there came a voice from heaven, saying, 

Thou art my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased. 

 

And immediately the Spirit driveth him into the wilderness. 

And he was there in the wilderness forty days, tempted of Satan; and was with the wild beasts; and the angels ministered unto him.”

(Mark 19-13)

 

 

Mark’s account of the Jordan event, reveals graphically, that after the HolySpirit descended on the Christ – howbeit, with the Father’s concurrence; the HolySpirit immediately started to navigate His life’s journeys.

The first, being a short trip to the wilderness, to meet with Celestial ‘friends’. 

And some ‘foes’ too.

 

 

Simply put,

 

Jesus’ rendezvous with the ‘wild beasts’ and ‘Angels’, was at the instance – and perhaps, even the “pre-arrangement”, of the HolyGhost.

 

It was now clear, that Jesus would no longer move, operate, live, nor even think by Himself anymore.

‘Someone else’, was set to ‘call the shots’!

 

 

And all through Jesus’ ministry, which spanned some three and a half years; the HolySpirit was the driving force, concierge, and commanding Personality, who designed His scheme of work. And also, its ‘modus operandi’.

 

 

Several scriptural evidences suggest, that this 3rd Person of the Trinity, is the “think-tank”, “operations director” and “general driving force”, of the Godhead.

For even the Father – the Supreme Majesty Himself, once declared to an old testament Saint, even as it is written:

 

“Then he answered and spake unto me, saying, 

This is the word of the LORD unto Zerubbabel, saying,

 

Not by might, nor by power, but by my spirit,

saith the LORD of hosts.”

(Zechariah 4:6)

 

 

A close look at the words of the Father, hints;

That anyone who ‘wants’ relevance on this Earth, should not seek for power.

In this matter, the ‘quest’ for might, is also futile.

Only His Spirit, however, takes all preeminence!

 

 

 

To be crystal,

 

In all the miracles, signs and wonders Jesus did whilst He lived amongst us;

Apart from those - who through faith, snatched their miracles from the grip of the Christ; every other person that got healed by God, were touched at the instance of the HolySpirit.

 

He, was Him, who decided who got healed; 

And who didn’t!

 

For example, when Jesus visited the pool of Bethesda;

The same pool, that had several people waiting earnestly for the stirring of the water, by an Angel;

The Creator Himself, walked into their midst – and you’d think that it was the perfect opportunity for God to heal every single one of them.

 

But No!

Only one lame man got healed.

Only the man, chosen by the HolySpirit, got touched.

 

John, in his gospel, gave this account;

 

Even as it is written:

 

“After this there was a feast of the Jews; and Jesus went up to Jerusalem. 

Now there is at Jerusalem by the sheep market a pool, which is called in the Hebrew tongue Bethesda, having five porches. 

In these lay a great multitude of impotent folk, of blind, halt, withered, waiting for the moving of the water. 

 

For an angel went down at a certain season into the pool, and troubled the water: whosoever then first after the troubling of the water stepped in was made whole of whatsoever disease he had. 

 

And a certain man was there, which had an infirmity thirty and eight years. 

When Jesus saw him lie, and knew that he had been now a long time in that case, he saith unto him, Wilt thou be made whole? 

The impotent man answered him, Sir, I have no man, when the water is troubled, to put me into the pool: but while I am coming, another steppeth down before me. 

 

Jesus saith unto him, Rise, take up thy bed, and walk. 

And immediately the man was made whole, and took up his bed, and walked: and on the same day was the sabbath.”

(John 5:1-9)

 

 

 

 

The lame man was singled out from many, for the Divine touch.

And that in itself, speaks volumes!

 

The knowledge of this revelation, is sacrosanct for every believer, so that we do not operate in error.

 

 

Perhaps, we then can understand, why Jesus told His disciples that it was imperative that they waited in Jerusalem for the promise of the Father.

The much-advertised helper.

God Himself; who was absolutely important for the work He had previously commissioned them to do.

 

Jesus couldn’t function without this ‘Person’;

He never attempted to do anything, without His direct influence.

Hence, sending His disciples out into a World filled with beasts and ravenous wolves, without the guidance, control and power of the HolySpirit; would be suicidal – to put mildly!

 

 

As a matter of fact,

Jesus would rather His disciples never left for the mission – if the Spirit didn’t show up!

 

To put in plain terms, Jesus implied;

 

“When the Spirit comes, 

You can move.

 

If He doesn’t come.

You must NOT go!”

 

 

 

It is written:

 

“And, being assembled together with them, 

commanded them that they should not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the Father, which, saith he, ye have heard of me. 

 

For John truly baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days hence.”

(Acts 1:4-5)

 

 

The instruction given to the Apostles by our Lord, on the matter of the HolySpirit; was not a plea. Neither was it a suggestion.

It was a command!

 

 

Spiritually wise people, understand that the World is a lot more complicated, than what we can see with our naked eyes.

And without help from the Divine, we’d just be ‘sitting ducks’; used by the devils for target practice!

 

Moses, was a Prophet saddled with a huge task.

He was instructed to lead the Israelites out of bondage in Egypt; into the promised land.

 

His mission details were given to Him by God Himself;

But yet, Moses didn’t delude himself to assume that since Heaven had given him the job, Divine assistance from the 3rd Heavens was guaranteed.

 

 

It never is.

An official request, must be made.

 

Moses, through wisdom, had to officially ‘demand’, that the Living God made His presence available to support him on the mission.

And that if God wasn’t approving his request, he was going to “down tools”.

It was that plain and simple!

 

 

As the scriptures say:

 

“And Moses said unto the LORD, 

See, thou sayest unto me, 

 

Bring up this people: and thou hast not let me know whom thou wilt send with me. 

Yet thou hast said, I know thee by name, and thou hast also found grace in my sight. 

 

Now therefore, I pray thee, if I have found grace in thy sight, shew me now thy way, that I may know thee, that I may find grace in thy sight: and consider that this nation is thy people. 

 

And HE said, 

My presence shall go with thee, and I will give thee rest. 

 

And he (Moses) said unto him, 

If thy presence go not with me, carry us not up hence. 

For wherein shall it be known here that I and thy people have found grace in thy sight? is it not in that thou goest with us? 

So shall we be separated, I and thy people, from all the people that are upon the face of the earth. 

 

And the LORD said unto Moses, I will do this thing also that thou hast spoken: for thou hast found grace in my sight, and I know thee by name.”

(Exodus 33:12-17)

 

 

In spiritual warfare,

Assumption, is often a prelude to error, disgrace, and then; destruction!

 

In our service to the Master, we would of necessity, be contending with principalities and powers. Rulers of darkness, and spiritual wickedness in unseen realms.

Therefore, going out to face these monstrosities, with mere human wisdom and arsenals; is akin to ‘lunacy’.
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
