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Apple's silicon powers the new 14-inch and 16-inch MacBook Pros, which are both very powerful and have a long battery life, have been released. Along with the Liquid Retina XDR display, these laptops feature a slew of professional connectivity connectors. It has a high-resolution 1080p FaceTime HD camera, six speakers, and a studio-quality three-mic array that all work together to make video chats look and sound excellent. High contrast ratio, variable refresh rates and enhanced color accuracy are all provided by the Liquid Retina XDR display. 

If you're grading 8K footage on-set or watching a movie in HDR, you'll be impressed by how brilliant the images are. With three Thunderbolt 4 (USB-C) connections, an HDMI port, an SDXC card slot, a MagSafe 3 port for the power adapter, and a 3.5 mm headphone socket that supports high-impedance headphones, the new MacBook Pro models make it easy to connect and use all of your devices. Get a MagSafe 3 power adapter and the USB-C MagSafe 3 Cable and plug them in. You'll notice a magnetic pull pulling the connector into the port as it comes closer. Apple's MacBook Pro can be charged to 50% in around 30 minutes with either the 96W USB-C Power Adapter for the 14-inch model or the 140W USB-C Power Adapter for the 16-inch variant.

How to setup your MacBook Pro

Setting up your MacBook Pro is a breeze thanks to Setup Assistant, which guides you through the process. You have the option of responding to every prompt or skipping some and completing them later. After the first setup, for example, you may want to set up Screen Time, which you may do for different users.

The following are the steps that Setup Assistant walks you through:

You can do this later if you want to switch networks. This page can also turn Wi-Fi on or off. Wi-Fi status icons can be added after setup if you don't see them in the menu bar. Click Network in System Preferences after opening it. Using the left-hand menu, pick Wi-Fi, then "Show Wi-Fi status in Menu Bar."

	Click Not Now on the Migration Assistant window when you're setting up a new computer and you haven't previously set up a Mac. Transferring data from a previous computer to your new MacBook Pro can be done at any time. For more information, see Transfer data to your new MacBook Pro.

	Your Apple ID is required to sign in to this site. A password and an email address are all that is needed to create an Apple ID. Everything you do with Apple requires this account, including downloading apps, using Apple TV, reading books, storing data in iCloud and sending text messages. 

	If you don't want to share your Apple ID, get your own. It's possible to create a free Apple ID during setup if you don't already have one. It doesn't matter whether you're using an iOS device, an iPad or an Apple Watch; all Apple services may be accessed with the same Apple ID. On a Mac, go to the Apple Account page.



When you use iCloud, you may save all of your data in the cloud so that you can access them from any computer or mobile device. Use the same Apple ID across all of your devices. If you haven't previously done so, go to System Preferences and sign in with your Apple ID to set this option. iCloud features can be selected from the sidebar after you've selected your Apple ID. During setup, you have the option of using iCloud Keychain to store your credentials. See if you can find out more about this. Use your Mac to access your iCloud files.


•  Screen Time: Keep track of how much time you spend on your computer and get reports on it. See Screen Time on Mac for more information and options.



Setup allows you to enable Siri and "Hey Siri" (so you can speak your Siri requests) by enabling these features. When asked, say a series of Siri commands. Please visit Siri on your Mac for instructions on how to activate "Hey Siri" and other useful information on using Siri on your Mac.

During the initial setup of Touch ID, you have the option of adding a fingerprint. When you open System Preferences, click on Touch ID. You can set up or add more fingerprints there. Take the steps shown on the screen to make a new fingerprint.

If you want to unlock your MacBook Pro, use Apple Pay (see Use Apple Pay on your Mac), buy things on the App Store and other apps and websites, and have your password auto-fill, you can choose how you want to use Touch ID on your MacBook Pro. You can also choose how often you want to use Touch ID.

People who share a MacBook Pro can use Touch ID to quickly unlock, authenticate, and log in to the computer. If you want to add fingerprints to your MacBook Pro, you can add three for each user account. This means that you can add five fingerprints for all of your MacBook Pro user accounts.

If you look at the macOS User Guide, you can learn more about how to use Touch ID on your Mac.


•  Turn on Apple Pay: During the first set up of your MacBook Pro, you can choose to add Apple Pay to one user account. Can still be used by people who haven't set up Apple Pay on their iPhone or Apple Watch. They must use that phone or watch to finish the transaction, though (see Use Apple Pay on your Mac). To add and verify your credit card, just follow the on-screen instructions and do what they say. If you have used the same card to buy media in the past, you may be asked to make sure it is still valid.



Open System Preferences. Then choose Wallet and Apple Pay from the drop-down menu and click on the button. To start using Apple Pay, follow the instructions on the screen.

Before you can use Apple Pay, the card issuer may ask for more information from you, like your name, address, and so on. The wide range of credit and debit cards that can be used with Apple Pay can be used to pay for things. Make a decision about what kind of look you want your Apple Pay account to have. The look of your desktop can be set to Light, Dark, or Auto, and you can also change it. Take a look at System Preferences. Choose General, then an appearance option if you want to change your choice from when you set it all up. As well, there are a lot of other things you can do.

Apple ID on Mac

There are a lot of things you can do with your Apple ID, like use it to buy Apple products and services. You can use your Apple ID to get apps from the App Store, listen to music from Apple Music, use iCloud to sync your content between devices, and more.Use your Apple ID for something else if you want (see Use Sign in with Apple on Mac in the macOS User Guide).The most important thing to know: If you lose your Apple ID password, you don't need to start over. Go to the sign-in page and choose "Forgot your Apple ID or password?" from the list.

Everyone in your family should have their own Apple ID. When you set up Apple IDs for your kids, you can use Family Sharing to share purchases and subscriptions. Check out the Apple Support page to see all the services you can use with your Apple ID. My Apple ID doesn't work anywhere. Everything is in one place. Everything that has to do with your Apple ID can be found in one place. A menu called "System Preferences" on your MacBook Pro will show you how to use your Apple ID and how to share things with your family.

•  This is a general look at what is going on. The status of your account is shown in the Overview pane. If it isn't, you'll get helpful hints and notifications here.



Your name, phone number, and e-mail address should all be up to date on your Apple ID. You can also change how often you get Apple's email newsletters.


•  Password and Safety: Add or remove phone numbers that you trust. You can also get verification codes to sign into another device or iCloud.com with your Apple ID. When you set up a new account, change your password. If you want to, you can also control which apps and websites are being used on your computer at the same time. Check your Apple account. See Mac OS X's User Guide. It says to use Sign in with Apple to log in.



If you buy something from the Apple Store, you can pay for it with any of the payment methods linked to your Apple ID, as well as have it shipped to a place you choose.

If you want to use an iCloud feature, choose the checkbox next to the feature and then click on it. ICloud features let you access any content stored in iCloud from any device that has iCloud turned on and is signed in with the same Apple ID. In this guide, we'll show you how to use Apple Music, Podcasts, Apple TV, and Books, as well as how to change your purchase preferences and subscriptions.

Make sure you can see all of your things. There is a list of all the Apple IDs that are linked to your account at the bottom of the sidebar for Apple IDs. Make sure your iCloud backup is working on an iOS or iPadOS device by going to Find My [device] or Find My [device]. You can also remove a device from your account if you no longer own it (see Find My). In Family Sharing, you can set up a group for your family. You can give your kids their own Apple IDs. Family Sharing is in System Preferences. Select an icon in the sidebar to look at or change your information to control how your family shares with you. Family members can join or leave the group. You can also share media purchases, payment methods and iCloud storage; set Screen Time limits for your kids; and tell them where you are (see Screen Time on Mac). If you want to learn more about how to set up Family Sharing, check out the Apple Support page.

When you use Family Sharing, you and your family can share money and storage space. If you have an iCloud account, you can share the same storage plan with up to six family members who each have their own account. They can all use the same purchases from the App Store, Apple TV, Apple Books, or iTunes Store. When your kids spend money, you can approve it right away from your iPhone, iPad, or iPod touch. One credit card can be used for all of your family's shopping. You can help your family find lost things by giving them your location.

Recovery of a lost or forgotten account

If you lost your password, what should you do now? You can add a trusted friend or family member to your "recovery contact." You can also set up a password recovery key to get back in.

There are desktop programs that you can use on your MacBook Pro right now. You can also use them to search your computer and the web, organize your data, and so on, as well.

This is the main menu of the app. It is possible to have a lot of different apps and windows open at the same time. It shows the name of the app that is currently running in bold, and then the menus that are only for that app. A new app's name and menus in the menu bar change when you switch apps or open a new window in another app. To figure out if the app you're looking for is running or not, look at the app menu. The menu bar for help. When you need help with your MacBook Pro, the menu bar is always there to help you out. Make sure you open the Finder in the Dock. Then, in the menu bar above, choose Help. Then choose macOS Help. You can also use the search bar and choose from the results that show up. Open the app and choose Help from the Help menu.

Stacks are a great way to keep track of things. Files can be piled on top of each other on your desktop to help you keep your desktop clean and your files organized (by kind, date, or tag). Click the stack to open its contents, or hover your pointer over the stack to see thumbnail images of the files that make up the stack. To see what's inside, click or hover your pointer over the stack. To make stacks on your desktop, go to the desktop menu and choose View > Use Stacks from the list. View > Group Stacks By and choose from the drop-down menu. Add new files to the desktop, and they will be placed in the right stacks as they are added. The Mac OS User Guide has a section called Stack files that helps you better organize your files.
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
