German subway systems (U-Bahn)


There are four U-Bahn systems in Germany, underground railways, namely in Berlin, Hamburg, Munich and Nuremberg; These are all run by the transit authorities in the city. We also include the Stadtbahn U-Bahn in Frankfurt even though it is not really an U-Bahn.


In 1882, the growing number of steam-powered trains around Berlin prompted the Prussian State Railways to construct separate rail tracks for suburban traffic. The Berliner Stadtbahn connected Berlin's eight intercity rail stations which were spread throughout the city.


The second suburban railroad was the Hamburg-Altonaer Stadt- und Vorortbahn connecting Hamburg with Altona and Blankenese. The Altona office of the Prussian State Railroad established the steam powered railroad in 1906.
