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	he book “The Reward of Inheritance” is a full package that reveals our real estate in Christ, how we get there, the battles involved to manifest the ultimate expectation that God has designed for the body of Christ through the Holy Gift He provided for her. It reveals the wisdom of God that should guide our daily lives because this impacts on the image of the status that Christ has carved for us through the Abrahamic covenant. The work of the Patriarchs of our faith lays a golden glaze on our Christian faith because that is the foundation that carries the body of Christ. We that were no people have now become the people of God. Our engraftment into the covenant family is no mean feat, but an arduous work of faith which we are only called into to our benefits. We appropriate the benefits on earth whenever apply for its benevolence.


	Christianity and victorious Christian living would have no place on earth if Israel of God did not find favor before God among the nations. The Israel nation is the anchorage that brought us to the glorious home of the body of Christ. God decided to take a people for Himself of all nations because of the dark cloud of iniquities that have made a grip on humanity due to the works of the devil. He went searching and found a man Terah whose seed could be a springboard to launch a new species of a re-created people to establish His covenant relationship. Abraham became the seed, and he was willing to obey the Lord for that purpose. As Abraham found the purpose for his life, the purpose rubbed on his children because he was desirous to enforce the ultimate will of God on his children.


	“For I know him, that he will command his children and his household after him, and they shall keep the way of the LORD, to do justice and judgment; that the LORD may bring upon Abraham that which he hath spoken of him,” Genesis 18:19 (KJV).


	Generational care of the covenant is the foundation that transfers God’s relationship to us and engrafts us into the covenant children of the promise. Abraham is the grandfather of Israel who through his faithful walk with God brought grace upon the Israelites to earn an international reputation as the nation under God or the Nation of God.


	“Or hath God assayed to go and take him a nation from the midst of another nation, by temptations, by signs, and by wonders, and by war, and by a mighty hand, and by a stretched out arm, and by great terrors, according to all that the LORD your God did for you in Egypt before your eyes?” Deuteronomy 4:34(KJV).


	God is still in the business of taking a nation from the midst of another nation. In a world full of iniquities and wickedness, God always has a people, and people are even being recruited daily for Him. The application of the selection grace of God is what brings humanity to the kiss of “The Reward of Inheritance” because the inheritance came by transference through the labor of our faithful benefactor and progenitor, Abraham. So before one can take hold or enjoy this inheritance, one must be engrafted into the family of the inheritance by adoption. The message of “The Stock of Israel” in chapter one of this book dwells on the qualification for the inheritance.


	The promise to Abraham was a peep into what would happen, and that was delivered with an oath. 	“And hast brought forth thy people Israel out of the land of Egypt with signs, and with wonders, and with a strong hand, and with a stretched out arm, and with great terror,” Jeremiah 32:21 (KJV). 


	The Israelites enjoyed all of these benevolences of God to bequeath same to all generations of those who will seek God because the promise was not for them alone, but for as many, that will be willing to embrace the Abrahamic covenant to exploit the benefits. However, the Abrahamic blessing has a commitment which many that desire it must make. The promise has land that carries it, and until they get there, they cannot enjoy the same. The entrance into the land of the hope is the reason for the war of the inheritance. In Egypt, there was a hand that would not allow them to go and on the way to go, there were many confederacies that would not allow them passage. 


	 


	 


	This details the wars of Canaan in chapter two. However, for those who may not have tasted wars of Canaan, God said that He was reserving eights wars for them in Canaan. These were the wars that the children of the inheritance (Land of Canaan) must fight. The privilege of the legacy handed over to us does not preclude the fight of the estate.That is, those who must claim the inheritance must fight wars.


	“These are the nations that the Lord left in the land to test those Israelites who had not experienced the wars of Canaan. He did this to teach warfare to generations of Israelites who had no experience in battle,” Judges 3:1, 2 (NLT).


	Chapter two presented a full eight battles that the contemporary Israelites of God must fight and also provided eight strategies to win those battles that constitute the wars of Canaan.


	In all of the desires to make the inheritance, there is the strength that the inheritance relishes on before taking possession of it is a possibility. To capture the inheritance, the trophy power is the Holy Spirit. From the shelf of the Holy Spirit, one can access this incredible weapon and energy that gives the zeal to actualize the demands of the inheritance on the beneficiaries. This energy or strength also determines how we relate to life to fulfill the inheritance we have received through Abraham. So chapter three and four are dedicated to the” Spirit of Might” and “Whatsoever Ye Do” respectively.


	The inheritance has demands on time as much as the activities of the earth so depend on time. It means that the heritage is time-dependent. God spoke to Abraham at a time when the promise would come to pass. 


	 


	“And he said unto Abram, Know of a surety that thy seed shall be a stranger in a land that is not theirs, and shall serve them; and they shall afflict them four hundred years” Genesis 15:13 (KJV).


	It is in this vein that for us to enjoy the inheritance, we must be timely because the inheritance is timely. The heritage we possess in Christ must also have the capacity to be transferred the same way Abraham transferred the blessing to us. If that is the case, then there is need to groom our children in the ways of the Lord; preparing them for the inheritance. If the estate must be transferred to our children’s children, then we must grow the inheritance and sustain the legacy. The inheritance can only be improved and sustained when we groom our children in the lifestyle of the inheritance. The time and growth of the inheritance are well detailed in chapter five and six respectively.

You must not defer the opportunity this book gracefully offers you in actualizing the destiny God has provided for you in Christ Jesus. This book is companioned with “Prayer Handbook for the Reward of Inheritance” for you to run the inheritance to the end with a positive result. The Prayer Handbook is designed as a companion to this book to win the inheritance war. Since the publication reveals the strategies of winning the war, the weapon of the war is in the same measure needed to appropriate the blessing of the inheritance. Winning the war is the purpose that the Prayer Handbook serves in conjunction with this book. Please use them together to make your way a successful one.


	The flow in the prayer list goes along with the revelations as you read this book. It is advice that you read the book meditatively, not as a leisure book, but certainly as a book that conveys the solution that God has provided in His word which can tackle significant destiny crises. The prayers are listed for each chapter of the book. You need to read and pray along for each section so that you can catch the bloat of the message. Chapter One
THE STOCK OF ISRAEL
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	hatever that cannot be sustained cannot be inherited, so sustenance is a precursor to an inheritance. Inheritance also is transferable and can transcend generations if it is well-grown and preserved. It could also be improved or downgraded depending on the character of the inheritor. Sustainability of the benefits of the Abrahamic covenant or otherwise dwells mostly on the actors of the inheritance.


	Every inheritance has a tie or relationship connect which bears or confers the inheritance on the inheritor. The relationship here is vital to claim an inheritance and must be understandably enforced by the law that guides inheritance. The inheritance tie might be a family tie by birth or adoption. It might also be by conjugal commitment or a documented will of the benefactor to any chosen beneficiary of his choice: these give legal claim to any inheritance. There must be evidence, in any way one wishes, to have inheritance claim on any property.


	“And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the Lord appeared to Abram, and said unto him, I am the Almighty God; walk before me, and be thou perfect. And I will make my covenant between me and thee, and will multiply thee exceedingly. And Abram fell on his face: and God talked with him, saying, as for me, behold, my covenant is with thee, and thou shalt be a father of many nations. Neither shall thy name any more be called Abram, but thy name shall be Abraham; for a father of many nations have I made thee. And I will make thee exceeding fruitful, and I will make nations of thee, and kings shall come out of thee. And I will establish my covenant between me and thee and thy seed after thee in their generations for an everlasting covenant, to be a God unto thee, and to thy seed after thee. And I will give unto thee, and to thy seed after thee, the land wherein thou art a stranger, all the land of Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and I will be their God,” Genesis 17:1-8 (KJV).


	In the above Bible passage, God had established a relationship with Abraham before He made the commitment of the inheritance on him (Abraham). The association was strung on the admonition of “being perfect”. Every relationship has conditions and agreements or understanding. To Abraham as a precondition for the covenant, he must be a perfect man because he was dwelling among imperfect people. God wanted Abraham to lead a life of excellence or distinction: a life irreproachable.


	“Can two walk together, except they be agreed? ,” Amos 3:3 (KJV).


	“Then said I, Woe is me! For I am undone; because I am a man of unclean lips, and I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips: for mine eyes have seen the King, the Lord of hosts,” Isaiah 6:5 (KJV).


	God is love. But the show of God’s love and dealing with humanity is harped upon the minimum condition of love for God. This does not negate the Love of God for us while we were yet sinners (Romans 5:8): this is the salvation love of God for all. But to be used of God you must develop a love for God.


	Abraham had to sever off the practices and characters of the people who have chosen not to fear the Lord and whose methods God who has called him hates. This has to be reiterated to him to understand the inheritance business God has called him into. This Abrahamic calling was not for him alone; but a generational calling that lays the foundation for the universal inheritance of all who shall call on the name of the Lord from a pure heart.


	This business of inheritance has a serious thing to do with names, and character. God introduced Himself to Abraham that He is the JEHOVAH EL SHADDAI (God Almighty) that he needed to walk correctly before Him. Abraham’s imperfection was hindering God in establishing His Almightiness as far as the covenant and the calling were concerned. So Abraham needed to sort that out. Also, the name of God over him prejudiced against the human name he was known because it was blowing fans of limitation on the generational promise: so Abraham’s name was changed from Abram to Abraham to favor the destiny he carries for generations upcoming.


	This encounter of God with Abraham in Genesis chapter seventeen tells us about the importance of a name and the character that qualifies one to be engrafted into the inheritance family-the stock of Israel. The name change has the power to drive away imperfection and all eternal hindrances in Abraham and all his faithful descendants to who belongs the promise.


	“Nevertheless the foundation of God standeth sure, having this seal; The Lord knoweth them that are his. And, Let everyone that nameth the name of Christ depart from iniquity, 2Timithy 2:19(KJV).


	“Though a sinner do evil an hundred times, and his days be prolonged, yet surely I know that it shall be well with them that fear God, which fear before him: Ecclesiastes 8:12 (KJV)”


	The promise of God (Genesis 17) was to Abraham and his descendants: this is the foundation for the inheritance. The descendants of Abraham must have relationship tie with Abraham; character change that reflects the estate and a name change that reflects the inheritance value and the Almightiness of God. So it is not of the place you are but the character and the personality you carry; Jesus Christ that is formed in you is the key to this adoption into the Abrahamic covenant.


	 “...For they are not all Israel, which are of Israel,” Romans 9:6 (KJV)


	“That at that time ye were without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of Israel, and strangers from the covenants of promise, having no hope, and without God in the world:  But now in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of Christ. Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellow citizens with the saints, and of the household of God,” Ephesians 2:12, 13, 19 (KJV) 


	The Abrahamic covenant belongs to the tribes of Israel and to all others that love God, who are called the spiritual Israelites. God spoke to Abraham that through him all the nations of the earth shall be blessed. This blessing shall be upon the person(s) in any nation who shall fear the Lord.This is the ticket that qualifies your entrance into the stock of Israel.


	“But in every nation, he that feareth him, and worketh righteousness, is accepted with him,” Acts 10:35 (KJV).


	The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom and knowledge (Proverbs 1:7).The fear of God makes you depart from evil and makes you walk with God into the group: Stock of Israel; household of faith or the Commonwealth of Israel. You then belong to the descendants of Abraham to whom are the inheritance and promise.


	Faith is an instrument that distinguishes people from the ordinary. The faith eyes see the extraordinary things that logic cannot explain.Faith is a fruit of the Holy Spirit (Galatians 5:22).So for you to belong to the stock of Israel, you must possess the gift of the Holy Spirit whose presence in you yields the fruit of the Spirit, faith among others.


	“Know ye therefore that they which are of faith, the same are the children of Abraham,” Galatians 3:7 (KJV).


	“Therefore it is of faith, that it might be by grace; to the end the promise might be sure to all the seed; not to that only which is of the law, but to that also which is of the faith of Abraham; who is the father of us all,” Romans 4:16 (KJV).


	Citizenship can be lost; that is what Jesus told the Pharisees when they boasted to Him that they belonged to the stock of Abraham by genealogy. But Jesus’ response (John 8:39) conveys a more profound message that the fruit you bear defines your citizenship, not your pedigree or place of birth.


	 “Therefore say I unto you, the kingdom of God shall be taken from you, and given to a nation bringing forth the fruits thereof,” Matthew 21:43 (KJV).


	“They answered and said unto him, Abraham is our father. Jesus saith unto them, If ye were Abraham's children, ye would do the works of Abraham,” John 8:39 (KJV).


	WORKS OF ABRAHAM


	“But in every nation he that feareth him, and worketh righteousness, is accepted with him, Acts 10:35 (KJV)”.


	Seeing that the commitment of God grew from a level of a promise to a level of an oath deposed to by God Himself would show that Abraham had some sterling and pleasing lifestyle that stimulated all of God’s commitments. God would have seen something special in Abraham that He empowered him to possess and by the grace of election chose to accept Abraham at that minimum qualification he attained in Harran before the call of God came to him to depart his father’s land. Let’s forage into Abraham’s lifestyle and relationship with God; the works that earned Abraham God’s attention.


	

		WORKS OF SEPARATION AND OBEDIENCE





	Abraham was resident in the city of Ur with the father, Terah, which is the present day Iraq. It was known for the worship of the Moon-god as at the time Terah (Abraham’s father), Abraham (then Abram) and wife and Haran’s son, Lot decided to leave Ur for Canaan. The choice of leaving Ur for Canaan was a decision taken by Terah, the father of Abraham (Genesis 11: 31, 32). When they encamped in Haran, the father Terah died in Haran. Then God spoke to Abraham to continue on that journey, separate from his kindred and his father’s house and depart Haran to a land God would show him to dwell. Abraham couldn’t have been a worshipper of idols when God asked him to leave his father’s house in Haran (present-day Turkey). He wanted an incorruptible seed that He can call his own with Abraham as the father of that generation. So Abraham needed to separate from his father’s land to a land God would show him.


	“Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you,” 2 Corinthians 6:17 (KJV).


	“Depart ye, depart ye, go ye out from thence, touch no unclean thing; go ye out of the midst of her; be ye clean, that bear the vessels of the LORD ,” Isaiah 52:11 (KJV).


	The testimony that God wanted a brand new family and nation that will fear Him was revealed when He visited Abraham in Genesis chapter eighteen verse nineteen. God wanted Abraham to be separated from people that could endanger his relationship with His God so that the intended purpose of God for him could swing freely without the evil influence.


	“For I know him, that he will command his children and his household after him, and they shall keep the way of the LORD, to do justice and judgment; that the LORD may bring upon Abraham that which he hath spoken of him,” Genesis 18:19 (KJV).


	One silent and salient fact, in the account of Genesis chapter eleven, is the fact that the voyage from Ur to Canaan was one which was mandated and championed by Abraham’s father, Terah. Terah as the father of the family decided to relocate from Ur to Canaan with some of the family members. God wanted separation from the father’s genealogy by Abraham, so the instruction to move from Haran was delayed until Terah was called home. If Terah had been the one who led Abraham to Canaan, Canaan would have been a family land of Terah, and the descendants would have been of Terah than of Abraham.  God ensured the first separation of Terah.


	In Genesis chapter twelve verses one to three, an explicit instruction from God came to Abraham:


	“Now the LORD had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy father's house, unto a land that I will shew thee: And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing: And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed,” Genesis 12:1-3 (KJV).


	Separation from his country was obeyed as instructed by God, but Lot who was from his father’s house and kindred were still on the destiny voyage of Abraham. There must be a separation of Lot before the obedience of Abraham would seem to be complete. Complete compliance is paramount in your walk with God to fully benefit from the inheritance.


	“And there was a strife between the herdmen of Abram's cattle and the herdmen of Lot's cattle: and the Canaanite and the Perizzite dwelled then in the land. And Abram said unto Lot, Let there be no strife, I pray thee, between me and thee, and between my herdmen and thy herdmen; for we be brethren. Is not the whole land before thee? Separate thyself, I pray thee, from me: if thou wilt take the left hand, then I will go to the right; or if thou depart to the right hand, then I will go to the left ,” Genesis 13:7-9(KJV).


	 So at last Abraham’s condition for complete obedience was achieved and God showed up to re-enact His commitment and re-assure him of His obligation to Abraham’s genealogy and covenant.


	“And the LORD said unto Abram, after that Lot was separated from him, Lift up now thine eyes, and look from the place where thou art northward, and southward, and eastward, and westward: For all the land which thou seest, to thee will I give it, and to thy seed forever ,” Genesis 13:14,15 (KJV).


	From this account, it shows that walking in disobedience is averse to making progress in life. Abraham solicited that Lot should choose wherever he likes and then he will walk the other way. This is wonderful. It was sure to Abraham that the covenant blessing is only active in obedience and the land or position does not matter because when obedience is complete, the obedience will summon the blessing of the covenant to act and speak its works. Lot chose the part that was better in his eyes; immediately the blessing upon Abraham summoned by obedience spoke out. This is all that you need to prosper: obey God entirely, and all circumstances around you will abide by the grace upon your head. The blessing starts from the place of obedience irrespective of where you are.


	

		WORKS OF PEACE





	“….that the purpose of God according to election might stand, not of works, but of him that calleth ,” Romans 9:11b (KJV).


	“And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose,”
 Romans 8:28 (KJV).


	Abraham demonstrated a rare character in the handling of the dispute between him and Lot as regards the herdsmen. Lot was younger than him, and if it were in this generation, Abraham would have chosen where to go and asked Lot to go to the other side, but he did otherwise. Abraham understood that the purpose of God is apparently by election and the role he has to play is to make his calling and election sure by following the way of peace. The knowledge of God in you should be able to multiply peace and grace in you, which is a foundation for fulfilling your election (2 Peter 1:2).


	“Follow peace with all men, and holiness, without which no man shall see the Lord,” Hebrew 12:14 (KJV).


	“Let us therefore follow after the things which make for peace, and things wherewith one may edify another,” Romans 14:19 (KJV).


	The purpose of God will not be fulfilled in your life except you live in peace. The substance of your destiny can only be delivered to you in exercising peaceful atmosphere at all times as the grace of God over your life will permit. This is so because the Holy Spirit that enforces the inheritance does so in an atmosphere of peace and joy.


	“And the God of peace shall bruise Satan under your feet shortly. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you. Amen,” Romans 16:20 (KJV).


	“For God is not the author of confusion, but of peace, as in all churches of the saints,” 1 Corinthians 14:33(KJV).


	To Abraham, possessing the good land without the grace and peace of God is the same as possessing the evil land. When the grace of God and His peace abound in you, the evil land will yield her goodness because the fruit of the ground is the product of the election of grace over your life. So it did not matter to him for Lot to choose first. He was not greedy; God, the commander- in- chief ensured that Abraham got what his destiny prescribes according to the purpose of election. 


	By any and all means maintain household peace.


	

		WORKS OF FAITH





	Men of faith are men of peace with God and with fellow men. They also exercise great joy through the power of the Holy Spirit. This was a great virtue which Abraham used when he sorted the dispute with Lot’s herdsmen with his. He would have decided to let Lot choose the remnant after his choice of the land, but his understanding that the blessing over a man’s life is what makes him blessed and not the place or what the man does. He decided that Lot should first choose where he loved to go, and then, he took the other portion of the land after Lot’s choice. This was faith at work in deference to resolute trust in God. The power of faith was at work in Abraham. He had steadfast confidence in God because he knew Whom he believed that in spite of this rivalry, God would keep and bring to pass what He had promised him and trusted Him so to fulfill (2 Timothy 1:12).


	“Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us,” Ephesians 3:20 (KJV).


	“But thou shalt remember the LORD thy God: for it is he that giveth thee power to get wealth, that he may establish his covenant which he sware unto thy fathers, as it is this day,” Deuteronomy 8:18 (KJV)


	This is what I call the POWER OF THE BLESSING. Power is significant to the survival of our inheritance. There is no inheritance without the power of the inheritance. This power confers on you the use and possession of the estate. Abraham was confident that He who had promised was able to do exceedingly as long as the power of the blessing was conferred on him by God and so remain. So the choice of where to stay would not determine the blessing, but the power of the blessing would do. So it is better to pray and say that the Lord blesses you with the blessing and the power of the blessing. This makes it a complete prayer that defiles every strategy of the devil to rob you of the blessing. Sometimes what the devil contends with and for is the power of the blessing and not the blessing. A man who loses a good job and gets another one is because he misses a blessing, but not the power of the blessing. So the power of the blessing was able to churn out another excellent opportunity for him.


	“Therefore it is of faith, that it might be by grace; to the end the promise might be sure to all the seed; not to that only which is of the law, but to that also which is of the faith of Abraham; who is the father of us all, (As it is written, I have made thee a father of many nations,) before him whom he believed, even God, who quickeneth the dead, and calleth those things which be not as though they were. Who against hope believed in hope, that he might become the father of many nations; according to that which was spoken, So shall thy seed be. And being not weak in faith, he considered not his own body now dead, when he was about an hundred years old, neither yet the deadness of Sara's womb: He staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was strong in faith, giving glory to God; And being fully persuaded that, what he had promised, he was able also to perform,” Romans 4:16-21 (KJV).


	Abraham was full of persuasions of what God said He would do. He did not stagger at the promise of God because of the faith he had in God. He believed God that though the natural sequence with women had lain on Sarah, the supernatural could revive the womb to give birth.


	 God is a miracle worker and that Abraham knew very well. He had to keep trusting God for everything, including the promise (Isaac) in his hand. Abraham knew God could plead the cause of his life and that of the promise (Isaac). So God demanding for Isaac to be sacrificed was not a big deal with him because God who gave him assurance knew how to make it good. He willingly yielded to offer Isaac to the God that created him. God cannot be helped to fulfill His promise. He is sufficient in Himself. He cannot be helped like Baal, which cannot plead for it.


	“And it came to pass the same night, that the LORD said unto him, Take thy father's young bullock, even the second bullock of seven years old, and throw down the altar of Baal that thy father hath, and cut down the grove that is by it. Then the men of the city said unto Joash, Bring out thy son, that he may die: because he hath cast down the altar of Baal, and because he hath cut down the grove that was by it. And Joash said unto all that stood against him, Will ye plead for Baal? Will ye save him? He that will plead for him, let him be put to death whilst it is yet morning: if he be a god, let him plead for himself, because one hath cast down his altar,” Judges 6:25, 30, and 31 (KJV).


	“By faith Abraham, when he was tried, offered up Isaac: and he that had received the promises offered up his only begotten son. Of whom it was said, that in Isaac shall thy seed be called: Accounting that God was able to raise him up, even from the dead; from whence also he received him in a figure,” Hebrew 11:17-19(KJV).


	By faith Abraham who knew not where the Promised Land was left the father’s house and went to land, God was to show him. He followed God without knowing where he was going. This is an excellent work of faith. How often we justify the instructions of God by our way of rational thinking. God’s ways are past finding out. They may seem to be illogical and inconsequential, but all depends on it. He followed God in obedience.


	“By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into a place which he should after receive for an inheritance, obeyed; and he went out, not knowing whither he went. By faith he sojourned in the land of promise, as in a strange country, dwelling in tabernacles with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise: For he looked for a city which hath foundations, whose builder and maker is God,” Hebrew 11:8-10 (KJV).


	

		WORKS OF GODLY ALTARS





	Abraham’s obedience to God’s instruction had a boost when he finally arrived where God wanted him to be. God appeared to him in the land he had instructed him to be and re-affirmed His commitment to the Abrahamic pursuit and covenant.


	”And Abram passed through the land unto the place of Sichem, unto the plain of Moreh. And the Canaanite was then in the land. And the LORD appeared unto Abram, and said, Unto thy seed will I give this land: and there builded he an altar unto the LORD, who appeared unto him,” Genesis 12:6, 7 (KJV).


	Abraham got to the land and found the Canaanites in the land. He did not worship in the area according to their worships, but he raised altars to the Lord to worship the God of heaven. He was not ashamed to be called worshipper of the God of heaven. The altars Abraham reared up for God in the land of the promise were to pose as a reminder of the covenant with God and also to enforce the contract of transfer of ownership of the lands to Abraham and his descendants. They also serve as traces and paths of God’s courting with the destiny of a man whom God chose for Himself. The altars all over Canaan serve as the trajectory of God’s dealing with a man beloved of God. At such points, the heaven was already attentive to the demands of the inheritance as it affects Abraham and the descendants. You will also remember that these places that Abraham raised altars of God were also around the areas that the rest of the Patriarchs had divine encounters with God. You need to watch it when you have taken upon several tasks, done many things and in the midst of all of these, you have not heard from God concerning you and the purpose of your life. How far have you journeyed without a contribution from God? You need to examine yourself. If for any reason Abraham or any of the Patriarchs choose to return on the same trajectory, at any of these altars, they will remember the contribution and dealings of God at that spot with them because God would definitely speak at that point.


	“And Jacob said, O God of my father Abraham, and God of my father Isaac, the LORD which saidst unto me, Return unto thy country, and to thy kindred, and I will deal well with thee: I am not worthy of the least of all the mercies, and of all the truth, which thou hast shewed unto thy servant; for with my staff I passed over this Jordan; and now I am become two bands. Deliver me, I pray thee, from the hand of my brother, from the hand of Esau: for I fear him, lest he will come and smite me, and the mother with the children. And thou saidst, I will surely do thee good, and make thy seed as the sand of the sea, which cannot be numbered for multitude,” Genesis 32:9-12 (KJV).


	These serve as landmarks of the acts of God on his journey to fulfilling the purpose of God. In your entire walk with God, you don’t have a documented evidence of God’s dealing with you.


	“And the LORD said unto Moses, Write this for a memorial in a book, and rehearse it in the ears of Joshua: for I will utterly put out the remembrance of Amalek from under heaven. And Moses built an altar, and called the name of it Jehovahnissi: For he said, Because the LORD hath sworn that the LORD will have war with Amalek from generation to generation,” Exodus 17:14-16 (KJV).


	 At any time of straying away or times of doubts and fear, these landmarks will remind and reaffirm the faithfulness of God and absolute statements of confirmation and encouragement will be sufficient to aid you on. The altars reared up by Abraham and the Patriarchs unclad the land and the atmosphere over the land from the control and power of iniquity. The altars made the fulfillment of the covenant easier. Abraham did not live the life of pretense or double standard. Though he mingled with the people, his lifestyle still reflected a unique species among vast workers of iniquities.


	“Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven ,” Matthew 5:16 (KJV).


	Godliness and contentment is a significant gain (1Timothy 6:6). Abraham in raising altars was destroying every altar built for the devil in the land that was given to his lineage to possess. He was installing the rulership and dominion of God in the nation. This dominion will allow the will of God to be established because of God’s presence in the nation. The altars serve as symbols of ownership and relationship between a man chosen of God and God who is committed to fulfilling His promise to that man of godliness. The presence of God’s altars is the symbol of acceptance of His Lordship and willingness to follow Him in obedience (1 Kings 19:10).  Abraham took possession by raising altars for the Lord in the land of promise. This also means that there must be an altar for every promise of God made to your life. These altars as much as they mark the possessive steps of Abraham in the land, they also serve as attractive centers or force that compels God to act His word according to as He has spoken. There must be an altar of prayer to fulfill the promise of God.


	“And he spake a parable unto them to this end, that men ought always to pray, and not to faint,” Luke 18:1 (KJV).


	Every step of the way that Abraham had across the land of inheritance, he raised a possessive altar as he traversed the land.  Almost the same route Jacob took as he also crossed the land. You cannot possess the place until you raise an altar for God in that place. This was what Abraham did.


	Four recorded altars were raised by Abraham in the scriptures. They are the ones located in Sichem, Hebron, Bethel and Mount Moriah. In the history of Israel, the same places became significant and focal in the operations of God in the nation. This was as a result of an altar raised by the progenitor of Israel, Abraham. Chief among these places of worship was the first altar raised in Sichem. Sichem was the beginning of the journey to the Promised Land. There the confirmation of the promise to Abraham was given. Down the line, God became the God of Israel also in an encounter with Jacob in Sichem 


	“And Jacob journeyed to Succoth, and built him an house, and made booths for his cattle: therefore the name of the place is called Succoth. And Jacob came to Shalem, a city of Shechem, which is in the land of Canaan, when he came from Padanaram; and pitched his tent before the city. And he bought a parcel of a field, where he had spread his tent, at the hand of the children of Hamor, Shechem's father, for an hundred pieces of money. And he erected there an altar, and called it Elelohe Israel,” Genesis 33:17-20 (KJV).


	Each of the altars Abraham made became positions and places of divine encounters with the descendants of Abraham. At every step they take, they will always find those places as places of rest and heaven will attend to their needs as the case of Jacob.


	“And Jacob went out from Beersheba, and went toward Haran. And he lighted upon a certain place, and tarried there all night, because the sun was set; and he took of the stones of that place, and put them for his pillows, and lay down in that place to sleep. And he dreamed, and behold a ladder set up on the earth, and the top of it reached to heaven: and behold the angels of God ascending and descending on it. And, behold, the Lord stood above it, and said, I am the Lord God of Abraham thy father, and the God of Isaac: the land whereon thou liest, to thee will I give it, and to thy seed; And thy seed shall be as the dust of the earth, and thou shalt spread abroad to the west, and to the east, and to the north, and to the south: and in thee and in thy seed shall all the families of the earth be blessed. And, behold, I am with thee, and will keep thee in all places whither thou goest, and will bring thee again into this land; for I will not leave thee, until I have done that which I have spoken to thee of. And Jacob awaked out of his sleep, and he said, surely the Lord is in this place; and I knew it not. And he was afraid, and said, how dreadful this place is! This is none other but the house of God, and this is the gate of heaven. And Jacob rose up early in the morning, and took the stone that he had put for his pillows, and set it up for a pillar, and poured oil upon the top of it. And he called the name of that place Bethel: but the name of that city was called Luz at the first,” Genesis 28:10-19(KJV).
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
