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The
    first contact of miracles with the outside world was full of
    action,
    remarkable changes and intense emotions. With her first breath,
    milagros stopped receiving food through the placenta and, above
    all,
    the oxygen that allowed her to live and develop for nine
    months, the
    air that filled her lungs that until then had been closed and
    to
    which hardly any blood reached. . Immediately, his condition
    was
    assessed by means of a test, the first review was completed by
    determining his weight, height and cranial perimeter. After a
    first
    treatment of the umbilical cord (and a bath if necessary), it
    was
    completed with the taking of the plantar prints and the
    placement of
    a bracelet with its identification data, the milagros baby was
    delivered and deposited on its mother, who experienced a strong
    affective reaction
  




 








  
The
  mother lay on her side, as comfortably as possible, resting her
  head
  and back on the pillows. Miracles placed herself in front of her,
  also on her side, so that they maintained visual contact, and
  also
  allowed her to hold on more easily and for the mother to I could
  enjoy the shots.





  
The
  feelings of the miraculous parents were numerous when they were
  informed that their daughter was born with Down syndrome. Above
  all,
  when they were unaware of this disease, the parents were
  overwhelmed
  by a torrent of sensations, which were not comparable to the
  initial
  joy at conception.





  
Sadness,
  denial, anger, frustration, and even depression, were the main
  signs
  of the parents when they heard the news, they went through
  several
  phases and a common trait in many families would be ignorance.
  They
  did not know what to do, who to turn to or where to find out. The
  contact with other parents who had gone through this experience
  was
  very helpful. They were the ones who could best describe the
  details
  of this experience to the parents of miracles. They provided
  support
  and advice, together with a team of professionals, ready to avoid
  any
  concern. They talked about it among their relatives or with other
  parents and they were aware that stability would come. The secret
  would be to lead a life "as normal as possible, as if their
  daughter did not have Down syndrome." The first month was a
  period of coupling with the baby, we had to caress him, talk to
  him,
  hold him in his arms. It would not be possible to predict what
  her
  future would be like, since it would depend on the education and
  training she received. The development process would probably be
  slower than that of other minors, but suffering from this
  alteration
  "meant an added difficulty, not a life sentence." During
  the growth stage, their health and education had to be attended
  to,
  mainly, but stimulation was also important to favor integration.
  The
  obligations of the little miracles were never forgotten, it was
  necessary to avoid falling into the temptation of doing things
  for
  her because the demands had to be proportional to her ability to
  meet
  them. In short, it was about forming a mature and responsible
  adult,





  
When
  he grew up, the choice of school was considered, the fundamental
  factor that was taken into account was the need for some support
  in
  the classroom or an adaptation of the school contents. The
  advantages
  of an educational center that favored integration were once again
  his
  priorities, growth in an environment of tolerance and diversity
  was
  essential. For this, it was beneficial that he participate in
  extracurricular activities, "where he could play and have fun
  with his classmates." One should not be carried away by the
  negative opinions of others", but rather "inform oneself
  and stay informed", the psychologists recommended that a person
  with Down syndrome should tend to promote their autonomy so that
  they
  are independent. A basic aspect for this would be allow miracles
  to
  make their own decisions.





  
One
  of the priorities of the milagros parents was to ensure that
  their
  energies were focused on ensuring that their daughter with
  intellectual disabilities reached the highest possible levels of
  autonomy and independence throughout her life, from birth until
  she
  reached adulthood and throughout her life. the aging.




 







  
 


  

    

      

        

          
When
          Milagros was born, the parents knew that children were
          not born with
          instructions or a need, the secret lay in applying common
          sense and
          the strategy was none other than to love the girl above
          exhaustion,
          stress and despair. As parents of three children, they
          knew what it
          was like not to sleep at night for months and how
          incompatible it was
          in this country to reconcile work and family life, they
          knew that
          children did not cry to bother them but because they are
          having a
          hard time and what they want was being with their
          parents, especially
          with the mother, a defender of breastfeeding, did not
          agree with the
          idea that the children spend many hours in the nursery,
          except when
          it was strictly necessary.
        
      
    
  




 








  
Natural
  upbringing encompassed actions such as responding to the cry of
  miracles, listening to her, trying to be with her without fear of
  spoiling her, etc. And, on the other hand, although I normally
  include breastfeeding, a mother who does not breastfeed can also
  raise her child naturally.




 








  
Parents
  knew and understood that spoiling is raising badly. Spoiling
  wasn't
  holding her in her arms a lot, being with her a lot or singing a
  lot
  of songs to her. Spoiling was ignoring her, abandoning
  her….




 








  
There
  was no one way to raise a child well and there was no one way to
  raise a child badly. What annoyed the mother and many parents was
  that there were people on the one hand who had good ideas who
  were
  deceived and made to believe otherwise: "The father would take
  her in his arms, but he didn't because they said he was spoiling
  ”
  or “he would put her in bed with them when she cried but she
  wouldn't because they told her she would have sleep problems all
  her
  life”. People who are sacrificing themselves doing things that
  deep
  down bother them and are not natural, that they don't like but
  they
  do it to follow the rules that other people set. And, on the
  other
  hand, there are those who make decisions that they may regret
  over
  time because they do not have all the data in the equation to be
  able
  to decide. If they told you:




 








  
The
  parents of miracles had no problems. But if they explained to you
  that in most Western countries the maximum number of babies per
  caregiver in a nursery was legally four, in others three and in
  Spain
  it is eight... the conclusion parents would reach would be
  different.
  It was about reflecting on how much money could be spent on a
  car,
  how much on a vacation, how much to buy an apartment on the beach
  and
  how much to raise your child.




 








  
Socialization
  did not need nurseries at all because young children do not
  socialize
  from the outset. It was from the age of approximately three when
  they
  begin to play with each other. And that could be done elsewhere.
  Many
  times we think that children change because we educate them and
  in
  some respects it is, without a doubt, but most of the changes
  that
  children experience are due to growing up. At two years old they
  say
  some things, at five others and at twelve others.

Grandparents
  were the best thing after parents. It was very positive that the
  grandparents participated a lot in the life of miracles. Being
  separated from her mother for seven hours, surely for a
  two-year-old
  it was better to be with her grandparents than to spend up to
  seven
  hours in daycare, her friends recommended that she spend seven
  hours
  with her grandparents because what the girl really she would need
  was
  to be with her parents, especially her mother. The parents
  quickly
  learned that the question of who do you love more, your mom or
  your
  dad, is superfluous.




 








  
All
  children need to have an affective bond with a specific person,
  according to the theory it is called "primary figure", and
  in practice it is called mom. She may not be the mother and a
  child
  may establish her primary bond with the grandmother, the father….
  What is certain is that there is only one primary, the rest are
  secondary. The father, if he works a little, can enjoy the first
  places among the secondary, but he has to work. They cannot
  pretend
  that their children love them very much because it is their role
  as a
  son. If the father wanted to have an active role he would have to
  devote time to miracles. But like everything in this life, the
  more
  hours he dedicated to it, the better he would come out. Both
  things
  would be necessary, spending a lot of time with the girl and that
  this time was quality. Then, with time, the children need more of
  the
  father.




 








  
Children
  are in love with their mothers and you have to know that a
  separation
  with the mother for so many hours has the consequences of making
  the
  child angry, hitting a slap...




 








  
When
  they got married everything was fine, they were clear that single
  life was over, they didn't know why they didn't tell her that
  when
  you have a child you have to have a couple's farewell in the last
  month of pregnancy.




 








  
They
  knew that before, parents took it for granted, they already knew
  that
  having a child meant staying up all night, and it never occurred
  to
  anyone that this was a medical problem that had to be consulted
  with
  a pediatrician. In any case, they still asked the adult doctor
  for
  vitamins to support those nights. But, of course, some
  expectations
  had been created... the parents have been told on the one hand
  that
  the children have to sleep alone and at night, the maternal
  grandparents of miracles, for example, did not know that.
  Milagros's
  parents slept with her parents until she was six years old,
  therefore
  they did not know that they had to sleep alone and since there
  was no
  other room in the house... On the other hand, a fear had been
  created, the parents were told that "If the child does not do
  this in this way, he will have problems when he is older, he will
  never get out of his parents' bed…” and everyone worries. But it
  was not true that babies have to sleep alone -because it was very
  clear that Milagros likes to sleep in company-. How can you pay
  more
  attention to what you read in a book than what you see every day
  with
  your own eyes. It is instinct reinforced by observation. Mothers
  write to me and tell me “when I leave the child in the crib, he
  cries and only calms down when I take him in my arms”. She has
  already found the solution. No one would complain or be surprised
  if
  I recommended some homeopathic pills to calm them down or give
  them a
  massage... so why does it cause so much trouble accepting that
  the
  baby calms down at the breast and when held? It always gives the
  impression that it is a disgrace, nobody says: that's wonderful,
  every time my son wakes up I put him to bed and he goes back to
  sleep
  right away. It's an easy, cheap solution.




 








  
If
  milagros woke up many times at night, the problem was that they
  had
  to get up in the morning to go to work because then the baby
  milagros
  was still sleeping. All babies end up sleeping the hours they
  need
  and if they don't sleep at night they will sleep during the
  day.




 








  
They
  knew that when you have children you don't sleep the same,
  although
  that would not mean that they lay worse. The father remembered
  the
  mother of miracles that there was a time when he would wake up to
  spend the night with my children but he did not remember it as a
  moment of despair. That was like when I went out at night, the
  question was: what good or bad had happened?




 








  
The
  father believed that routines were not necessary and convenient
  for
  the development of miracles and it would be necessary to see if
  his
  life was easier with routines. He was convinced that routines
  were
  not necessary because children would adapt to many different
  things,
  just like adults. That is why he believed that if he had to help
  his
  children in their education at all, it was not having routines.
  He
  wanted to have an adaptable daughter, not a daughter who had
  routines.
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Milagros
  suffered from Down syndrome but was able to lead a normal life,
  but
  it was not yet possible due to the lack of educational, social
  and
  work integration. The organizations that worked with her to
  promote
  her integration continued to raise awareness of the importance of
  improving her quality of life and achieving her social, labor and
  educational inclusion. However, despite the learning problems,
  the
  will and effort of the girl with this syndrome put into her
  education
  determined her preparation for the world of work was the same as
  that
  of any other student. The problem was that she was faced with
  mixed
  messages. On the one hand, she had high expectations about a
  future
  of social inclusion, but, at the same time, there was a reduction
  in
  support.




 








  

    
Family
    members and other members close to milagros had to help her
    reach
    levels of independence sufficient to make her own decisions and
    lead
    a normal life. They tended to protect her, but both the minor
    and the
    adults with Down syndrome, especially the latter, demanded the
    opposite: help to lead a normal life where they made their own
    decisions.
  




 








  
Often,
  the news is unexpected and, at first, it is unknown how to act
  and
  how to face the future. But the parents of a minor with Down
  syndrome
  have various aids to solve possible unknowns. Numerous
  associations
  distributed throughout the country give support and advice to
  parents
  so that children grow up in a normal environment, without feeling
  different. They help them achieve the highest levels of autonomy
  possible.




 








  
The
  parents of miracles knew that until the situation was accepted,
  it
  would be difficult to face it and implement the necessary
  mechanisms
  to find success. The parents accepted her responsibility for her
  daughter's future, but they did not take her exclusive
  reins.




 










  
It
  would be essential to give the same treatment to all children,
  without distinction, so that each one was aware of their virtues
  and
  limitations. In addition, the siblings were "a fundamental
  source of learning", they promoted interpersonal relationships
  and enhanced the ability to make decisions.





  
Parents
  were the ones who would allow independence to a greater extent.
  The
  protection would achieve the opposite effect and, therefore, it
  was
  convenient to apply it in a fair measure in the relationship with
  his
  siblings, the parents had to control their fears and treat
  miracles
  as an adult. Several associations supported the social
  integration of
  milagros, with mild intellectual disabilities so that they would
  have
  "the opportunity to decide and be able to choose where they
  wanted to live and with whom." They planned the essential
  intensive pedagogical support in the initial adaptation stage and
  carried out the corresponding follow-up work, to favor the
  opportunity to gain independence, since in the future they would
  have
  to take care of the expenses of the house and its
  management.




 










  
People
  with Down syndrome have earned their right to work. In addition,
  the
  labor insertion of this group has positive consequences: greater
  social integration, the promotion of personal autonomy and the
  fact
  that they can feel like citizens with full rights. However,
  unemployment continued to affect people with disabilities to a
  greater extent, who are in a more vulnerable situation than the
  rest
  of the population.




 










  
Supported
  employment would be fundamental in an individualized support
  system
  that consisted of the provision of essential help provided to
  miracles that could carry out a work activity by itself at a
  certain
  moment in its life trajectory. This work model would be inclusive
  and
  makes it a step towards the autonomous and independent life of
  miracles.




 










  
Psychologists
  and the company that offered the job were also involved. On the
  part
  of milagros and his family, motivation, interest, active
  participation and attention to aptitudes and preferences were
  required when choosing different professional profiles. The
  incorporation into the labor market of this group was a very
  recent
  reality, whose merit lies in their own will and
  perseverance.





  
Success
  in your first job position would not only depend on your
  professional
  knowledge, but also the attitude that milagros acquires with your
  peers and superiors. He had to act naturally; a forced and
  artificial
  attitude could not be prolonged for a long time and it would
  show.
  Until the workplace is sufficiently known (what is allowed and
  what
  is not, what is good or badly seen) it would be important to be
  very
  prudent. At first, and until milagros adapted to the new
  situation,
  it was normal for the first few weeks to be exhausting and
  stressful.




 










  
An
  infallible piece of advice that their educators passed on to them
  was
  if you go slowly, you will be much less wrong in your first month
  of
  work. After the adaptation period, it was normal to set the true
  pace
  and work according to the real possibilities. There was no need
  to
  hesitate to ask your colleagues for help, it was important to be
  very
  observant, listen and ask intelligent questions, you had to avoid
  being the focus of attention or the protagonist in those first
  days;
  there would be time for others to know what it was like, it was
  essential to be curious about everything that surrounded them:
  what
  people who have been in a company for a long time like the most
  is
  that their new colleagues are proud to belong to it. It is the
  best
  representation of what teamwork means, the goal had to be common
  and
  individualism no longer worked.




 










  
To
  achieve this end, they advised him to find out what the boss's
  expectations were, both immediate and long-term, and to answer
  the
  following questions: What are the boss's priorities? What is
  important to him? What was the person he was replacing like? What
  did
  that person achieve? Did he have any difficulties? What is
  currently
  happening in the organization that I need to know?





  
Despite
  initial fears, he was able to establish good communication with
  his
  superiors, something that was only possible through dialogue.
  Miracles, he found out how he wanted his boss to inform him,
  either
  through regular meetings or by preparing a letter about what has
  been
  done or how you would quantify your objectives.




 








  
Milagros
  was an exceptional worker and after six months she aroused
  misgivings
  from her colleagues, they sent her jobs that she had to deliver
  within an impossible time frame, they assigned her less
  professionally qualified tasks than the one that corresponded to
  her,
  they insulted her and yelled at her. in front of third parties,
  they
  ignored her presence even though she was in front of her, they
  manipulated others with false information, they set traps, they
  evaluated her negatively...

The
          stalkers were acting out of professional jealousy. The
          victim had
          become threatening due to his extraordinary work behavior
          or because
          he knew of irregularities, for this reason they sought
          the
          psychological destruction of miracles, the support of
          many of his
          colleagues was null in this case or they were
          unconsciously
          participating in the psychoterror, whoever harassed was
          seeking harm
          of miracles so that he would fail, doubt, work badly or
          make
          mistakes. So, miracles began to be shadows of whatever it
          was. At
          that moment, the effect of the harassment is presented by
          the
          harassers as the fact that confirms everything he
          affirmed about
          miracles, there was a change in the personality and way
          of
          understanding the life of miracles, because he observed
          that his
          effort to progress in the work was not useful, which
          causes
          disappointment, disenchantment, the loss of the ability
          to overcome
          and a deep psychological crisis. “The bullying followed a
          chronic
          course: first it caused psychological incapacity, with
          depressive
          symptoms, then changes of character, miracles, she became
          hostile and
          distrustful, what in popular language would be called
          embittered.
        
      
    
  





  
He
  did not know why it was happening to him and he did not believe
  what
  was happening . She wondered, why is this happening to me? What
  have
  I done?", "I did not assume that he would be harassed,
  because he believed that this situation is a natural part of his
  job."




 










  
Milagros
  was an orderly at a small hospital in a small town. It all
  started
  when she was transferred from the hospital. Her new boss decided
  to
  relegate her. He first had her without a job, then she gave him
  one
  of hers, but apparently because she had no role. That was the
  beginning of a period of humiliation, in which some of her own
  colleagues were also participating in it, while most of her were
  inhibited from defending her. She narrated to her parents that
  they
  manipulated against her with false comments behind her back and
  her
  nursing staff began to disrespect her and not inform her of what
  they
  owed. She wasn't even assigned a computer. "They did not
  physically attack her, nor did they insult her in person in front
  of
  others, but they try to destroy her as a person."





  
"I
  felt strange - she remembers -, I did not understand that they
  left
  me without a job, isolated, without participating and eating
  apart
  from my colleagues". She went from stupor to insomnia and then
  to extreme exhaustion. They opened a disciplinary file and left
  her
  without a job and salary. She "continually tried to show that
  she was a normal person and that she didn't mean to hurt anyone."
  For a whole year, she was enduring the bullying alone. "She
  knows that she hasn't done anything, but in the end she ends up
  thinking that she must have done something bad," she
  confesses.





  
Milagros
  was on leave of absence and under post-traumatic stress
  treatment.
  The harassing boss took legal action against her as yet another
  harassment tactic, and the matter went to court. The union
  representative advised to go as soon as possible to a lawyer and
  a
  psychologist who are experts in mobbing so that miracles could
  understand what was happening to him; she was also advised not to
  leave the job.





  
The
  worst thing that could work miracles was letting time go by
  without
  doing anything, it was a situation that would worsen. The longer
  he
  suffered, the more damage would be caused, I need a treatment to
  recover his self-esteem. Even changing jobs, bosses or
  co-workers,
  miracles will need time to regain their self-esteem. The most
  common
  clinical pictures were depression, anxiety or post-traumatic
  stress
  syndrome, the most serious sequel that took three years to be
  cured
  with treatment, it was decisive to find a doctor who was prepared
  to
  deal with cases of bullying.




 










  
The
  parents of milagros knew that it would be essential for their
  daughter to be the protagonist of her recovery. She “she was not
  a
  sick person, but a damaged worker, a “non-patient”, that she
  would need support and training. Broadly speaking, these were the
  key
  points that I had to take into account: There was no one who
  deserved
  the harassment at work, miracles, she came to believe that she
  deserved it and some colleagues thought that she was harassed for
  reasons, it was important not to harm herself, not fighting with
  loved ones just to get it off your chest. She also should not
  make
  mistakes, she should be very cautious since, involuntarily, she
  could
  give arguments to the harassers. She did not have to remain
  passive
  in the face of the attack, but she did not have to face
  aggressively
  either, since she was compromising her position, the harassers
  projected that miracles would be an invalid person, that he was
  out
  of his mind, etc. The appropriate thing was to maintain an
  assertive,
  self-affirmative posture and an organized response. For example,
  he
  asked for an account of the reason why he was being mistreated.
  He
  also used the defensive resources that the organization of the
  company had or legal actions.
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Some
  things do not change: every day the sun rises, every week our
  soccer
  team plays, and every autumn the leaves fall from the trees and
  the
  mushroom picking season begins. But other things also happen:
  every
  week the streets watch in astonishment how some linnet falls
  victim
  to a more popular scam than the mixed paella. Yes, scams, because
  they still occur today, so many years after its golden age. They
  were
  the sixties and seventies, in which the scam of the little stamp
  and
  the tocomocho were part of the cultural heritage, in a grotesque
  manifestation of the picaresque that had so much prestige in our
  country (and retained: the news section confirms it daily). , as
  a
  containment dam of modernity. The truth is that, with a greater
  or
  lesser degree of elaboration in the arts of deception, The goal
  of
  scams and scams has almost always been the same: to cajole and
  deceive the unwary who, in a favorable situation, cannot repress
  the
  very human dream of suddenly and effortlessly becoming rich. The
  promoters of lotteries, pools, primitivas, couponazos and other
  gaming systems whose main attraction and argumentative hook is
  the
  enormous amount of the prize, its ability to suddenly alter the
  life
  of the lucky person, to change the daily economic problems, are
  well
  aware of this. for a future that banishes red numbers forever at
  the
  end of the month: "indeed, there are few possibilities, but what
  if it touches?"




 










  
The
  parents of milagros are from the gypsy people, they continued to
  be
  subjected to discrimination, hostility, and often even the victim
  of
  hate crimes that violated the dignity of their people, violating
  their rights and even threatening the safety and lives of many
  gypsies, including the fathers of miracles, however they always
  kept
  in mind the gypsy hymn 'Gelem, gelem' (I walked, I walked)
  composed
  by Jarko Jovanovic, it remembered the gypsies who were victims of
  Nazism, it was an acknowledgment to remember history from the
  gypsy
  people, the long and painful pilgrimage full of expulsions over
  the
  centuries, to the victims of the Nazi genocide and the
  persecutions
  they experienced. But neither should we forget that the
  contributions
  of the gypsy people to society were not only cultural but also of
  values,




 










  
It
  was common for Roma people to be discriminated against when
  looking
  for a job, when granting credit or loans, and when accessing some
  schools, housing, health care, and other services. These
  attitudes
  were caused to a large extent by the negative social image of the
  Roma community disseminated by some media that feed back the
  social
  exclusion experienced by a part of the Spanish Roma
  community.





  
Despite
  the fact that some progress has been made in recent years
  (prosecutor
  services for hate crimes and discrimination, police protocols,
  the
  Assistance Service for victims of racial or ethnic
  discrimination,
  the reform of the Penal Code, etc. ), there are still significant
  barriers to an effective fight against racial or ethnic
  discrimination. There are still obstacles to change the negative
  image that the Roma people present.




 










  
They
  continue to be a minority not included in the census because no
  one
  asks them if they are gypsies and there is no box to fill in on
  the
  register. Gypsies have a history behind them that precedes them
  and
  that conditions them. Their roots, which they do not reject, make
  them proud and lead them to see life in a certain way. Tradition,
  what their predecessors believe to be good and try to protect and
  transmit, is particular. All this leads them to behave in a
  specific
  way, the gypsy. But differences shouldn't keep you apart.





  
The
  value of the family is particular. That would be the key to
  everything. It cannot be said that the conception of the family
  is
  better or worse, but it is definitive. This leads, for example,
  to
  young people getting married early. They feel the need to form a
  couple with children and continue to expand the family. That life
  makes up for them. They do not want to wait to have a flat or a
  stable job. Gypsies want their sons and daughters to go to school
  to
  learn. The problem comes in high school.




 







 








  
Milagros's
  parents have gone to school and have never studied or seen
  examples
  of their history. The history of the gypsy people. Neither in
  art,
  nor in literature, nor in any subject. The ignorance that his
  companions have regarding their culture and their people is
  total.
  And they are neighbors, in many cases for generations, but they
  don't
  even know that their origin is in India. They demand that the
  institutions include them in their programs, not as an anecdote,
  but
  as part of reality.





  
They
  live in a macho society, for everyone. And the gypsy culture is
  macho. Maybe more, but the discussion is not quantitative.
  Therefore,
  nobody has to come to say how to free the gypsy woman, nor to set
  an
  example, if she could set one. It is the gypsy woman who has to
  know
  or seek greater independence. But they cannot forget that
  maternity
  is implicit in the value of the family. And for this reason, the
  woman wants to be a mother, and she wants to be with her
  children,
  and she doesn't care about many other things. Talking about
  arranged
  marriages as a current and habitual custom is a desire to make
  the
  stereotype endure. The parents of miracles always knew, as the
  labor
  and social panorama is, it is obvious that the more training you
  have, the greater freedom and security you obtain, something that
  would also benefit your children. Today, if a girl shows
  qualities,
  desire and interest to continue studying, it is she and her
  family
  who analyze the possibility of her studying, the gypsies have
  nothing
  to say there. If they ask for support, they try to give it, but
  of
  course they do not dictate what behavior is good or bad, because
  everyone is worthy.




 










  
Family
  is the most important. It is above anything. They are learned
  behaviors, which they know and must reconcile with the unwritten
  rules. But that person who has the feeling that there are many
  gypsies in the hospital should ask themselves: if the group were
  not
  gypsies, would they feel so numerous? In addition, they believe
  that
  in that criticism there is also a lot of envy. It is not about
  applying written laws or penal codes. It is that their wisdom,
  respected and recognized, serves to offer advice or make a
  decision
  when problems have to be solved. Delinquency is linked to
  marginalization and school failure. The kid who doesn't go to
  school,
  who has idle hours and who doesn't have healthy hobbies is buying
  tickets to end up marginalized. This worries the gypsy family a
  lot.





  
Gypsies
  are born with a great sense of rhythm. They have faculties and
  aptitudes. Not all, but skills are boosted. And of course, a
  child
  with bad hearing, but cradled with rumba, songs and dances, will
  at
  least have a taste for art. For them art, flamenco, is a way of
  understanding life: it is the way of living life.

          are the citizens who have not bought at some time in one
          of the
          thousands of markets that exist in Spain. Thus they
          participate in a
          special category of retail trade, street vending, which
          was the
          profession of the fathers of miracles. Beyond the type of
          product
          sold and the location of the different stalls, the rights
          of
          consumers are the same as when they resort to a fixed
          establishment.
          Since the Middle Ages, feudal lords authorized the
          setting up of
          markets for the sale of all kinds of products. Over time,
          the concept
          of street vending has been distorted, especially since
          the appearance
          of the so-called "top manta" and other illegal vendors,
          who
          have nothing to do with this activity. The stalls of the
          parents of
          miracles are of an occasional nature authorized only
          during the
          season of the marketed product. In general, they also
          sold textile
          products that were not subject to many requirements,
          although they
          were original products, in no case copies or, of course,
          stolen
          objects. In addition, all the garments had their
          corresponding label,
          which indicated that it was an article with a guarantee,
          they were
          registered in the Tax on Economic Activities and had the
          document
          accrediting it, they were also registered in the Social
          Security
          system. , , had the appropriate residence and
          self-employment permit
          and were up to date with the payment of the municipal
          fees required
          to be able to carry out the street vending

The
  gypsy woman plays a fundamental role. She has conquered many
  fields
  and has started her career as an entrepreneur, but this was not
  the
  case with the mother of miracles. More and more Roma women opened
  their own businesses and went to university. Even Roma women
  studying
  at universities doubled the number of men. As for mothers, they
  are
  pillars in families and who encourage young people to improve
  their
  training to access the labor market. Gypsy customs are very rich.
  There is still a lot of ignorance about who the gypsies are and
  how
  they live. And some even wonder if they are Spanish. This
  stereotyped
  image and full of prejudices contrasts with the change that the
  gypsy
  people have undergone during these decades.




 







 










  
There
  is a very prejudiced look towards gypsy people, and those who are
  not
  part of this image are made invisible. There is discrimination
  that
  they suffer in their daily lives due to the fact of being
  gypsies: to
  rent a house, to enter a disco or a bar, to access a job... It is
  discrimination in basic rights. The great inequalities that are
  still
  maintained in education, housing or employment have a strong
  discriminatory root.




 








  
If
  we compare today's situation with that of 30 years ago, the
  advances
  have been spectacular in housing, employment and education.
  Before,
  the gypsies only dedicated themselves to their own labor
  activities,
  such as street vendors, work in the fields or the collection of
  waste. Today there is a large percentage of wage earners who work
  for
  others. In addition, if we compare the situation of the Roma in
  Spain
  with that of the rest of the European countries, much progress
  has
  been made in social inclusion. But if we compare the situation of
  the
  Roma community with that of the rest of the Spanish population,
  there
  are still great inequalities. If there is no access to
  employment,
  communities do not evolve or progress. Education is the great
  challenge they have as a society. 40 years ago the gypsies were
  outside the educational system, while today all children are in
  school. But there is a very high school failure rate, which
  translates into 64% leaving the educational system without
  obtaining
  an ESO graduate degree. If they do not obtain this degree, the
  difficulty of access to quality employment increases and poverty
  is
  reproduced. There will be no true social transformation change,
  if
  there is no good investment in education, a fundamental right
  that
  must be guaranteed by the public authorities.
