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These considerations are extremely important and I ask that they be read carefully, please.

The average person has collected several Bible verses with the goal to inform, or at least, get up of healthy questions. 

Yes, I could be wrong in any part of this book. You have the right to question me, but not the right to question the Holy Scriptures (unless you do not recognize the as product of divine inspiration).
