	SHENG CHIAccording to ancient Chinese theory about the universe, there are several different sources of energy moving in and around us. Sheng Chi energy is the good healthy, prosperous and happy energy. You have Sheng Chi when you are positive and all good things flow to you. You can feel when there is good Sheng Chi energy in a place. You feel like you could stay there forever. It is spacious and bright. When you live an orderly life with fresh flowers, lush green plants, bright cheerful sunshine flowing into your house, you know you have good Sheng Chi energy.

	 

	SHA CHIWhen everything in your life is going in the wrong direction or you feel unhappy and angry, you are in Sha Chi energy. You may be associating with the wrong people, living in the wrong place, or connecting with poison arrows coming your way. This type of energy drains you and makes you sick. Living on land with groundwater also generates Sha energy. Poison arrows are the corners of other buildings pointing at your front door or pointing in your direction where you work all day. It is a place where the land is exhausted and the vegetation is poor, where the animals are sick and the people are impoverished. You have Sha Chi when you are down and depressed...

	 

	 

	 

	The front door of your house should encourage good ch'i

	 

	 

	 

	An attractive door to your home or office will encourage the entry of good ch'i, or energy. If you can arrange your front door so that it faces your direction of general harmony or great prosperity, it will help bring wealth, love, and happiness. Since all energy enters through the front door, it's important to keep things away from the door so the door can open smoothly.

	 

	That the entrance door is not broken and opens without problems. A broken entrance or one that is difficult to enter through is the worst type of energy to start with. The size of your door should not be too large or too small in relation to the size of the house. If the western world had practiced feng shui from the beginning, we could have avoided many of the problems we have today in our personal lives, as well as in our work or business.

	 

	Many front doors of houses have been seen to face a solid wall immediately upon entering. The front door must not open on the interior to a solid wall within three feet of the open door. The only thing you can do is place a mirror here so that the space looks bigger when you enter. This is not an ideal solution as it is not good to have a mirror reflecting the front door, but it is better to have a mirror here if the space is too tight to be comfortable.
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	Feng Shui goes much deeper than the popular belief that it is a kind interior design. It is the art and science of living and working in the right environment.

	The English Shui is concerned with the flow and circulation of vital energy called "Chi" and is the interplay of Yin and Yang within the five elements. Feng Shui is the intertwining of people, places, and the interactions of energies. The universe is a vast field of energy. Feng Shui is the study of this energy and how it moves through the universe and affects us directly and indirectly. The modern science of electrophysics is beginning to realize the interaction of electromagnetic energies between the earth and humans. These electromagnetic energies are the Chi lines that run through the veins of the earth, thus creating energy for the earth and the people who live on it.

	 

	 

	The size of the entrance should be well balanced with the house, not too small or too large in proportion to the rest of the house. A doorway that is too narrow stifles the flow of good ch'i into the house, and you'll have to spend more time, money, and energy to achieve your goals if you live in a house with a small doorway.
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	The front doors are wide and lead into a hallway that opens to other rooms in the House.

	The vestibule acts as a buffer to slow down

	The fast-flowing energy as it enters your home. The front door should never open directly into the living room without some form of damper to reduce energy. If you have no choice, place an attractive tri-fold screen a few feet from the entrance with a healthy, green plant in front of the screen. The T screen slows down the good ch'i energy so it can flow smoothly around the screen.

	 

	The first things you or visitors see upon entering your home set the mood for the rest of the stay.

	Clutter should not be allowed to accumulate anywhere, but the entryway is a particularly bad place for clutter. People have a tendency to put things on the door as a reminder to get rid of things with good intentions to take them away. But you have realized even with yourself that you leave it there, because you are in a hurry and you will do that later. Later, it becomes days later. This is bad for the subconscious mind. It is there when you get back home and because of the rush it is still there. If you want good feng shui in your home, bringing these things should be at the top of your priority list.

	 

	When looking out your front door, you shouldn't be looking up a hill, and the door itself shouldn't be hidden by bushes.

	It is not a good situation if there are obstructions in front of the door, such as a steep hill, another larger building, or any type of oversized or huge structure.

	 

	The entrance to the house should be well lit and ventilated. The best shape for a door is oval or square at the top. Solid wood doors are better than glass doors.

	The entrance should not have sharp angles from other buildings pointing towards the door. you can place

	A reflected PaKua to deflect some of the negative energy entering your home.
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	You can also hang wooden or metal wind chimes to help deflect energy. Remember, the bells must be hollow to be effective and the PaKua must be placed on the outside of the house. It is unfortunate to have a reflected PaKua within your home.

	 

	Brightly colored doors are very attractive and set the tone for the overall harmony within the house. Regardless of the color you select, it should provide a good contrast to the color of the rest of the house. Red is a good color for a door, but only if it is a color that is compatible with your
