	There were two times in the bible where Jesus vividly highlighted the importance of the Holy Spirit as an indispensable being for the success of everyone, who call themselves by His name.

	Infact Jesus, on the first occasion, explained to His disciples that it was to their advantage that He left the Earth, as a prerequisite for the Holy Spirit’s appearance.

	And it was ultimately to their benefit, that the Holy Spirit appeared.

	 

	Even as it is written:

	“But I tell you the truth: It is for your good that I am going away. Unless I go away, the Counsellor will not come to you. But if I go, I will send Him to you”. (John 16:7)

	A bewildered and confused group of men were shocked at their Savior’s notice of His departure.

	All efforts to convince their Lord otherwise was replied with an assertion from Him, that His going was for their good. 

	How was it to be? How could the Master’s departure be possibly beneficial?

	The disciples were at the least perturbed.

	 

	They’ve always known about God, the Father. The Son also proved Himself as God to them within a couple of years. 

	However, who could this third personality be, who comes highly recommended by their Lord?

	They kept pondering on this, until when the Savior’s time of ascension finally came; and the Son of God repeated His instruction to His followers.

	 

	It was about forty days after His resurrection, and He had appeared to them severally and had meals with His disciples.

	For it is written:

	“After His suffering, He showed Himself to these men and gave many convincing proofs that He was alive. He appeared to them over a period of forty days, and spoke about the Kingdom of God”. (Acts 1:3)

	During one of these meals, the Lord gave an important instruction to His disciples, re-echoing that which He spoke earlier.

	Though He had previously ordained them to go into the World and preach to all nations; He however emphasized the need to have this third personality – The Holy Spirit, present before they started the work.

	Infact, He gave them an order, that they must not leave the city of Jerusalem, until their new caretaker arrived.

	As it is written:

	“On one occasion, while He was eating with them, He gave them this command: ‘Do not leave Jerusalem, but wait for the gift my Father promised, which you have heard me speak about”. (Acts 1:4)

	 

	Here, the Son of God not only expressed His desire to have the Holy Spirit available for His followers; He also revealed that the Father promised the Holy Spirit as a gift to all those who received Him. 

	For the Son of God - and His Father, the Almighty, to speak about the Holy Spirit with such high regard; it therefore implies that His role must be quite significant in the growth and development of the saints.

	Apostle Paul, opens our eyes to a reality about the synergy between the purpose of the Son of God on Earth, vis a vis the plan His Father has, in making the Holy Spirit a gift to all those who accept Jesus.

	The Scriptures reveal:

	“Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law by becoming a curse for us. – For it is written: Cursed is everyone who is hung on a tree.

	He redeemed us in order that the blessing given to Abraham might come to the Gentiles through Jesus Christ. And so that by faith, we might receive the promise of the Spirit”. (Galatians 3:13-14)

	 

	In Paul’s above letter to the Church in Galatia, he clearly explains; that Jesus’ death on the cross took care of three major things.

		Abraham’s blessings to those who’re non-Jews.
