	To reach to your full impact, you must consider the issue of value. How much valuable you are to the world is the important factor in reaching your full potential. Value comes by development. You have to take your time to develop yourself for you to increase in value.


	The value of a thing is also seen by its use. Let’s look at the donkey that Jesus wanted to ride. It was useless before he called for it, but when he told his disciples to go and get it, that’s when we see its value. They went ahead and untied it and it became useful to the Master.


	So when you discover your use to the Master, you have discovered your value. THAT WILL BE THE FIRST STEP FOR YOU TO REACH YOUR FULL POTENTIAL.


	When you use a plank to cross a river, that plank is no longer ordinary, it has become valuable because of what you have used it for. So don’t let anybody undermine your value, just know that you were born to solve a certain case. You were created to be of use to the world. You have to find that use and you will increase in value.


	Your use has to be revealed to you by the one who created you, that’s the way to become original and not a copy of somebody else. Get the revelation of your purpose and use and you won’t be the same again.


	Judges 6 verse 12;


	When the angel of the Lord appeared to Gideon, he said, The Lord is with you, mighty warrior.


	We see here Gideon getting surprised by being called a mighty warrior; he now got a revelation of his use to the people of Israel. He was going to be used by the Lord to fight the Midianites. That was the moment for his increase of value.


	He now saw himself with a different eye after such encounter. His background could not stop him anymore because he now knew how strong he was and that he was equipped enough to have the victory. You need this type of assurance when you are going for your destiny.


	When you now know your gift through revelation and your use, you have to now give your time to develop it to its full capacity. This is how you become more valuable. You have to focus on that revelation and you will reach to the success you want.


	When you start with God you start on a good way because he will lead and guide you through in the development of your gifting. He will make you whole as he reveals more and more of what he purposed for you to accomplish. Look at Gideon, later we see that God led him to go and be told a dream and its interpretation. He then was strengthened more to fight the Midianites, AND THIS LED TO HIS VICTORY.


	Mathew 12 verse 12;


	How much more valuable is a man than a sheep.


	You can only know your value through the one who loves you, who cares for you and who created you. When that one sees you with a withered hand, his look do not undermine and call you nothing, but his look is full of compassion to make you whole. He wants you to reach to that value that he sees in you.


	So he goes all the way to say stretch forth your hand, and heals your brokenness, and makes you know how important you are to him. He makes you more valuable only through his simple touch. This is the one you must focus your attention on. Seek for the Lord and you will not be disappointed. More value will be added unto you as you focus on him. David’s value was increased the moment he was anointed to be King. He was chosen by God, and God spoke to Samuel saying, anoint him for he is the one.


	When you seek for him and get his word, you are bound to make it. This is because his word has the final say. His word is alive and active to bring you to your full impact and fulfillment.


	2 Timothy 2 verse 20;


	In a large house there are articles not only of gold and silver, but also of wood and clay; some are for noble purposes and some for ignoble. If a man cleanses himself from the latter, he will be an instrument for noble purposes, made holy, useful to the Master and prepared to do any good work


	To be valuable or not is your own choice, please don’t hang around between two opinions but choose life and value. You have come from a bad situation and circumstance and you thought you were used up. But now be useful by cleansing yourself from all defilement.


	Value comes by choice, look at those who are sold out to the Lord and serious, you can see them making a difference and being much more fruitful than those who mix and dilute their focus with bad stuff.


	The Master wants to increase your value; you only have to be willing and obedient. If you haven’t given your life to Christ, say with me, Lord Jesus, come into my heart and be my Lord and savior, forgive me of my sins and make me a child of God. I believe that you died and rose again on the third day, and by your blood I am forgiven of my trespasses, thank you for saving me now, from today I’m now a new creation, and I make a commitment to live for you, and to be a vessel useful in your house, thank you Father in the name of Jesus Christ, Amen.


	Jesus paid the price to purchase you, that’s how much valuable you are to him. He gave up his life to have you. He died and rose again on the third day just for you. His blood paid the ransom for you to be free. Now welcome to the blessed life, the abundant life which was meant to be yours.


	 


	You are now a precious vessel, useful and valuable. Your gifting and usefulness will be revealed to you through the Holy Spirit, and you will move up to your full impact. Glory be to God for his love and faithfulness.


	Value is when you discover something uncommon about you. You don’t have to be ordinary, you are not, you have something different to offer, so you are valuable. You have to look deep inside of you to see the uncommon seed that will germinate to an uncommon tree.


	Names & Value


	The value of a thing can be seen through the name attached to it. Some names are of value because they resonate with customers well enough and they make it easy for customers to differentiate the product from that one of the competitors.


	When somebody speaks his name and it’s attached to a certain skill or gifting, that name is no longer ordinary but it’s now valuable. What can people see when they Google your name. You have to find something to attach your name to, for you to be of value.


	You can’t brand yourself if you are of no help to anyone, find the help that you can offer then you can easily bring that to the open and attach your name to it.


	You need to sharpen your skill for you to offer meaningful help to other people. This is because no one wants to be associated with any sub-standard service. Your name becomes valuable when your skill becomes fully developed and it can stand out in a highly competitive world.


	Let’s look at David; we see that his name was associated with a skill that was developed to its maximum capacity. So that made him to be of high value to the King, and he was called to serve him through his skill.


	1 Samuel 16 verse 14-22;


	Now the Spirit of the Lord had departed from Saul, and an evil spirit from the Lord tormented him. Saul’s attendants said to him, See, an evil spirit from God is tormenting you. Let our Lord command his servants here to search for someone who can play the harp. He will play when the evil spirit from God comes upon you, and you will feel better. So Saul said to his attendants, find someone who plays well and bring him to me. One of the servants answered, I have seen a son of Jesse of Bethlehem who knows how to play the harp. He is a brave man and a warrior. He speaks well and is a fine-looking man. And the Lord is with him. Then Saul send messengers to Jesse and said, Send me your son David, who is with the sheep. So Jesse took a donkey loaded with bread, a skin of wine and a young goat and sends them with his son David to Saul. David came to Saul and entered his service, Saul liked him very much, and David became one of his armor-bearers. Then Saul send word to Jesse, saying, Allow David to remain in my service, for I am pleased with him.


	We see that David was a trademark symbolizing a skilled man ready to help. Is your name a trademark, do you have a skill that can be of benefit to others.


	Some names are associated with Kings; David developed his craft in such a way so as to not serve ordinary people but Kings. We here that he played well the harp. He didn’t just play, no, he went through the process of making his name to mean a lot in terms of harp playing. His playing was so well that it could be presented to the highest level of service.


	He made a name of himself in the community through his well-polished skills. Yes, when you are born, you are given a name, to identify you, but there is a difference between having a name and making a name for yourself.


	Making a name requires some effort on your part. This is where you now become of great help through a gifting; you polish that gift to prominence. Your name becomes so valuable because of what you can offer, and you become popular.


	Value Planning


	When you desire to be useful, you have to plan to be of use. You have to know where you are in terms of usefulness, where you want to go, and how you are going to reach there.


	Set goals of increasing in value and soon you will see a change. BE focused and clear on your target of being of help. You can’t be everything to everyone. You are meant to be of help to a certain group of people, so find out who you cry for.


	It all start with the thoughts, you have to say inside of you ,I don’t want to be like nothing, I want to be of help to somebody. Then you are on the road to discover who to help and how you are going to do it, using your gifting and skill.


	Before someone searches for you, you have to search for your own usefulness, go out there and see if you can be of help. You are already gifted, now what you need is the willingness to serve and give out what you have.


	Now ,you have to plan, this involves coming out with ideas of helping others, writing them down, and choosing the best idea that fits your purpose, and then acting upon that idea.


	Let’s look at Ruth in the bible, we see that she planned to be useful, and she said I’m going to go and glean in the fields of the one in whom I will find favor, then she acted upon the plan. We see that she became of value as she went to the fields of Boaz.


	Ruth 2 verse 2-3;


	And Ruth the Moabites said to Naomi, Let me go to the fields and pick up the leftover grain behind anyone in whose eyes I find favor. Naomi said to her, Go ahead, my daughter. So she went out and began to glean in the fields behind the harvesters. As it turned out, she found herself working in the field belonging to Boaz, who was from the clan of Elimelech.


	Ruth became of help to Naomi because she now brought back the grain she was gleaning in the fields. She planned to be of value and of use. It takes the right attitude for you to have that desire to be of service. You have the energy, but it takes good character to channel that energy to good cause and usefulness.


	You have to plan good to be of good use. This all comes from positive thinking. When you think the right way, you will see the opportunity and you will grab it, and be of use. Some use their energy for gossip, some use it to criticize on others, but this should not be you.


	Dare to stand alone and use your energy for the betterment of others and you will be valuable. Plan things that are noble and you will stand for those things.


	Isaiah 32 verse 8;


	But the noble man makes noble plans, and by noble deeds he stands.


	The deeds that a person does must come from good plans. Catch your thought process and align it to the word of God, you will have a heart of service and be of value to many.
