  First things First





  1. What do you want to say?




  Think of a very clear idea of what you want to say before you write a book. The success or failure of this will reflect on your book sales. If people find your idea clear as crystal the moment they open your book, then chances are that’s already a sale. On the other hand, if your idea isn’t clear and ultimately confuses people, then your mediocre sales will reflect that.




  The first book that I wrote was a collection of articles called “The Musings of a Mad Prophet.” Looking back, I realize that it’s not essentially a good title. In the book, I talked about what it’s like to have a bipolar condition. Despite my good intentions, I realized that the title was not captivating and the book didn't have a clear theme. It also suffered from having a mediocre cover that could have been better. Taking all those factors into consideration, it probably shouldn’t come as a surprise that I manage to sell not more than 20 copies in 8 years. It’s a far cry compared to now, where I have a book that sells 20 copies every month. Still, that experience taught me that having a clear idea and knowing how to talk about that idea has a lot of influence on whether you sell or not.




  My second book was called “The Parables of Jesus Made Simple.” Now, compared to my first book, I wrote this one out of the desire to explain the parables of Jesus through a modern context. I wrote it in a simplistic manner because other books that shared the same subject felt too theological, too hard to read and too hard to get into. So I sat down and recorded 54 videos of what I thought the parables were saying. Then, I had them transcribed and edited, and once that was done, I had it published. I am pleased to say that it fared better than my first book since it had managed to touch people and make them feel blessed upon reading it. For years, I had searched for the understanding of the parables. I scoured and read books about them, but I realized that they didn’t provide the answers I sought. However, when I decided to write a book about it, I felt as if the Holy Spirit finally gave me an insight into what they meant. The book has a lot of good revelations in it. I still like to read it from time to time.




  The next book that I consider a success is called “The Prophetic Supernatural Experience.” The book is about the inner workings of a prophet’s ministry office and what it looks like. It also provides insight to the three gifts of prophecy and how they operate in a person’s life. For many years, I've been called to be a prophet of God and I've read book after book, trying to learn what my role as a prophet was. I asked myself questions like, what does a prophet do? How do they feel? How do they get trained? What do they do when they're in an office of a prophet? What does that look like? How do you understand it? I went through many years of reading books and listening to people, listening to videos, putting together an idea of what being a prophet actually means. When I came to the idea of writing a book, I did a series of videos. I first sat down with a piece of paper and wrote 55 chapter titles. One after another, I explained in those chapters what the gift of prophecy was, what the life of a prophet is and what one can expect in being a prophet. So what am I trying to say? I wanted to explain to people what it's like to be a prophet of the modern world and what it's like to operate with the gifts of prophecy. But I also wanted to bring a message that's prophetic, up to date and relevant that can change people's hearts and change the direction of the church. I picked another prophet to co-write the book with me, and ever since the book has been published, many people have written to me and thanked me for what we had written. Once again, I had written another book with a clear objective and through the feedback of the people who have read it, I achieved that purpose. This is the reason why it is important that you decide what you want to say.
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
