Chapter 1


	BLESSINGS FOR THE ELECT


	 


	 


	Numbers 23 vs. 9-10 says, “For from the top of the rocks I see him and from the hills I behold him: lo, the people shall not be reckoned among the nations. Who can count the dust of Jacob, and the number of the fourth part of Israel? Let me die the death of the righteous, and let my last end be like this…”


	The reference above is a portion for every believer; every believer needs to claim and enjoy the benefit God has promised. The thought of God is to give us what will generate peace into our lives, that is we the chosen ones; a blessed inheritance has being programmed for us in this world, and in the world to come which is eternal. We are not meant to lack good things since God is our shepherd to supply all our needs, we are not to be troubled since Christ has overcome the world, and we are not to be confused since the Holy Spirit is our guide.


	According to the Bible, those the Lord has chosen to believe in Him were incredibly blessed. Abraham was blessed after he was called by God out from his pagan family. God made a covenant with him to bring out from him a nation of which two came out to be. Abraham was passing through Canaan land when God promised him the land as an inheritance to his descendants of which it eventually came to pass after hundreds of years. And as Isaac who was the promised child shared in his father’s blessings, so also his son, Jacob, who was chosen by God from the womb and Esau his brother also continued in the blessing. David stood out to be chosen to have an uncommon faith in God to do beyond imagination even as a little boy, and being an adult he was greatly blessed and was also given an everlasting covenant of blessing.


	Their lives established the truth about the lives of we the believers today that we are also chosen out of the multitude in the world by the grace of God unto Him and through the exercises of our faith in God we are automatically entitled to some great benefits: salvation, miracle, success, riches, divine inheritance, authority and so on. But there is something that Is common in the lives of these people we have mentioned; that need to be thoroughly studied and be adopted, that is, how they have carefully followed through the mandate of God and His directions, how they have exercised their faith in obedience. They were patient, attentive and diligent before God in bringing to pass God’s promises.


	Israel was not chosen by accident. It was arranged by God to demonstrate His power and to sanctify His name amongst the nations. The Bible reveals in Numbers 24 that it pleases God to bless Israel (the Lord’s chosen race). Israel, as a nation, was particularly separated from every other nation in the world (1 Kings 8 vs 53) to be sanctified for Him only and so they were meant to be blessed. 


	And because of that, the Lord needed them to be like their forefathers in how they have carefully followed Him. He needed their full attention; the Bible says in Deut. 30 vs 8-9 “…And thou shall return and obey the voice of the LORD, and do all his commandments which I command thee this day. And in the fruit of thy cattle, and thy God will make thee plenteous in every work of thine hand, in the fruit of thy body, and in the fruit of thy cattle, and in the fruit of thy land, for the Lord will again rejoice over thee for good, as he rejoiced over thy fathers”. That is for God to rejoice over someone then that person must have pleased Him to a certain degree. And also in Prov. 22 vs 28, “Remove not the ancient landmark, which thy fathers have set”. Like their fathers, God needed them to have faith in Him, to obey Him, to receive from Him always that they may be able to perceive what God have in mind for them as He has promised them. Even though the Lord has chosen Israel to demonstrate His power, He has satisfied them with victory and with some miraculous sightings; the parting sea, angelic foods, water from the rock and even made them to hear His great awesome voice, and yet they lost their inner sight of the awesomeness of Jehovah God. That the Israelites may observe God well He provided them the cloud on the tabernacle by day and the pillar of fire by night as a guidance for their movement. But the Israelites refused to understand; they were double minded, despite clues and sign, warnings and admonitions yet they were unable to foresee even the promises of their portion as the chosen nation. But those whose faith is strong, those who diligently observed God so well were singled out of their generation to witness the fulfillment of God’s promises (Heb. 3 vs 16-19).   


	Galatians 3 vs 29 says “And if ye be Christ’s, then are ye Abraham’s seed, and heirs according to the promise.” 


	As Abraham was called and chosen out from the world so also we Christians are called out from the world. And as the children of Israel was freed from the bondage of the Egyptians to worship God, so also we the church of God was called out from the bondage of Satan to worship Him. And for every believer there is a promise of blessing in this world and in the world to come. God has given us His Word for our learning, the Holy Spirit for our guidance that we may not fall to the error of those who rebel against God, and most of all to see clearly the inheritance of God for our lives and to have hope (Rom. 15:4, 2 Tim. 3:16).


	Stick to the Promise as Pronounced and No Impromptu


	 God is never too late in fulfilling His promises, even though it may seems He tarries. But He had said in His word and is still saying it, that none of His words will go unfulfilled; what He will do today He will not postponed it till tomorrow. Waiting on the Lord’s promises will yield great reward but not waiting puts one into trouble. Remember the mistake of Abram and Sarai when God told them that they will surely have a son who will be the real heir yet they lost their sight on the promise and created an impromptu arrangement to the promise.


	 Even though Sarai concluded that God had refused to give her a child, eventually God in His faithfulness fulfilled His promise, but their mistake had become a calamity to them already. Sarai was strongly paranoid on the behaviour of Hagar towards her and put the blame on Abram instead of admitting to the fact that she made a terrible mistake by simply involving Hagar into her marriage because of her unbelief, and ask for forgiveness from God and from her husband But the frustration turned her to be harsh and seemed wicked; igniting the fire of anger within her. I believe Hagar will not be the only person who will suffer from her wrath at that very moment, she may even disregard and be also harsh against any other handmaid at that very moment and no one would have gained her favour. 


	If we read chapter sixteen of the book of Genesis, we will see that Hagar found favour from God. God warned her to be more submissive to Sarai no matter how justified she may think she was because she may be thinking she had almost equal right with Sarai since she had the first son [for that matter] for Abram.


	And then in chapter 21, even though Sarah was only paranoid about Hagar’s behaviour, this time she saw Ishmael’s mockery, and for the fact that Abraham loved his son, grievance arouse between him and Sarah. And eventually without God’s will, Abraham had to send Hagar and Ishmael away giving them only bread and a bottle of water which seems cruel. Now, how can Ishmael and Hagar forget being mistreated by Mr. and Mrs. Abraham? But God was always there to assist Hagar, as our God is impartial. But we all know the atrocities the people of the Bond Woman are causing now. Up till today the fight still goes on. Their Empires and those that follow them have never been with peace with the children of the promise and the heirs of Abraham through Christ Jesus.                        


	 My point is losing sight on the promises of God is a dangerous thing and this is a great sin of unbelief, and those that are involved ended up in a ditch. Many people have compromised because they lost hope; because they cannot wait on the Lord. A brother came to me and said it seems that his prayers are not answered. So, I asked him what can he say about prayer. When he was unable to give me a point, I said, “Prayer can be said to be ‘waiting upon God’”, and I enlightened him with some instances in the Bible. My point is when you pray, believe God is hearing you and then the waiting will be your persistence prayer and faith. God is not a man.


	“God is not a man, that He should lie; neither the son of man, that He should repent: hath He said, and shall He not do it? or hath He spoken and shall He not make it good?”

Chapter 2


	THE ENEMIES AND YOU


	 


	 


	In every Christian’s journey, we are expected by God to fulfill our destiny; not how far but how well we live our lives. But in every journey there is usually an obstruction; the enemy of the destiny, a diversion on the highway which brings frustration, temptation, fear, and doubt unexpectedly most of the time when we are not ready. We are liable to have a set-back or shortcomings if we are not careful. But to be able to reach our goal in life, our eyes must really see every forthcomings, and we have to look beyond it.


	As we acknowledge that there are enemies of progress, let us also understand that in them are strategies we cannot afford to underestimate. For example, Israel did not think that there would be a great perception about them from elsewhere, neither did they think that there will be another strategy to attack them besides waging a physical war. But there comes a man who has perceived God’s people’s future, a man who is not an Israelite but an ally to the enemy, a soothsayer of the highest order, a man of a great gift but who will rather use it for his own selfish gain: I introduce to you Balaam, the son of Boer of Pethor. 


	There are things to learn as a Christian in the case of Balak, Balaam and the Israelites in Numbers. 22, 23, 24, and 25.


	

		The truth is that our enemies knew us since the day we were born-again, since the day we were redeemed and set free by Christ from the bondage of Satan to be God’s children. And they are aware of your increase both spiritually and physically of which they see as a hindrance and as a potential loss to them. Remember in chapter 22 vs 5, Balak sent a message to Balaam saying, “Behold, there is a people come out of Egypt (that is out of the bondage of sin) they cover the face of the earth, (spiritual increment aiding the physical blessing) and they abide over against me (that is looking like a potential threat to him)”. Of course the alarm of your previous victory has been sounded across their territory; that victory you thought it was just normal, that achievements you thought was common, is a great disturbance to the enemies, they knew you are the son of the most high God and you can hinder their movement in your life and in the life of others.  



		There are consults concerning your life as a child of God. Remember the Bible says the people of Moab meet with the elders of Midian (in Num. 22 vs 4) to discuss about the people — Israel. Which equally means that there is a counsel of high order against you as a Christian; they are sitting at the table in the dark, setting strategies on marks, and they are those who the Bible talks about in Psalm 2 vs 1-3? They don’t want you to be in control of them but rather tyrannize your life. They offer rewards to the detriment of your life. And besides the dark counsel, if God almighty shows you the thoughts of those who you think love you; your relatives and friends and so on, you will be surprised. As it has been mostly acknowledged in a race, the first and the second are enemies to themselves because the second will want to see the first to fail but unto his own advantage.


		Our enemies are futurist. They can have the perception of what you are capable of, as the prophet can foresee your greatness so also the devil can have the foreknowledge of your strength. And obviously through the investigation on your past victories your future is being understood. They perceive beyond your own perception about your future. They imagine beyond your imagination, and so they anticipate beyond your expectation.


		And finally, if one is not careful they can detect your key. They will keep on coming and banging on the door till it opens unless one is heavily shielded.





	And now, brethren it is dangerous for us if we cannot describe our future; the kind of marriage we want, the kind of ministry God has given us or the kind of career God as programmed for you, etc. We need to try and perceive more than the enemies. We need to be wiser than them through the commandments of God. If the Israelites knew these four lessons, I believe strongly that chapter 25 of the book of Numbers wouldn’t have been a record of their woe. We the children of God cannot afford to fall behind the enemy concerning our destiny; we cannot afford to let them see beyond our sight. Let’s pray to God that we may see beyond our enemies that we may boycott their plans against our lives.    


	Balaam


	In the Old Testament, Balaam is a man with high recognition. He is mostly known for his occupation from Mesopotamia to the Mediterranean, and throughout the Canaanite lands as a prominent and feared sorcerer, a forecaster, a prophet and a soothsayer and he is very good in his works. He was a man with a powerful gift of prophesy, and may have been a prophet for God almighty initially because apparently he acknowledged the God of Israel as his God also (Num. 22 vs 18). But because of his greediness, he would rather go for the gift of man as his reward for his work as revealed in the book of 2 Peter 2 vs 15 and Jude 11. He may have gone astray searching for more powers outside the God almighty, and by that God left him unto his lust of his heart without depriving him of his gifts but waited until the day he would be condemned by the works of his hands. And eventually his greediness pushed him against God, and resulted in his death.
