	Narrated in the Gospel of LUKE.

	 


LUKE 101:  

	When the sons ‘loose out’ to the strangers!

	 


TEXT: Luke 4:16-30

	 

	“And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read.

	And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias. And when he had opened the book, he found the place where it was written,

	 

	The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised,

	To preach the acceptable year of the Lord.

	 

	And he closed the book, and he gave it again to the minister, and sat down. And the eyes of all them that were in the synagogue were fastened on him.

	And he began to say unto them, This day is this scripture fulfilled in your ears.

	 

	And all bare him witness, and wondered at the gracious words which proceeded out of his mouth. And they said, Is not this Joseph's son?

	 

	And he said unto them, Ye will surely say unto me this proverb, Physician, heal thyself: whatsoever we have heard done in Capernaum, do also here in thy country.

	And he said, Verily I say unto you, No prophet is accepted in his own country. But I tell you of a truth, many widows were in Israel in the days of Elias, when the heaven was shut up three years and six months, when great famine was throughout all the land;

	But unto none of them was Elias sent, save unto Sarepta, a city of Sidon, unto a woman that was a widow.

	And many lepers were in Israel in the time of Eliseus the prophet; and none of them was cleansed, saving Naaman the Syrian.

	 

	And all they in the synagogue, when they heard these things, were filled with wrath,

	And rose up, and thrust him out of the city, and led him unto the brow of the hill whereon their city was built, that they might cast him down headlong.

	 

	But he passing through the midst of them went his way,”

	(Luke 4:16-30)

	 

	 

	Jesus had just recently launched His ministry. 

	And so, He thought; what better place to share the first fruits of my calling, than with my own town folks!!

	He then proceeded to Nazareth.

	 

	The first reception that Christ got, was warming; But things soon took a dastardly turn!

	Christ’s words, inferred from the writings of Esaias the Prophet, rattled the Synagogue crowd. 

	 

	‘Isaiah, prophesied about ‘this day’, and you’re all privileged to see it manifested in your life time’, Jesus said.

	 

	But then, Jesus knew that ‘His acceptance as the Christ’ could be a little too much, for His town folks to handle; And so, He gave them a brief history lesson.

	 

	Jesus took them down memory lane, showing them how a “God-given” solution could be ignored by all those closest to the miracle – only for foreigners and strangers to benefit from what was previously meant for lawful beneficiaries.

	 

	First case, was an event that occurred during the days of Prophet Elijah.

	 

	There was famine all over the land for three and a half years; and Israel wasn’t spared from this drought.

	 

	Living in Israel then was the Prophet Elijah – the same man, whom through his words, shut the Heavens; and is the very same, who had the anointing to restore parity.

	But the whole land of Israel was oblivious to this truth.

	 

	They had their ‘solution’ living amongst them; but they didn’t utilise him. 

	Only for a widow, who lived in Zarephath of Sidon – one of Israel’s neighbouring countries, to be the beneficiary of God’s mercy.

	 

	Again, Jesus gave the case study of Naaman the leper.

	 

	So many lepers were living in Israel during the days of Prophet Elisha.

	However, none of them saw it fit, to go to the Prophet for help.

	 

	God had put His power in Elisha, for the sake of His people Israel; 

	But still, those who had the blessing living amongst them, failed to appreciate it.

	 

	A Syrian commander, however, travelled all the way to Israel, to get healed by the same Prophet, whom the Jews had under-utilised.

	 

	Jesus’ message summary was clear.

	If you don’t value what God has given to you, that same gift will be re-routed to another!

	 

	As it is written:

	 

	“For unto every one that hath shall be given, and he shall have abundance: but from him that hath not shall be taken away even that which he hath.”

	(Matthew 25:29)

	 

	Finally, in this sermon, Jesus Christ hinted about Himself.

	He was – and still is, ‘the ultimate gift’.

	 

	Christ had made Himself available – first, to the house of Israel.

	But they refused Him.

	He has since spread His gift to all men. To everyone who comes to God, through Him.

	 

	For it is written:

	 

	“As he saith also in Osee, I will call them my people, which were not my people; and her beloved, which was not beloved.

	 

	And it shall come to pass, that in the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my people; there shall they be called the children of the living God.”

	(Romans 9:25-26)

	 


LUKE 102:

	Our choices on Earth, have Eternal consequences!

	 


TEXT: Luke 6:20-26

	 

	“And he lifted up his eyes on his disciples, and said, 

	Blessed be ye poor: for yours is the kingdom of God.

	Blessed are ye that hunger now: for ye shall be filled. Blessed are ye that weep now: for ye shall laugh.

	 

	Blessed are ye, when men shall hate you, and when they shall separate you from their company, and shall reproach you, and cast out your name as evil, for the Son of man's sake.

	 

	Rejoice ye in that day, and leap for joy: for, behold, your reward is great in heaven: for in the like manner did their fathers unto the prophets.

	 

	But woe unto you that are rich! for ye have received your consolation.

	Woe unto you that are full! for ye shall hunger. Woe unto you that laugh now! for ye shall mourn and weep.

	 

	Woe unto you, when all men shall speak well of you! for so did their fathers to the false prophets.”

	(Luke 6:20-26)

	 

	 

	This was perhaps, Jesus’ most famous teaching;

	Also known, as the sermon on the Mount.

	 

	A crowd had assembled to hear Him from all over Judea, Jerusalem, and even from the coast of Tyre and Sidon.

	The Son of God, then gave the foundational principles which oversee ‘outcomes’, in the lives of men.

	 

	According to Christ, certain things we do on Earth, will ultimately attract blessings from Heaven – even if present circumstances suggest the contrary.

	And similarly, certain misbehaviours will later incur punishments, though it appears as if men celebrate us because of them.

	 

	God’s appraisal standards, are the direct opposite of human evaluations; Jesus declared.

	 

	Jesus’ message, comes as a welcome development, to all - who because of holiness, refuse to condescend to the lusts of this World.

	Life, might currently be uninteresting and frustrating; but great joy, awaits the righteous in Heaven.

	Everyone who thirsts humbly for God, will receive true nourishment.

	 

	To the Christian; humility, patience, long suffering and endurance, are required to help with this brief period of affliction.

	Our ‘ends’, will justify the current ‘means’.

	 

	As it is written:

	 

	“For our light affliction, which is but for a moment, worketh for us a far more exceeding and eternal weight of glory;”

	(2 Corinthians 4:17)

	 

	 

	And to clarify God’s justice apparatus; 

	Christ warns all those who currently enjoy the ways of the World, and are celebrated by sin;

	The joy applicable, is temporal!

	 

	You might savour the best this World has to offer - if you obtained them by ungodly means;
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
