    “Who’s the author anyways?”
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    Michael Connelly was born on July 21, 1956 in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. He is a renowned and acclaimed author of crime and mystery novels, for which he has won many awards. (2)




    At the age of 12, he moved with his family to Fort Lauderdale in Florida and has since spent most of his life there. Connelly was introduced to crime novels at a very early age as his mother, a crime novel fan, used to read to him. One day, when he was 16 years old, he was on his way home when he saw the dark shadow of a male figure throwing an object behind a hedge. He spied on the object, and after realizing it was a gun, he followed the man to a bar. Connelly returned home and told his father the whole story, and together they notified the police. But when the cops arrived at the bar, the man was gone. Teenaged Connelly was in awe throughout the investigation process and he was intrigued by the police officers and detectives who arrived to ask him questions and investigate the bar. That experience must have been catalytic for his love and inspiration for crimes and crime solving.




    A few years later as a student of the University of Florida, Connelly aspired to take up his father’s job as a construction builder. Thus, he took up a building-trade major. One night, after watching Robert Altman’s film The Long Goodbye, he was fascinated and smitten by it. The film was an adaptation of Raymond Chandler’s homonymous book and it was at that moment that Connelly realized that he wanted to become a crime writer. He switched his major to journalism and his minor to creative writing. (1) Upon graduating from college, he started working as a crime beat reporter, even ending up as a finalist for the Pulitzer Prize after he interviewed survivors of the 1985 Delta Flight 191 crash. This work made him even more successful and popular and it promoted him in the field of journalism. He was offered a job by The Los Angeles Times, where he started working in 1987. (2)
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
