Chapter 1: Getting Started with Your Device

	 

	Unboxing and Identifying Your Device Components

	Congratulations on your new iPhone 14. Opening a brand-new gadget may be exciting—and somewhat intimidating if it’s your first smartphone. Let’s start slowly and easily.

	You’ll notice a few carefully packed objects when opening the package. Take your time and carefully remove each thing. Here’s what to expect:

	
		The iPhone 14 is the primary gadget, which feels sleek and light in your palm. Handle it carefully, and avoid dropping it or pressing too hard on the screen.

		The charging cable and adapter allow you to charge your phone’s battery by plugging it into a power outlet.

		
Documentation includes quick-start guidelines and warranty information.

		
SIM card tray ejector tool (sometimes included): If necessary, a little pin-like tool is used to access the SIM card tray.



	Now, let’s examine the phone and determine its major components. This will help you better understand what each button and function does.

	The front of the gadget features a giant touchscreen, which is the primary method you interact with the phone. At the top, a little notch houses the front-facing camera and sensors.

	Side buttons: The power button on the right side allows you to switch on and off your phone, lock the screen, and wake it.

	Volume buttons: On the left side, two independent buttons allow you to raise or reduce the volume.

	Ring/Silent switch: This little switch, located just above the volume controls, allows you to silence your phone or rapidly turn sound back on.

	The iPhone 14’s rear cameras are located on the device’s back. It includes several lenses for capturing photographs and movies.
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
