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The restoration of a piece of fur-
niture is developed in different

phases: the first one (cleaning), that
goes before the more strictly intend-
ed ‘carpentry work’, is one of the
most important sections to get a final
good result in repairing, finishing,
and final polishing.

If your piece of furniture looks in
good general conditions, and only
few operations must be dedicated to
the visible parts of it, we suggest you
to clean the old finishing, without
proceeding completely and radically.
The result coming out of a complete
cleaning is to get our piece of furni-
ture to a more acceptable condition,
without any visible change in its
general look, before we go on with
any other intervention on it.

General and particular cleaning
We can distinguish two different
