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Chapter 2 – Mosul Last Stronghold

osul, Iraq is the last stronghold of ISIS in this country but they still control many towns on the Euphrates River. The Iraqi Army is about to take total control of Mosul as they fight to capture the last few areas of ISIS resistance. The leader of ISIS Abu Bakr al-Baghdadi was reported to be trapped in Mosul several months ago and if he was then he escaped. He was also reported to have been killed in a U.S. airstrike over a year ago but that was never confirmed. Recently in June 2017 he was reported to have been killed in a Russian airstrike but that has not been confirmed yet. We can see the pattern here and this man appears to be a ghost. He is definitely being moved around once or twice a day so he is not detected. Eventually his handlers will make a mistake and unfortunately for him fate will happen. 

Abu Bakr al-Baghdadi, the leader of the Sunni Salafi jihadist militant jihadist organization known as the Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant (ISIL) which controls territory in several countries. In June 2014 he was elected by the majlis al-shura (consultative council or Shura council), representing the ahl al-hall wal-aqd of the Islamic State, to be their caliph, which he claims to be. On December 16, 2016, the U.S. increased the reward to $25 million for information or intelligence leading to his capture or death. Various reports of Baghdadi’s death, injury or arrest have surfaced over time, but none have been confirmed by independent reliable sources. Abu Bakr al-Baghdadi’s nickname is The Ghost.

The current situation in Mosul, Iraq is that twenty-thousand civilians are trapped in Mosul by the ISIS terror group and are in extreme danger. There is no escape from Mosul and an unlikely chance of surrender. Iraqi commanders have stated that ISIS families have joined the Mosul fight. Also female Islamic State militants are firing on their forces while using children as human shields as they battle for Mosul. Victory is in sight as Iraqi forces seized a huge underground ISIS military base, cutting off the terror group’s hopes of maintaining control over their former stronghold. Islamic State makes a desperate last stand in Mosul on a strip of land along the Tigris River and is using suicide bombers in a desperate attempt to slow the steady advance of Iraqi forces. The Iraqi military has encountered stiff resistance from an estimated few hundred militants lodged among thousands of civilians. The military has predicted final victory this week after a grinding eight-month assault to oust Islamic State from the once two-million-strong city. Mosul is by far the largest city ruled by Islamic State. It was here, three years ago, that the group declared the founding of its caliphate over parts of Iraq and Syria.
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
