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Introduction to Astrological Language

 

To study any science, it is necessary first to know the language in which it is expressed since how different cultural modalities express themselves is not always through words or concrete concepts.

In "formal" sciences, such as mathematics, chemistry, or physics, mathematical abstractions, geometric abstractions, and concrete language are used to express the astrological cultural phenomenon, we use mathematical abstractions and geometric angles united to symbolic language.

In both cases, these are languages inherited from the cultural traditions of the peoples that have preceded us in time whether we are talking about mathematics or astrology.

To a certain extent, astrology can be compared to pure mathematics, both are very old and related sciences, so much so that in the beginning they were united, even today, the way to designate a mathematician and an astrologer in India is done through the same word.

This language that we astrologers use is in no way irrational, it only has a different logical development order, as is the case with other cultural manifestations such as music, the arts, or psychoanalysis.

The mechanism of the human mind is not a computer program subject to a single code of communication, perception, or understanding of the reality that surrounds us. We do not only think using words or numbers, but we also think in images.

Our way of thinking is not different from that of primitive man, except that modern man has developed different languages with different signs to express words or thoughts.

The primitive man, upon returning to the cave after a difficult hunting day, could only narrate what had happened through sounds accompanied by gestures and images, as can still be seen in certain outcrops of cave paintings. The repetition of these images reduced them to symbols until they formed words and finally a language.

The language of astrology is a compound of symbols and archetypes or patterns of human behavior. This language is very similar to the process of synthesizing thought, once learned it is akin to any other language the astrological language transcends natural linguistic borders and is universal.

It does not matter the nationality, race, sex, or the original language of each person. Understanding astrological language is more similar to understanding music, the arts, or the human soul, than to the numerical count of mathematics or the endless classification of botanical species.

The symbolic language and the understanding of archetypes are learned by activating the right side of the brain, near the area of the musical sense, the sense of humor, and the religious sense, that is, the side of the abstract mind.

Humans in the past - who originated the culture in which we are currently living - reasoned with numbers and geometric figures to solve problems of all kinds, both in the practical realm and in the realm of abstract concepts. These same geometric and numerical reasonings were also applied to solve human and religious problems.

The astrology of our time has remained between these two realms and is applied preferably to solve human problems, maintaining a numerical and geometric language, and another related to archetypes or primordial models that retain the names of the ancient gods, in such a way that in astrology it is very common to talk about gods, geometric figures, and numbers.

In astrological language, numbers, geometric angles, and gods are understood differently than they are by applied sciences when they use numbers and geometry, and of course, the reference to gods has nothing to do with current religious concepts.

In astrological language, we use the names of the ancient gods in a symbolic sense, not religious or mystical. For us, the ancient gods are like morphogenetic fields of memory that act as patterns of behavior that are embedded in the collective unconscious of humanity, that affect us in a significant way, and that are possible to know.

From an astrological point of view, archetypes are pure human models, patterns of behavior that unite us with the sky, and allow us to know ourselves better, but they have nothing to do with religious or mystical sentiment.

The gods we talk about in Astrology can only be the veiled and split reflection of an inextricable mystical presence, intimate with itself.

The path that the astrologer walks along borders the illuminated path along which the truth runs, that is, the experience of the "Being".

However, Astrology cannot be considered a "path" or "way" of realization, at most, a difficult and not recommended path, as there are few mystical astrologers.

So when we talk about gods, we never refer to the "Being", we only refer to the split veils that we perceive.

In such a way that the gods of Astrology are only the shadow on a veil, of truth even greater that transcends the student of this science. Therefore, in astrological interpretation, the words "gods" or their particular names are empty of religious or mystical content, on the other hand, they are full of symbolism and archetypes or human behavioral patterns as we will see later.

To understand astrological language, it is necessary to have prior knowledge of the myths and legends that give meaning and life to these models or human behavioral patterns.

It is undeniable that the greatest concern of the human being, or what has mattered most to him at all times, has been the knowledge of himself. That is why, before the existence of written language and from very ancient times, the ways of being or behaving that are recurrent in human beings or that have left sufficiently notable traces for their registration to be of interest have been collected.

During at least 50,000 years of interglacial life, with a climate similar to that of present-day Brazil and as a nomadic species, neither the size of the human brain nor its intelligence has varied much in these years, but the information we have about ourselves and our environment has changed, thanks to the ability to transmit information from one generation to another - not because there is a brain difference between those who inhabited the planet 30,000 years ago - and us current humans. - This is how important communication transmission is.

Before the existence of written language, our ancestors designed images in the sky that are a treasure trove of symbolic content and archetypes, patterns of behavior that have been recorded in the sky. The myths and legends, which have their stories written in images composed of the constellations and the planets, play the role of mnemonic rules that have allowed us to retain a large amount of information.

In astrological language, each celestial body has a god's name, each constellation has a legend, a myth, and a symbolism loaded with concepts that are fundamentally human patterns of behavior that have been written in the firmament. Each of these myths or legends is like hermetic boxes, which when opened show us rich expressive content, a faithful reflection of a parcel of the collective unconscious of humanity.

The starry sky and the movement of the planets are like a huge cinema screen full of messages written in symbolic language, messages that contain precious information that speaks about the human being, about ourselves, and allows us to know the reason for the behavior of certain human groups, at the same time that they are the bond that unites us with the sky, the divine ray that illuminates our consciousness. But this is a message that comes written in symbols and not in words.

The fundamental characteristic, the best and extraordinary thing about the symbolism and archetypes that we use in Astrology, is its multiplying nature. Because while they represent a certain planetary force or a sector of the sky, they mean a type of human expression, a mode of behavior recurrent in human behavior.

Psychologists, to a certain extent, operate in the same way. They designate a pathological behavior as the Oedipus complex, based on the same mythological sources as we do in Astrology, the difference is that in Psychology they operate with patterns of behavior considered pathological, while astrologers operate with models of behavior that are not pathological, and that contain and allow us to recognize all human patterns of behavior.

Every astrological symbol or archetype identifies a type of person, thing, place, or event, and allows us to reveal the effects that can be expected from astrological influence in the personal or individual sphere.

Jung, one of the great psychologists and thinkers of the last century who dared to include Astrology in the field of his research on human behavior, said: "The symbol is a language of images and emotions based on expressive and precise condensation that speaks of transcendent truths, external to the human being, -cosmic order -and of inner feelings-thought, moral order, soul evolution-"

That cosmic order is symbolically written in the sky, and to understand a little of that symbolic language we can think of a gigantic microchip capable of storing and recycling accurate and concise information. The symbolic language that we use in Astrology is a whole psycho-machinery capable of transforming energy and expressing precise concepts.

Another of the great psychologists who have left their mark on the thought of the last century is Cirlot, who affirms that: "The symbol is an almost exclusively psychic reality that is projected onto nature, either taking its beings as idiomatic elements (as it happens in astrological symbolism when we use the forms of certain animals) or by transforming them into characters that participate in the drama of each individual."

The entire framework that contains the most information about the dramas that each of us can live is reflected or previously written in the legends and myths of the mythological characters who develop to perfection all the ways of behaving in analogous situations of life and that at the same time that they are written in the sky, they are a faithful reflection of our unconscious world.

The symbol cannot be known by itself, because in the symbol the particular represents the general, not as in a dream or a shadow, but as a living and momentary revelation of the inscrutable. As Saurier says: They are the synthetic expression of a wonderful science of which human beings have lost the memory - but that - teach all that has been and will be, in an unperturbed form.

Astrological symbolism and its archetypes are part of a language that transcends the physical, linguistic, and temporal barriers of all human beings. It is an immutable language, but it is possible to learn it, and it is one of the most important keys to self-knowledge.

A large part of the work of the astrologer and the psychologist consists of remembering, clarifying, updating, and bringing to individual consciousness the message contained in the symbols and archetypes to help us know what are the patterns of behavior that govern our consciousness.

To facilitate the task of learning astrological symbolism, I will develop a whole series of behavioral models related to these celestial models that correspond, for the most part, to the classical gods, taking care to take the function of that symbolism or behavioral patterns as a pedagogical element.

Finally, it is worth remembering that to understand and use correspondences and analogies, it is convenient to use the artistic sense because as Coommaraswany, an orientalist scholar, and specialist in Indian, Persian, and Arabic art, says: "Symbolism is the art of thinking in images."

The image of Pallas Athena born from the head of her father Jupiter, or the image of Venus Aphrodite born from the foam of the sea, not only have an aesthetic content but represent a different mode of expression of the feminine nature that affects all women. Just like the rest of the astrological models, they act or manifest themselves openly on different types of people.

 

The Language of Symbols

 

The language of symbols is abstract and surreal, but the language of astrological symbolism has a structure, as ordered and organized as any other type of language, a form of expression that must be exercised to be understandable. The first and simplest symbolic graphism that can be represented is a point (.).

Let us reflect for a moment, leaving aside the sense of logic, let us observe from an abstract, artistic, symbolic point of view.

To proceed with the reading of the point, which is the first symbol to be understood, we have to make a mental effort to enlarge it in size until we construct a circle.
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The circle with the point in the center is the symbolic representative of unity, the most important of all symbols because everything is contained in the point. A little strong abstraction, I know, but it is convenient to learn to perceive the largest in the smallest, this is how the symbolic universe is, nothing to do with logic.

Unity is the most abstract, unknown, and difficult to understand the symbol. The only way to approach the understanding of its meaning is through duality. One of the first axioms in symbolism states that:

"All manifestation is dual in principle."

In the case of the point or the circle, we can imagine it as an object whose external form seeks to manifest itself, an object that shows its external part that is perfectly visible, but an object that at the same time contains an internal part that hides an unknown, unknown, and internal meaning.

A clear example of this is when we stand in front of an astrological chart, which we know as an astrological mandala. -We will be able to observe known symbols, we will recognize those symbols of planets, signs, and aspects, but the meaning or interpretation of those symbols remains hidden or internal. -

From here, the first differentiated schemes arise: "the masculine" - represented by what we can see, such as numbers, signs, aspects, etc. - and the "feminine", which corresponds to the hidden part, what we cannot see in principle, the inner meaning of the astrological mandala, which is then interpreted.

In astrological symbolism, the masculine represents the active principle, the first generating impulse, the positive, assimilated to light and heat; and the feminine, on the contrary, is the passive support, the fertile, the negative, analogous to magnetism, to the cold and dark receptive earth.

To graphically represent the symbol of duality, it is enough to imagine the circle we have described as a sphere, and mentally proceed to turn it 90º.
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Then what is behind would partially appear, that is, the feminine aspect, what could not be seen, remaining as graph no. 2.

But the true universal symbol of the graphical manifestation of the unity in complete and dual form appears when mentally pushing the masculine force in a direction of rotation as if it had its impulse; that push will produce a reflux of the passive feminine within the masculine.
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In the area gained by the masculine, there will always be something feminine and vice versa; in such a way that we would return to the ancestral sign of Ying-Yang.

From this duality of positive-negative, light-magnetism, action-reception, and heat-cold, a new element is born that comes to form the "triplication".

At the moment, when this third element appears, the two previous ones change in appearance and name.

In the "triplication", the masculine principle is transformed into "cardinal", the feminine becomes "fixed" and the third element is established as "mutable".

The cardinal maintains potentialities of masculine-active and assumes traits of movement, impulse, of propulsive force that impels, acts, and moves.

The fixed retains feminine qualities and acquires gradations of stability, firmness, and concentration.
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Mutable is dual, and it has masculine and feminine qualities at the same time, acquiring characteristics of variability and change. (Fig. 4) From the third unstable element, and the absorption of the first two, a fourth element appears that will form the "quadruplicity": FIRE, EARTH, AIR, and WATER.
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Fire maintains the qualities of the masculine and cardinal, acquiring aspects of pure energy, clarity, dilation, excess heat, and active and luminous movement. 

Earth retains feminine and fixed qualities, to which it adds solidity and morphogenesis, representing the object, the concrete, the receptacle, and the fertile. 

Air acquires masculine, cardinal, and mutable qualities, gaining aspects of communication and adaptation. 

Water retains feminine, fixed, and mutable qualities, transforming the object into plasticity, sensitivity, and calm. 

The areas that delimit each of the elements correspond to the primitive qualities of the elements, which are also four: HOT, DRY, COLD, and HUMID. 

Between Fire and Earth appears DRY; between Earth and Water, is COLD; between Water and Air is HUMID, and between Air and Fire appears HOT.

 

Zodiac Signs and Elements

 

The zodiac signs form different groups based on the affinities of the elements that compose them. The first classification divides the signs into Masculine and Feminine.

-This is the same as saying that there are exteriorizing and interiorizing celestial zones, or centrifugal and centripetal zones.

In any case, in symbolism, when we talk about a masculine or feminine element, we are talking about absolutely abstract elemental principles that have nothing to do with sexuality.

 

Polarities

Polarities are the first division of the signs so there are masculine signs and feminine signs.

The MASCULINE signs are the following:

Aries, Gemini, Leo, Libra, Sagittarius, Aquarius
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The FEMININE signs are:

Taurus, Cancer, Virgo, Scorpio, Capricorn, Pisces
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Impulses

The next way to classify and divide the zodiac signs is based on the triplicities, which can be: CARDINAL FIXED or MUTABLE.

The CARDINAL signs are:

Aries, Cancer, Libra, Capricorn
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The FIXED signs are:

Taurus, Leo, Scorpio, Aquarius
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The MUTABLE signs are:

Gemini, Virgo, Sagittarius, Pisces
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Elements

The third way to classify by affinities is established by the elements, which are four: FIRE, EARTH, AIR, and WATER

The signs of FIRE are: ARIES, LEO, and SAGITTARIUS
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The signs of EARTH are: TAURUS, VIRGO, and CAPRICORN
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The signs of AIR: GEMINI, LIBRA, and AQUARIUS
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The signs of WATER: CANCER, SCORPIO, and PISCES
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Allegorical Development of the Four Elements

 

FIRE

The symbolism of Fire and the rest of the elements is very broad and abstract. First, it symbolizes the active creative force, the engine of periodic regeneration. However, here we will only develop the most elementary allegories that correspond to the astrological signs and we will not delve into any deeper symbolism.

The three signs of Fire provide us with three different nuances of the same symbolic concept.

The first fire, the fire of Aries, represents the spark that ignites everything. It is the incipient fire and it is associated with the smallest but most active particle of fire. The fire of Aries is a flash or a spark that activates the initial flash. In an esoteric sense, the fire of Aries is the initiatory fire.

The second fire, that of Leo, is associated with the fire of the home, of the kitchen stove. The fire of Leo is the constant flame that warms just like the suffocating heat of August. It represents the purifying and regenerating fire. With the fire of Leo, all cooking is done, it is the fire of creation.

The fire of Sagittarius is associated with embers, coals, and the remains of bonfires that burn without flame, it is the fire of stoves, the pleasant heat that allows approach. In another sense, it is the spiritual fire, the desire to ascend like fire or fall towards the sky.

 

EARTH

Earth is a symbol of consistency and solidity, of concrete and palpable issues. Making allegories with the different nuances of the Earth element, we can imagine the earth of Taurus as the fertile land of valleys and orchards, the irrigated fields where delicious vegetables are produced.

The earth of Taurus is always green and fresh, it represents lush spaces, fruit valleys, and paradisiacal places.

The earth of Virgo is analogous to the land of dry fields where cereals are produced. Virgo is also associated with desert or semi-desert areas where plants develop thorns and spikes such as cacti or prickly pears. The earth of Virgo is always dry or already harvested land.

In Capricorn, the Earth element takes a very different nuance, here it is associated with high lands where rocks appear, they are mountainous or rocky lands. They are places suitable for the development of goat livestock.

 

AIR

The symbolism of air is linked to the world of ideas, thought, exchange, and mobility. It represents breath and participation. The air signs can also be nuanced by using the allegories of the winds.

The air of Gemini can be associated with the fresh breezes of early summer and the cool breezes from the sea. The air of Gemini is analogous to the lively and pleasant winds that come to clear the atmosphere.

The air of Libra is associated with hot winds, the warm and sensual air of late summer. This air is analogous to the terrestrial winds that are always warm but sometimes uncomfortable. They are the winds that can eventually bring autumn storms.

The air of Aquarius is associated with the winds of February, with the gales, the cold and harsh winds that stir everything up. It is the cold air that drags with it the motionless and harsh winter. It is the air that seeps through the cracks and always feels cold and penetrating.

 

WATER

The symbolism of water encompasses the entire world of feelings and emotions. It is sex in the purest and coldest sense, which expands and rises by the effect of fire. The first water sign is Cancer, the crab, so we will associate the water of Cancer with the aquatic places where these crustaceans live. The water of Cancer changes constantly, it is the water of the riverbank and the shores of the seas, it is the water that runs or that changes with its waves, the moving water of beaches and rivers.

The water of Scorpio has a double analogy, it is the extreme water; it can be the incredible and crystal-clear water of caves, the underground water, it is also the water that flows through the orifice of the fountains, and, on the other hand, it is the water of ponds and swamps, the putrid and corrupt water of the ponds.

Finally, the water of Pisces is the boundless water of the seas and oceans. The water of Pisces is the liquid of the almost infinite marine spaces where only water exists without limits. The water of Pisces is also the water that evaporates and forms clouds, it is the celestial water of the clouds that transforms into rain.

 

Symbolism of the Sun

 

The Sun is the most evident and important celestial body for us, so in Astrology, it is the most revered symbol since antiquity.

Because it is the most powerful celestial body, it is also the most vivid and objective symbol for human perception.

The Sun is the center of our planetary system, and it is also the center of our symbolic sky. In both cases, it represents the force that makes everything revolve around it.

The Sun is the universal symbol of the king, the heart of the kingdom, and it represents the principle of authority, and nobility of heart, so it is associated, in the human body, with the heart.

The Sun represents the most important celestial body, both in real and symbolic terms.

-Jung says: “The different aspects of what is endowed with psychic vital force, of the extraordinarily efficient - of the concept of personified mana, come together in the character of Rudra (the flaming Sun of white radiance, the beautiful helmet, the bull of procreative vigor) and urine (from urine = to burn).”

-Not only the gods but also the goddesses, considered from the point of view of their dynamics, are symbols of libido. The Sun represents the point from which the greatest content of libido emanates. For astrologers, all human beings are like a small cosmos with the sun as the center of their consciousness.

-Libido is expressed in metaphors of sun, light, fire, sexuality, fertility, and growth. This is also why the goddesses have phallic symbols, although these are essentially masculine.

One main reason for this is that just as there is something feminine in men, there is something masculine in women.

-This explanation made by Jung clarifies that, although the Sun is assigned a masculine symbolism, the source of libido, there is no differentiation between man-woman and male-female.

In the field of Astrology, all human beings are considered to be microcosms with a central Sun.

To clarify the topic, Jung says: “It can be said that in the psychological field, the concept of libido has the same importance as the concept of "energy" in physics since Robert Mayer.”

When we observe a person's birth chart, the Sun tells us about the prospects for the expansion of individual libido, it shows us the original center of the vital impulses of each person.

The Sun in Astrology represents the center of the conscious mind, that is, the strongest psychological function that is associated with the Ego, the Self.

The Sun, like the Ego or like the libido impulses, is not something stable or static.

The Sun emits prominences, jets, or flares that last for several days and reach heights of over a million kilometers; by analogy, the Ego and the libido are also manifested in waves, with variable intensities, often encompassing extra-individual spaces.

Periodically, dark spots appear on the Sun, forming nuclei in which the temperatures drop by more than a thousand degrees and become intensely dark; analogously, dark and cold areas appear in the libido and the Ego that cannot or do not know how to manifest themselves at certain times.

Almost all the light and heat that makes life possible on our planet emanates from the Sun; by analogy, in its astrological approach, it corresponds to the vitality of each individual, with their life force.

The Sun emits mainly in an outward direction, it illuminates and warms its entire system, and for this reason, it represents all the exteriorizations of the Ego.

In another sense, the symbolism of the Sun is directly related to the creative abilities of each person and their creative manifestations. The outward activity of the Sun is comparable to the generous impulses of the ego and to the fiery spirit that provokes enthusiasm and induces life.

Solar energy manifests itself in the growth and development of life; by analogy, from Astrology, it is associated with the prospects for ascent in life and the possibilities for the development of each individual.

In its negative aspect, we can see the Sun as a gigantic magnetic mass that traps the rest of the planets. This negative or feminine aspect of the Sun is well known to Eastern astrologers, who consider it the "great malefic".

These solar gravitational forces are analogous to the selfish desires that all living beings possess. It is the influence that induces excessive and immoderate self-love, which is sometimes disguised by appearing to arise from noble causes or personal merits, but which in general tend to end in vanity or, in the worst cases, in pride.

This dark and magnetic part of the Sun is the closest thing to the blindness of selfishness that leads sooner or later to the collapse of the heart, both in a metaphorical and real sense, where circulation is prevented and life ends. This is the "malefic" aspect of the Sun.

All the planets revolve around the Sun and follow their trajectory in space; by analogy, the individual sphere, is related to personal organizational capacity, will, individual dominance, authority exercised over others, and personal influences in the environment.

The Sun is the most important focus of attention in the consciousness of each person. It is equivalent to self-love, pride, dignity, or personal prestige. From this point, our impulses emerge toward acquisition, the search for reputation, recognition, or fame.

The Sun in the natal chart represents the ambitions of each person and indicates the individual's tendencies to make themselves worthy of special attention. It also shows us their degree of honesty and the scope of their actions.

The Sun, within a natal chart, is undoubtedly the most important focus of attention, the point of greatest personal identification, the most valued and sensitive, that which most determines and conditions the responses of each person to the environment that surrounds them.

The Sun, like the rest of the astrological symbolism, has a reading in depth, towards the interior. It is something like reading in the different layers of an onion; once the reading has been carried out in one layer, or at one level of interpretation, the next is removed and opened, and so on, until the mind of the interpreting astrologer can reach it.

The symbolism of the Sun not only encompasses personal expressions but also shows us how we relate to our surroundings and other people. It symbolizes certain places, objects, and people in the environment of each individual, as well as certain events that surround the life of each person.

The Sun corresponds to and therefore can manifest itself through those characters who possess some type of authority or who represent dignity for each person, such as certain relatives, bosses, patrons, or anyone who exercises some dominance over us. On the other hand, it also represents the most noble, powerful, or influential contacts that can be reached. For a married woman, it represents her husband.

Continuing with the multiplier nature of the symbol, the Sun can be related to bright, warm, and spacious places. In other words, it is in these places where solar symbolism is preferably staged. If we refer to places in general, we can talk about very bright and warm places, the most spacious and bright center of the house, large well-lit living rooms, and all those places where light and spaciousness predominate.

In the home environment, it is related to the living room and the large windows through which the sun enters.

The Sun can also be related to all those objects that have shine or that are valuable. It is also comparable to all golden or luxurious objects.

About foreseeable events, it corresponds to stagings of life with brilliant, honest, truthful results, and that denotes generosity. Its influence is staged through events that grant increases in dignity, such as merits, power, or greatness.

The Sun is active or its influence is staged in moments when personal merits and all those brilliant and worthy individual qualities are manifested.

Although in many cases, only the magnetic aspect of the Sun manifests itself, appearing then in situations in which misunderstood self-love creates the worst deviations of personal destiny, such as when we feel hurt by our pride.

The symbolism of the Sun also has an archetypal content, it contains an ideal prototype, an eternal, immaterial, immutable, and perfect model, a model that the human being tries to imitate, as a fashion is imitated but in a much more intense and subtle way.

The Sun stages its influence on each of us through the attraction that the model to imitate exerts, a "mold of man", in Castaneda's terminology; this archetype is very well explained in myths and legends, with its disparate personifications, according to cultures and times, as we will see later.

Within the astrological structure, the Sun has its Domicile in the zodiac sign of Leo, its Exaltation in Aries, its Detriment in Aquarius, its Fall in Libra, its Joy in the 9th House, and its Sadness in the 3rd House.

Each planet has an age at which its manifestation is easier. The Sun covers the ages between 24 and 43 years. This is a time of self-affirmation in the world, of seeking personal, social, or professional recognition, it is a stage in life of developing organizational capacity where the will has more possibility of governing.

 

The Pure Solar Model

The solar model is always represented by a hero. In the Piscean model, it is a religious hero, so descending from the pure and primordial models to a more human level, we can imagine the solar model in the form of a hero. This model is inserted in each of us and tends to express itself from the deepest parts of our being.

When this solar archetype is dominant in an individual, it can transform or shape his physical appearance.

When this happens, people appear, men or women, of powerful appearance, well-formed, with long bones, large faces, and forehead, fair skin, short noses, wavy hair, rounded eyes, angular faces tending to hexagonal, wide chest and arms longer than the trunk.

The psychological characteristics of this human model usually manifest themselves through a personality of powerful character, with good organizational skills, high ideals, full of self-confidence, affection, and burning passions, but sensitive to wounds in self-love. - As is the case with people born under the sign of Leo or those who have the Sun or Leo in the ascendant.

Solar Archetype, the Sun Deity

 

The representative model of the solar archetype varies depending on the time and culture from which it manifests itself.

For us, of Mediterranean culture, those models inherited from the cultures that have preceded us in time and that are still alive and valid in our collective unconscious are more interesting and understandable.

In all cases, the solar model always represents the brightest archetype of our unconscious. It is, as I said before, the "mold of man" that Carlos Castaneda defines.

To unravel and know the model in its purest form, myths, and legends have been written. Going back to the models of the oldest cultures that have been able to affect us, leaving us an unconscious footprint, we first find the solar model represented by Vishnu, who rules over a golden sky and bears the symbol of the Sun as an emblem.

This original prototype is assigned different names or epithets as characteristics or attributions that define it.

They call him Svayambhu, the one who exists by himself; Ananta, the infinite; Yajñevara, the lord of sacrifice; Hari, the raptor, the one who takes possession of souls to save them.
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Janarddana, the one who captures the adoration of the people; Makunda, the liberator.
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Madhava, the one who has been formed of honey; Keçava, the one with long hair,

his hair is the sun's rays

and Narayana, the source and refuge of beings.

 

This solar divinity suffers from torpor equivalent to death or periods of activity and rest. These periods are comparable to the organic rhythm of inspiration-expiration. Each cycle of cultural or religious creation corresponds to an "Avatar", a model by that human cycle.

Avatar means the descent of some god, primordial model, or some glorious being into the body of a simple mortal.

That humanization of the divine or solar model determines the pure and original model that will condition the social behavior of an era and a culture.

Other solar models close to our culture are, on the one hand, the Buddha, (the man of gold, the Sun - Buddha) and on the other hand Apollo who comes out of the Hyperborean world and whose arrow is like a ray of sun.

But for us of Western culture, the second model has probably influenced us much more. The Greek solar model is represented by Apollo - Phoebus, half god, half human. 
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In his legend, Phoebus (Sun in the sky) also descends to Earth, he is an "avatar" and takes human form under the name of Apollo.

Like all solar models, his first attribution is to be a god of light, a solar deity, which however does not confuse him with this star but makes the model correspond to the epic solar qualities.

Apollo is a solar archetype corresponding to the Age of Aries in Greek civilization. It is linked to Apollo Carneios of the Dorians, that is, the god Ram, an obvious model of the Age of Aries, the Ram.
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
