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Dennis Hans Ladener, born May 11th, 1990 in Cologne/Germany, is a German philosopher and writer who, at the young age of only 29, managed to bring eighteen "philosophical non-fiction books" to market on his own.


The focus of his work, as well as his thinking, is based on the philosophy of the brilliant German philosopher Arthur Schopenhauer (* February 22, 1788 in Danzig; † September 21, 1860 Frankfurt am Main).

Arthur Schopenhauer


Born in Danzig in 1788, died in Frankfurt am Main in 1860, was an outsider among philosophers. He did not belong to any particular school but bravely opposed the dominant schools of thought of his time by taking a more physical, oriented philosophical path.


Human spirit, world history, Meaning and goal, all of these are illusions for him. For him the world is a senseless stage play of violence and agony.


Man ruled by irrational instincts that World history without any purpose, without any meaningful development.


Life means suffering!


Schopenhauer studied in Göttingen and Berlin and received his doctorate in Jena in 1813. His doctoral thesis was his writing: "About the fourfold root of the principle of sufficient reason".


Compared to most other enlighteners and idealists, Schopenhauer was not a philosopher permeated with optimism, but rather a die-hard pessimist and misanthropist.

“Life presents itself as a


continued deception, in small


things as well as in


Great, it promised so it won't keep


unless to show how the desired


was not desirable.”

Schopenhauer's sympathy was, however, directed more towards animals than towards people.


He just didn't think much of his fellow men. So he remained an outsider not only in the philosophical but also in the social area.
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
