Her first issue was released on March 28, 2007.




    Jodi Picoult studied writing at Princeton University. While in college, she wrote two stories for Seventeen magazine. After graduating in 1987, she worked a variety of jobs ranging from editing textbooks to teaching eighth grade English. Later on, she pursued her master’s degree in Education at Harvard University.




    Picoult wrote her first novel while she was pregnant with her first child. She entitled the book Songs of the Humpback Whale. Her first New York Times bestseller is Nineteen Minutes, a book that talks about the aftermath of a school shooting in a small town. Her second book that debuted at No. 1 on The New York Times Best Seller list is Change of Heart, which tells the story of a death row prisoner who donated his heart to the sister of his victim.
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
